iintiomil characteristic or difitincniflhine
mark. Its antiquity wo say is very great,
and upon reference wo find tfeat it ha*
been and is in some instances practicedby others than Israelites. Indeed tho
"Encyclopedia Britannica" hinta at an
Arabic origin of the institution, but by
them it was practied at the entrance of
tho subject on puberty, while among the
Israelites it is observed on the eighth day.
The rite was also observed by the Egyptiansand others.

with great reverence by tho Jews inat;tendance, the guoats were invited to partakeof a magnificent collation, spread by
Mr. Horkhoiracr, in honor of his flrWt son,
nml after rrceiving the congratulations of
his friends tho party dispersed.
