Growih of Republicanivn,
Wasmxartos, October 15, —Itis noticed
here, by those who bave interested tham-
selves in the movements of population,
thut the States which have grown most
rapldly during the past ten years are Re-
publican, The State censuses, taken in
1870 by several of the Btates, and the vote

ebrasks are taking the lead in growth.
The increase in Nebraska from 1870
1876 wus nt the enormous rte ‘of 218 per
cent in ten years, in growth almost un-
equaled in the bistory of the American
States. Next to Kangas a rapld growth
comes Minnesols and Colorado, staunch
Republican States. The increasg of polit-
ical  power that will be awurded to these
States alter the apportionment of 1851 will
be very great, a condition of things which
ia not very comforting to the Dewmocrats,
who do not desire to see the seat of polit-
cal power trunsferred to the stalwart
Northwest, TInepeaking of this matter to
our correspondent the other day, a
eading Demuerat 1emarked that while it
was Lrie thut the seat of empire was going
to the Northwest, and that all these Stites
were Republiean, yet there was at least

cratic. He relerred 1o Texas, and pre-
dicted that this State would livve two mil-
livns of inhabitants next year, and be en-
titled Lo about fourteen members of Con-
gress after the next apportionment, But
the vote of Texas does nutsnow as large &
per centol increase ns hos taken place in
many of the Northwestern States.

He now brings his ease before this court
on petitiona for writs of haheas corpus and
certiorari, on the ground that his arrest
was in violution of the Conatitution of the,
United States and the soversign rights’ of
the Commonwealth of Virginin. .
