The Jtlvcr Improvement Convention at
Uuluey, III.

The River Improvement Convention,
which met at Quincy, 111., last week, was
largely attended by representative men
from thirteen Statos bordering upon the
"Western rivers. It was presided over by
Governor 15.0. Stannard, of St. Louis,and
uuiuiig iuu uuiuguiuM wure several ftenniors
and llepresentativos of tbo present Congressof the United States and several ex*
Congressmen, who took an active part in
the proceedings. The resolutions adopteddeclare the usefulness of the navigablerivers of 'the West to the industrial, agriculturaland commercial interests oftho
country; that their improvement is paramountto all queatipns of public policy
now under consideration, by the people of
the United States; that it is the duty of
the National Government to make appro*priations adequate to the needs and com*
monaurato with tbo just rights of thepeo*pie of the Mississippi Valley; that everyavenue for the rapid transit of our broad*
8tuUs, for which there is such an extraordinarydemand, should be opened from
the place of production.
The Convention approved of the set

creating the Mississippi Kiver Commission,and disclaimed, while asking for ap*
prouriations, having any prescribed plan
lor improvement, butfavored leaving that
matter entirely to the judgment and ex*
porience of tho able corps of engineers of
the United States Army, who nave tho
work of improvement in charge.. It also
favored tho establishment of a reservoir
system, such as has boon suggested byGeneral Warren, on the waters of the
"Upper Mississippi.* Congress was called
upon to pass an act forbidding the con*
8tructlon of privato wharves, or the de*
positing in any navigable streams anythingthat would aid in the formation of
sand bars or any obstruction to the negationof tho rivers, or the use by private

t corporations of any public improvementsconstructed at great cost by the Governments,or allowing cities {o use water
powors created by improvements of rivers.It also favored the appointment of
a permanent commission, to lie composedof throe members from each State borderingupon those rivora, to be appointed bythe Governor of the respective States, to
promote tho improvement of the rivors.
Tho President of tho Convention was

instructed to Belect an executive committeeof nirio.himself to bo ono of tho members.whosoduty it shall be to prepare a
memorial to Congress, sotting forth more
in dotall the views of tho Convention uponthe subject of improving thn Mississippiand its tributaries; to call future con*
ventions if deemod expediont; to collect
and publish statistics, and to uso such
means as may be likely to procure early
and favorable action by Congress upon
tills subject. The foregoing is the substanceof the resolutions oresentod by tho
majority of the committee through its
Chairman, Mr. S. E. Covington.. Judgo
Murphy, of Iowa.prosoutod a minority report,confining the application for appro*
priation to the Mississippi, the Missouri
and the Ohio rivers, leaving out all tributaries,which bo warmly supported, assistedby General Dodge, of Iowa, but it was
voted down.Iowa alone voting in its faTor.
A Committee on Statistics was appoint»>-j*^ *

Frcnch Iron and Steel NtntlMtlc*.
The latest official returns of the produ

tion of coal, iron and steel in France di
ing the first Biz months of the curre
year do not in any caso show a serio
decrease. In 1872 the output of coal
Franco for the wholo year was 15,800,0
tons; in 1804 it reached 10,000,000 tor
and in 1875 17,400,000 tons. The outp
during the first six months of the currei
yoar has beon 8,331,138 tons. The quan
ty of pig iron poduced during the fir
six months of this year is stated at 701
052 tons, showinga decrease of 05,000 toi
against the corresponding period of la
year. In the two years, 1873 and 18?
the production was from 1,300,000 tons
1,400,000 tons per annum, so that the fl
ures for the first half of 1879 are abo
equal to the average of the period of infl
tion. Tho production of manufactun
iron, including rails, etc., attained i
maximum in France in 1374, when tl
total for the year was 768.000 tons. Mo
than half of this quantity has been produed during the first six months of the cu
rent year, the figures for which, howevc
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corresponding period of last year. Tt
Ereduction ol steel, on the other han
as continued to increase. In 1873 the t

tal steel production in Franco for the yei
was 154,000 tons, a quantity which h:
been almost equaled during the first hs
only of the current year, the figures f<
which aro 154,1)02 tons. This quantity alt
shows an Increase of upwards of 15,(Xtons against the first halt of last year.
