Taylor's story a* furniglied^O-AttornoyGeneral Devenn with considerable detail.
Went Virginia's defense is that Taylor is a
wealcminded, erratic man, whose trouble*
were duo to his disposition, and not to hid
being a Northerner. The testimony ol
local Republicans is advanced to prove his
story uslander; but while it may he true
that Republicans can discuss and advocatc
their principles in West Virginia as freely
sh anybody, it yet seems true that th«
State has lost a man of means, and one
disposed to advanco its prosperity, throughthe malevolence of the rougher elements,
Such occurrences may bo only misfortunes,but they aro no less damaging to immigratiou.
There is uo doubt that evory sucli cast

as this ono of Taylor's hurts the State, but
at tho same time itfis duo to the State tc
suy that there is no authentic record ol
late years of any man having been maltreatedin West Virginia on account ol
his politics. In (ho matter of political
toleration, as in most other respects, West
Virginia is essentially a Northern State.
Thero may be few communities in tho
Stato where the ruling element bolt down
upon tho Republicans with an affectation
of social superiority, but they are not
numerous.

J ustin >>cCartby relates that at the meetingheld on tho hill of Tara, in 1343,
O'Counell stood beside tho stono said to.
have beenused for tho coronatton of the
ancient monarchs of Irelaud, a quarter of
a million of people must havo been present.The present series of meetings will
not approximate such dimensions; and
there uro no O'Connells anions the uuita-
tors made prominent by homo rulo politics.Hut it id noticeable from tho rojiorts
tliAt theao meetings ore growing steadily
larger aud more demonstrative; and boloretho agitation dies out something of a
crisis in the industrial history of Irelaud
may bo evolved from it.

'l'ho grievanco of tho Irish tenant farmersis a real as well as an ancieut one.
There have been agrarian disturbances

Threo hundredtenants in Tipperary have deliberatelyresolved to refuse to pay their rent An
agent of Ix>rd Xormanby offered his tonantsa graduated reduction of rents, tho
poorest class being oUered thirty per conlutn,the next class twenty, and holdors
paying wty pounds sterling a year live
per centum rcbato by way ol compromise.
Tho compromise was rejectod, with tho
plain intimation that nothing short of tho
scale ol reduction proposed in Griffith's
valuation.representing about hall tho
present renting valuo ol Irish land.would
be accepted by tho tenant*. Tho purposeof the great mass meetings now being hold
everywhere is to orgsitfzea moral prosmuo(or (ho coercion of tho landholders.
Tho latter, under the laws of Ireland, havothe right of eviction, except in a limited
number of cases covered by Gladstone's
Irish land act If they choose to exercise
this right when the rents fail to bo paid,tho beginning of winter will witness a
goodly share of the population of thoislam! turned from their houses andhomos.

It is not a redaction of rents alone, however,that these great meetings seek to *c*somplUh, It has always been a strongremanent in Ireland that the ownershipof the land should bo with thoso who cultivateit. There has never been a time;when this has not been a cardinal featurein all tho Irish demonstrations; and the
most violent outcry to-day is raisedagainst the alien and non-resident proprietorswho control so large a portion ofthe soil of tho Emerald Isle. Diphthoriais believed to have originated
in Egypt more than two thousand years
i»KO. It prevailed in Egypt and Asia
Minor,to which latter country it extonded
during*the first fivo hundred years, and
was early called the Egyptian or Syrian
ulcers. Having invaded Hpain, Italy,
Sicily, and othor European countries, the
the disease appeared in Rome A. I). :KM,
and being highly contagious, rarely appearingas a sporadic diseaso, more fro

juentlyin an epidomic form; in its 1,500
years' transit on tho continent of Europe
it afit>cted mainly rural districts and garrisonedtowns; sometimes it hss prevailed
tio extensively that distant countries have
been simultaneously or successively visitedbv it. It extended to Holland, In
wblcu it vui epidemic in i:M7; to
France in 1818 and 1825, and in Englandthe United State*, and Canadas
from 1850 to 1800, and more or

