PaitmaMer General'* Report.
The annual report of Postmaster GeneralKey is made public to-day. A largeportionof it is devoted to tho presentation of

statistics, information already publiahed
in Abstracts of reports of his subordinates.
The Postmaster General renews the recommendationcontained in his last report,
for the enactment of a law readjusting the
compensation of railroads for carrying the
mails on the basis of space, speed and frequency,supplemented by weight of mails
carried. The railroad companies have, as
u general tiling, neglected to furnish statisticsof receipts, expenditures, Ac., as
requested. The recommendation is made
that the appropriation to enable the PoetmasterGeneral to obtain proper facilities
for the prompt transmission of mails by
railroad be increased this year to $400,000.
The cost of the railroad service on the

30th day of June, 1879, was at the rate of
$9,($2,590 per annum, an increase over
cost of service during the preceding fiscal
v«ar of 125,095. This increase does not,however, represent the actual rate of increasein the service, as an account must
be taken of the reduction of 5 per cent in
the rate of compensation, from July 1,
1878, made under the act of June 17, 1878.

THE SEW OCEAN CABLE.

rh« Lin© or the New French Company
Which Comes to Cope Cod-Connection
With the American Union Wires.The
Pint Me.ice Exchanged.
Boston, November 17..Opposition ta

the Western Union Telegraph Company
s developing a powerful front by the lafy-
ng of the cable of the French company,
which was organized only a year ago. The
iteamship Faraday has reached the inner
bend of Cape Cod, bearing with her the
aew-cable which is to connect with the
nuicrnau vmvu hub ana maKB a rival

:o-operation to the Western Union betweenthe chief business centers of the
jountry. A company of American Union
)flicials went to-<lay to North Eistham to
wait till the Faraday arrives. The coun-
:ry there is sandy and cheerless, and theywill live in a restaurant car till the shore
end is safely landed.
The officers who are now at North East-

ham, are M. George von Chauvin, Chief
Engineer of thePonyer QuertierCompany,
[as the new organization is termed), who
was formerly managing director of the
Direct Cable Cotnpany; the Hon. D. H.
Bates, President of the American Union
Company; Mr. Thomas Roche, the New
England Superintendent; Mr. W. H Fair-
Dank, Superintendent of Construction;Count Doenhoff, Secretary of the German
Legation at Washington; and Baron de
Cambourg, M. Chauvura Secretary. At
North Eastham the cable will be joinedwith wires to all the chief points of this
country and Canada, and a reduction of
telegraph tolls is predicted. This PouyerQuertier Cable Company (its real name is
"Compaenie Franzaise du Telegraphe deParis a New York") has been in shape for
business only about a year. The necessary
grant from ths French Government was
not obtained till last January, and it is
less than three years since Pouyer Quertier,the well known French statesman,conceived the scheme of this cable. On
November 5,1873, the company obtained
permission from ourgovernment at Wash*
ington to land its cable somewhere on the
Basternshoro of Massachusetts. An importantcondition in this permission was
the following: "That the company shall
not consolidate or amalgamate with anyother line, or combine therewithfor the
purpose of regnlating rates." Both' French
and American stockholders are interested
in this companv, but the former hold a
majority of tlie stock. The paid upcapital now amounts to 42.000,000 francs,and 10,000,000 more will be naid in
January. Siemens Brothers, of England,
who made the cable used by the Direct
Company/made the new one also, but it
is believed to be more durable than any
ocean cable yet laid. Inside of sverythingis a copper wire. About this are
ten twisted copper wires. Outside of
these wires are three envelopes of gottapercha. Then comes a wrapping of
manillahemp, saturated with a waterproofsolution. Outside of this is an
armor of steel wire to strengthen the whole
cable and make anv breakage impossible.Outside of all this is another hemp coatingtreated with a chemical compound,
to prevent the wires from rusting. So
that the strength and durability of the
whole is very great, probably superior to
any of the cables now lying on the floor of
the ocean.
The Pouver-Quertier cable will extend,when finished, from Brest in France, to

St.-Eierre on the Island of Miquelon, on
the south Bide of Newfoundland, and from
St. Pierre to North Eastham. The line
between Brest and 6t, Pierre has alreadyhiton laid, ami lha PtrtiWliM l«IJ >>»

line from the litter place, which was cut
and buoyed on a previous expedition.When the American end is made secure
the Faraday will lay a line from Breet to
Land's End in England. Next year, it Is
reported, the. company will lay a line to
8L Pierre (ram Land's End, making two
ocean wires owned and operated by the
company. The position o( the Faraday
was constantly ascertained by messages
sent to her from Brest. She met with one
severe cyclone in mid-ocean, but It did
not interfere with her paying out the
cables and so she arrived in good condition.She started out from Halifax on
this trip and picked up the buoyed end of
the cable about 300 milee off North Eastham.This is the third expedition she has
been engaged upon upon in connection
with the cable. The leading place was
near Nausetlight, where the shore is verysandy. The sand soon drifts upon and
covers anything thrown upon it, and it is
expected to make a good protection to the
cable.
The cablewu landed at North Eastham

to-day, and communication wu establisheddirectly with France. It la predictedby the friends of. the new enterprisethat la consequence of it* aacceM

telegraphic rates between this country
anil Europe *111 <>11 one-aixth, and that a
Imllar reduction will occur in this countryin consequence of the competition betweenthe Western Union and American
Union, the latter connecting with the new
cable.
The steamer Faraday returned to near

North Eaatham yesterday morning, and
anchored a mile off the beach, and the
officers ol the company boarded her. At
6 o'clock laat evening the shore end of tbe
cable waa laid on the trench dug lor it,and algnsls were exchanged with the Faraday.To-day tbe final splice was made,
and the cable proved in good workingorder its whole length. This desolate
landing place was chosen because tbe
shore end of the cable will be little exposedto vessels. Many visitors were
present at the comDletion of the line. Thi<
fanding of the cable was the occaaion of
great display.
At 10 o'clock the shore end was placed

on a raft to bring it ashore. Then the
cable became fouled in the propeller and
it was 2 o'clock before it was cleared. The
signal sans were fired forgoing shoreward.
By this time the tide had changed the
position of the Faraday, bo it was unfavorablefor the movement, but at 4. at the
turn of the tide, the raft and three boats
moved toward the beach. The Faraday
was flying the American, French and Kaglishcolors and the ensign of the Siemens
Brothers, who made the cable. The raft
carried the American and French flags.The people crowded the beach as the
boats approached. One boat was upsetand the men were thrown into the break-
ere, and after the people who ventured
into the surf and put on life preservers,the boats landed at a quarter of 0. Guns
wero fired, and there was a hearty cheer-
ing by the crowd. A photographer was \present, bat it was too dark for him to
take a view. The cable was taken to tbe ]temporary building made for the purpose,and to-day it was bedded in the sand of 1
the beach to protect it 1
Messages between the shore and the

Faraday were exchanged during the fore- 1
noon, and at half past 11 the final connec- *
tion with Europe was made, and a mes- 1
sage vu sent.
