It is a very guarded letter,
and probably if the General was called on
to day to write ati other letter, explanatory
of his present position on third tormism,
ho would simply copy the substance of this
one an.*l reaffirm it. If in 1875, when tho
movement for a third term was now and
weak, and unpopular as compared with its
present proportions, the General was thus
guarded and non-committal, what would
lie wiy to-day in the midst of hi* "boom?"
I«ike the cautious man that he is, ho would
simply say, I .have said my say, and I have
nothing to add.
As showing what the rank and flle of

tho Republican party thought of the third
term movement in 1875, we may refor to
tbo platform of theXew York Republican

State Convention ot that year, wherein it
was declared in the eighth resolution,
alter a motion to strike it out hod been
negatived amid great applause, that
"Recognizing as conclusive till! Presi¬

dent's public declaration that he is not u
candidate for renomination, and with sin-
corest gratitude for his sorvices, we do-
clare our unalterable opposition to the
electinn of any candidate for a third
time."
This resolution was the earnest and

determined expression of the great Re¬
publican party of Now York State in 187G,
ss it was also of the vast majority of the
Republicans of the Northern States. The
fact that the offlcial followers ot Roscoe
Conkling in New York could not suppress
this declaration of hostility to ft third
term ill 1875, added to tiio fact that in the
election this fall there were 20,000 Repub¬
licans in that State who refused to vote
for Cornell, the Republican nominee fur
Governor, because he was recognised as

Conkling's man. and Indirectly us a

third term representative, is a warning
that evory man who is now clamoring for
the nomination of General Grant should
heed.
The present is not the first tiino that a

boom before a nomination may prove to
he a very different thing from a boom
after a nomination. Henry Clay was the
idol of his party in 1844, as much, and
moro, than is General Grant to-day, and
he was nominated amidst a great boom
and hurrah. The anti-slavery party ot the
United States was thou in its lufancy, and
its membership was largely iu sympathy
with the Whig party. The Whig leaders,
Horace Greeley among them, believed
that this small party would bo sure, as

between Clay, who was so nearly right on
every question, and l'olk, who was so

nearly wrong 011 all, especially on the ac-

qulsion ofmore slave territory, would como
in during the canvass and vote for Cloy,
notwithstanding they had declared against
Clay's record on the slavery question, the
Whig leaders made a great mistake in this
expectation. The anti-slavery men of
New York State in 1S44 were tho progeni¬
tors of the mon who refused to compromise
with Conklingism and third tcrmism in
1879, and although their candidate, James
G. Blrncv, cast hut 15,812 votes in that
State, and hut 62,300 in all the North, yet
Ills vote gave the SO electoral votes ot New-
York and tho 5 votes of Michigan to Polk
and elected hint President.

It takes but a very few votes to smash a

large steed boom If they are cast in doubt¬
ful States, and Now York is to-day a very
doubtful State. "History is philosophy
teaching by example," and the wise King
of Israel long ago told us that "the thing I
that hath been is that which shall be.
Before therefore the Camerons and C'onk-
iingfi, and other place hunters, persist,
for their selfish purposes, in forcing Gen¬
eral Grant's nomination on the Republi¬
can party, they should study well tho les-
sou of the defeat of tho great Whig paity
in 1844.only four years after it had swept |tho country as il by a whirlwind.

A caucus of the Fusion members of the I

Senate was held this evening. John D.
Lawson,of AValdo, a member of the last
House from Freedom, was nominated for
President of the Senate, and John C. Tal-
hot, of East Machias, was nominated
for Speaker of the House.
A hearing was had before the Governor

and Council this afternoon on a petition
for the admission of twelve Republican
Representatives from five cities. A. A
Straut appeared for tho Portland Itepre-
sentatives, and claimed that they should I
have had the original certificates, but all
doubt had now been removed by the
opinion of tho court, and in behalf of all
tho Representatives lie would waive tho
usual twenty days' notico. Ho asked tor
the certificates that they might partici¬
pate m the i -jmnization of the legislature.
The Coveruor informed the gentlemen

that it was a matter for the consideration
of Council. The matter was referred to a
committee of Council, who subsequently
informed Mr. Straut that thev would re¬