since. As to the prevention of this
very formidable disease, aoino very excellentsuggestions can bo advanced. It has
been noticed that where diphtheria has
occurred, after thoroughly investigating
the premises, BUllicient causo has been
discovered to produce it, either in a no,elected cellar, cesspool, or in deficient
trapping of sewer-pipes. All tbene should
bo carefully inspected, and if the collar
flu'uid be found damp and badly ventilated,and containing vegetable matter of
any kind, all articles that might possibly
l.econie putrid or decayed should Ik> reImoved at once, the cellar thoroughly ven1tilated, the wall and ceilings whitewashed,
ami disinfectants liberally scattered over
the iloor. Chloride of litno is tho best
one for this purpose. Next, the waterclosetsshould bo looked after. If they
are located in tho house they should be
examined by an hontut and experienced
plumber to see if tbey aro properly trapped,and one-half pound sulphate of iron
(copperas), dissolved in two gallons of hot
water, thrown into them at least twice a
week. If there are any cesspools iu tho
VWII couvemeUl 10IDB uouse pipes SI10UIU
iMj arranged to carry off the impurities.They should be at least three inches in diameter,and high enough to carry the
otlluvia above the dwelling house. If
there aro any stationary wash stauds in
they should auto be exainiued by a competentplumber as to the traps being safe.
As to the treatment, quite a variety of
plans have been pursued. So much interesthas been taken throughout the world to
make the treatmont more successful that
almost all the European countries and tho
United States have offered premiums for
the most successful mode of treating this
terriblo disease. As an example. Her
Majesty the German Km press and Queenof Prussia, offers a prize of 2,000 reichmarksfor tho best essay on the esseuce of
diphtheria, and the result of treatment^tho disease, based on the knowledge of the
nature of the affection.

lines of her plan. One of tho chief faults
of the present system is the glaring inequalityin wages. There are families of,three in this city who pay their girls $1 ai
week, and Bgaiu there are families of seven
who | ny $2 50 a week for precisely tho
same service. There have been well authenticatedcases, again, where ladies have
employed girls at $3 a week, and, havingfound them phenomenally good ones, haveraised them to $4 a week, when a girl in
the next house, doing precisely tho satno
work, was getting much leas. The result
can easily bo imagined. Tho low-priced
servant, heating ol this.for they hear of
everything that happens.naturally be-
comes ^demoralized, ami particular)' so]when her employer fails to grunt tho desiredraiso. it would he vastly better,where an employer experiences any such
attack of magnanimity, to wait until tho
end of the year, or some given timo, and
reward the girl with a fcresont.in money
or some equally proper.thus avoiding the
demoralizing effect upon the girls in her
block, which Hows from tho present inequalityin wages. Bettor than this
would ho a combination between employ-
uio tu j>av umiurai raics, aim rtglll lioro 181
o»u uf the uniform measuros at presentcontemplated.
"There la no reason why tho wives of

our businessmen should not employ theirhelp on tho same common hoobo business
principle as thulr husbands employ theirclerk*. Instead of saying, as now, 'How
mucl) do you want?' the now departure
program will bo something liko this: 'I'll
pay you bo much, and, if you wish to, you
can come.' When it is rememberod thattho one agency alluded to has suppliedplaces for at least twenty thousand girlswithin the past flvo years, it will bo readiiy seen that tho supply is always in advanceof tho demand. Itmay be deficient in
quality, but that Is tho result, largely, of
the present system. The scale of wages tobe adopted undor tho new plan will mostlikely ix> something of this sort: In fami,lies which entertain largely a first-class
cook may be said to bo worth $1 a week.In private families $3 a week ia a fair averageprice for general work. In small familiesof three or four, whete tho ladies ofthe hoibu assist or superintend, 12 60 is
reasonable pay. Generul assistants should
lw put on $1 80 or $2, where they now
get $1 for doing nothing except an immenseamount of standing aruund.
"Hut the reform movument has morathan one phase to it. The system of weeklypayments is altogether wrong. Undorit girts havebeen known notnnfrequentlyto work a week, oarn enough to buy a

party rig,'and then coollyInform tneirmistresses that they propose to quit thenand there. Tho new systom proposesmonthly payments. Undor it contractsbetween employer and employe will bomade in black and white, at so much a
1# * '*»r averago rato.with the stipulation that each party is togive the other a week's notice in casooithar .i.»

This is tho case with many of tho orgauicimpuritieadiasolvedin water, so thai often
it may bo purified by simply allowing it to
run ill a thla shoot over a board. Anything,however, which its both soluble mid
not oxidizablo will pass through tho filter
intact, us may be easily proved, for no
amount of filtering will extract a lump oi
sugar or a pinch of salt. To bo effective,therefore, tho filter must bo kept clean,and afford plenty of exposed surface, audit is useful only in proportion as these
conditions are maintained. A largo box
tilled with saud and gravel, if the content*
bo frequently changed, forms ono of the
best ot filters. Better still, a box of charcoal,for horo tho innumerable pores left
by ttio burning give an immense amountof surface exj>osed to tho air. Kven a
sponge or woolen bag, if often washed,makes a good instrument, and will removemuch of the impurity from water.