port to-uiorrow morning. In "this appeal
to the Governor the commltteo, asking for
the removal ol the arms from the state
House, said: "Never before In ourhistorv
has an armed man been seen within the
walls of a building devoted by our fathers
to order, law and peace. It is a great pub¬
ic scandal that at tho very portals ot a
building they cousecroted armed sentinels
should be pacing, and that passwords, In¬
spections and signals are requisite to ad¬
mission within its walls. Free laws can¬
not be enacted under tho presence of an
armed force, and it is cruel mockerv to ask
the legislature of Maine to assemble with
Buch surroundings."!
To-day has been a day of excitement,

rumors and discomfort, aud there are
very few of all the crowd hero who know
definitely what the resulls of all the cau-
cussing and the committee will be. The
whole State has emptied its politicians
into this little city, and tho weather lias
been disagreeable enough to keep all in
doors who are not obliged to go out. The
lobbies of the Augusta House on Capital
Hill, which is the centre of interest, has
been crowded all day. Tho Republicans
are largely in the majorily; and all the
leading men of tho party are here, and
thoso who are arranging tho programmes
have been busy enough.

It is understood that the arms will bo
removed from tho State House to-night.
General Chamberlain has called on tho
Superintendent of the Stale buildings to
report to liini forthwith tho'number of
men employed as guards at the State
House, by whoso ordor they wore on-

listed, for what purpose, and out of what
fund they aro to bo paid. They nro al¬
ready discharged, aud to-morrow the
State House will bo guarded onlv by
civilians and police.

Augusta, January (J..The Republicans
nominated Joseph A. Locke, of Cumber¬
land, for President of the Senate and Geo.

House.
Council to-day refused to confirm the

nomination of Col. A. W. Wildes as Kail-
road Commissioner. The order for issu¬
ing tickets for admission to the State
Mouse to-morrow proved extremely offen¬
sive, and has been rescinded. Care will
bo taken, however, to provent crowding,
so that business can be transacted.
The contest to-inorrow will bo of great

interest, although nothing like an out¬
break is contemplated. The Fusionists
are vory reticent about their plan of opera¬
tions, their effort being to conceal it. They
avow that they will not show their hand
to the enemy. They have hold three
caucusses to-day, and steadily profess
their ability to organize both houses to¬
morrow.
So far as the Senate is concerned this is

an undisputed fact, but they cannot rally
a quorum in the House, and it is the pur¬
pose of the Republicans to hold the ad¬
vantage gained by the breakage in tho
quorum. It is positively known that four
Fusionists have refused to act in the or¬

ganization, namely: Voder, Spraul, Snow
and Harriman.

Mr. Swan, of Minot, is slid to havo re¬
newed his allegianco to the Fusionists.
This will leave sevonty-four Fusionists,
two less-than a quorum, aud as the Re¬
publicans will absent themselves this will
ronder the transaction of business impos¬
sible.

It is hinted that tho Fusionists will dla«
regard the requirements of a quorum and

proceed to business with the number they
may have, but this in not generally be¬
lieved. The Republicans held a caucus

to-night, every member-elect being pres¬
ent, whether counted or counted out, and
the absent ones will reach here to*
morrow. There was also grent enthus¬
iasm and entire harmony on the line of
action to be pnrsued.

sition as Itepresentative to the legislature
of Maine, and not to act with the Green¬
back or Democratic party. 1 therefore
consulted with the leading-members of the
Greenback party, and informed 'them
that I would iiavo it hinted to said
agent that my resignation could
be effected with money, and if I was
offered $1,000 I would take it and sign the
papers that they should request, and then
expose their plans to defeat the will of the
people by bribery. The party whom they
endeavored to bribe on the ovening of the
5th, informed the said agent I could be
purchased, and half-past ten o'clock on
the ,0th, was appointed for me to be at
the court house, and sign the resignation
and other papers. I went there at tlie time
appointed and met the said agent, whose
name 1 now suppress. A trade was made
and said agent paid me $1,000 in cash.
Said agent informed me they had got
three or four more to remain away from
the House of Representatives so we could
not have a quorum present. I was re¬

quired to copy iu my own hand the pa¬
pers which they had prepared before 1
came to said Court House for iny signa¬
ture.

REPORT OF THE HOT SPRINGS' commissioners.

Secretary Schurz sent to the Senate to¬

day a copy of the liAal report of the Hot
Springs Commissioners, together with a

schedule showing tho names of tho par¬
ties in whose favor awards wero made and
a list of the persons to whom cortillcates
were issued for tho property condemned,
amounting in aggregate to $74,000. Tho
report is accompanied by a copy of a com¬
munication tiled with the Commissioners,
which contains charges against tho Chief
Clerk of the Commissioners, and questions
of the fairness of the award iu sovoral
cases. Tho Commissioners say that they
found it impossible to investigate the ac¬
cusations against their clerk and finish
their work within tho timo required by
law.
Secretary Schurz, in his letter to tho

President of the Senate, which accom¬

panied the report, in referring to these
charges, says: As tho Department has not
the power to compel attendance of wit¬
nesses, or the production of papers, nor
means at its disposal to conduct an inves¬
tigation of tho charges made, 1 have
deemed it my duty to lay tho matter be-
fore your honorable body for such actiou
as may bo judged advisable. Referring to
the property condemned by tho Commis-
sioners. tho Secretary says that no pro¬
vision has beeu made for the payment of
those certificates, and suggests that they
bo made receivable in pavmont for lands
at the Hot Springs. Under existing laws
it is mado the duty of the Secretary of
the Interior, within thirty days after the
Commissioners shall have tiled their ro-

port, to instruct the United States land
oflicers at the Little Kock land district, to
allow said lands to be entered as provided
by law. Tho time within which instruc¬
tions are to be forwarded to locate the land
will expire on January 14.

PERU'S PLIGHT.

Flight of President Prado-Wants to Buy
War Vessels.Hopelessness of the

Peruvian Cause.

Panama, January O..Tho steamer Hay-
ti, just arrived from the .South Coast,
brings as a passeugcr General Mariana
Ignacio 1'rado, President of Peru, who,
accompanied by several Peruvian naval
olliccrs, goes to Kurqpo via Xew York.
General 1'rado embarked on the steamer
at Callao in a clandestine manner and
uuder an assumed name. There was no

special excitement in Lima, no disorders
or revolutions in progress or in immedi¬
ate contemplation, that could justify his
hasty lull! secret departure, flis expla¬
nation is that his mission was decided
unon at tile last moment, and. on account
of the excitable character ot the Lima
populace judged it hotter /or him to de¬
part «]uietly. He says the object of his
visit to Europe is to hasten the pur¬
chase of a new iron-clad, or sev¬

eral, if ho can obtain them, which is
doubtful forseveral reasons. The Peruvian
exchequer is not in a condition to pav for I
a powerful vessel which would be a match
for threo4Uhilian Ironclads, and there is
also standing in the way of Ills success,
universal disinclination of tho European
powers to supply a belligerent with war
vessels. It is uioro than probable that
Prado lias secretly left a country which
would soon bo dangerous to him, and his
flight is a practical admission of tho hope¬
lessness of the Peruvian cause, There have
been no fresh encounters sinco tho arrival
of tho last mail. Bundia's army was I
cloBely pursuod by tho Chilian eavalry,
and was within forty miles of Ariea, end
bus no doubt arrived at that place.
Peru then will have under arms,
at that place about 11,000 men, with which
force tho new Commander-in-Chief pro¬
poses to re-conquer Tarapaca. The Chil¬
ians hold it in force and they have over
11,000 men in districts, and opera-
tioi'H against them will bo excessively
difhcult and doubtful in their result. I
larapaca may,. under present circum¬
stances, bo considered as practically lost
to Peru. The blockado is being extended
and tho port of llo is guarded by a Chil¬
ian vessel. Tho Blancoenclada and Loa
are cruising north of Callao, and the
other day chased the Peruvian transport
Jiimonu, which had 1,000 soldiers on

board, destined to Join the reserve force in
Lima.
The Chilian-armed transport Ama/.onas

is aUo cruising betweou Panama and Cal¬
lao, and all three of thoso vessels may bo 11
expected to arriveat this port at an early
date. The Aiuazunas when lust seen was
at Isaltenllia, on tho coast of Ecuador,
looking for a torpedo launch, which put
into an Kcudorlan port out of coal. The
launch was 011 the way to Callia in charge

t.»V-.1'uruvi"" "d'eura, audit is quite
probable that Capt. Thomson, of the
Amazonus wiil sink or capture her wliere-
over found. Tho launch has alieady cost
the Peruvian government a large amount
and her chances of arrival at Callao or of
her employment during the reiuaiuderof
the war are not very bright.

Jos. F. ilnin, owner of a Mansion Saloon

testified he sent two brandy toddies at
different times trfl'attl during the concert.
They wero as hot and strong as ho could
make thorn. Tliey wore ordered by an
old Italian attached to tiio troupe, who
said tliey wero for Patti, and who took
them to tho theatre himself, lirua further
sworo that every ono of tho cincert aud¬
ience that visited his saloon that night,
Bpnkc of Patti as being drunk.

J. H.Drooks, janitor of tho theatre, tes-
jiliod lo seeing tour glasses of liquor
brought into tiie theatre during the oveu-

ing, two of them I10 know were hot Scotch
whisky. Ho brought one himself by
order ol Deinurk, Patti's husband, who
told him to havo it madostronger than the
one which ho had before ordered. Wit
liens considered litis particular drink a

'"bouncer" 011 account of its strength.
These four drinks woro placed on a tablo,
at which Patti sat when not singing. Ho
saw her drink thorn and thought sho was

very drunk; bolioved theamountof liquor
she drunk that evening would make any
ordinary man drunk.

Prof. Oarl Hoffman, ono of the leading
musicians of tho city and State agent of
tho Chlckering pianos, testified that he
hoard Patti attompt to sing on the night
111 question. He thought sho acted very
strangely; considered her singing a farce;
was disgusted with tho whole periorui-
anoo and telegraphed Chickoringit- Co. to
cancel their contract with the Patti troupe
on tho ground that ho thought it would
injure thorn to havo a piano with such
a company. .

FOREIGN NEWS.
LOOKS WARLIKE.

London, January 0..The Daily TtUgrauh
vouches for the trustworthiness of the
communication dated Koenigsburg, De¬
cember 31st, osaerting.that the distribution
of the Russian army, shows that they are

striking a eonvergance towards the western
portion of the Empiie, and that the Russ¬
ian effective forces are being increased in
far greater proportions than can be justi¬
fied by the object of filling un the vacan¬
cies left by tho late Russo-Turkish war.
Witbiu the past few.weeks a strong force
hasalreadv quartered in the western Prov¬
inces, and has been increased by to\if di¬
visions of infantry and one cavalry. This
raises the force along tho western frontier
to nearly one half of the entire Russian
army on a peace footing.
Extensive measures of re-organi/.ntions

and improvement in all departments of the
service are being pushed forward.
The greatest activity alBO prevails in in¬
creasing means of communication
and providing halting places; military
railways aro beiug constructed, deliveries
of supplies for arsenals^ building mater¬
ials, uniforms, etc., being made on a vast
scale, with scarcely any attempt at con¬
cealment, the arming of tho frontior
fortresses being effected with the utmost
promptitude.
Berlin, Jan. 3..A correspondent says:

Itls remarkable that the Kussiau troops are
again permitted to speak of tho iiupeud-
ing war against Austria and Germany.
The coming campaign is the talk of the
day iu the military coffee houses of Kieff,
Kauiieniec, Podolsh,Sebitouioer and other
garrison towns near the Austrian frontier.

MEXICO.

Rio Grandk City, Jan. 0..Rumors of a
revolution in the State of Durange, Mexi¬
co, have reached here, the particulars of
which, however, are meagre. Somo time
since General Trevino was orderod from
Montery to suppress the insurrection in
that State, aud news was received yester¬
day that he had been defeated by revolu¬
tionists. He was calling for assistance all
the available troojis at Monterey. The
government is.raising troops at Mier by
conscription. A young American from
here was forced into ranks despite his
protest. He succeeded in escaping and
arrived hero last night. The general opin¬
ion is that this revolution will be general,
as it is well planned and understood
throughout the greater part of Mexico,
and will have gained immense proportionby the first of March. The Rio Grande
border wilt be tho scene of no small part
of this revolt.

CUBA.

Havana, January 0..The insurrection¬
ary chiefs lielir.aria Isralto, and Vemigio
Almagaele, who recently surrendered, de¬
parted for Spain yesterday.
