hands.

PLANS FOR RELIEF.
This was the situation when the present

Board of Directors took hold last October,
and the prospect for the future seemed
exceedingly unpromising unless some

new means could be deviseidI for increasing
the revenues of the association, -the ex
penseshad been reduced to a minimum,
the item ol rent having, through the
kindness ol Gov. Mathews, been removed
entirely; the purchase of new booka had
been restricted to $00 for the year and
that of newspapers and periodicals to $08,
all salaries except that of librarian had
been Btricken olT, and that lixed at the
lowest point at which a capable and re¬
sponsible ofllcer could be secured, and
yet the income, including a cons derable
humber of stock subBcnptions, which ex-
nirad with the year, had barely been sufn-
cient to meet thia limited outlay, and1 there
was no reasonable expectation that it
would again be sufficient, even il the samecrampeTand unsatisfactory, way of run-

ning the library were continued for an
other year.

A NEW DBAL.

In this emergency the Directors, alter
canvassingtheaituation,pretty unanimous¬
ly agreed either that some plan must be
found which would enable the library to
go on in a manner satisfactory to the pub¬
lic and the stockholders, or it might as
well be Btopped belore any indebtedness
waa incurred and the existing disaatialac-
tion over ita management increased. The
plan ol public entertainments for i«bene-St waa rejected because they had not pro¬
ven successful heretofore, and even should
they prove successful now the relief would
be but temporary. A good many
also held Uiatit was not fair to impose the
labor of getting up such entertainments
year alter year upon a few Persona.and as
the institution was not a public charity or
charge, but an association gotten up for
the especial benefit of its members and
Bubscribers, they doubted their rig it to
«flk public aid. Someof them held furth¬
er that if therewas not sufficient interest
manifested in the community in
matters to furnish a respectable euppo
to a subscription library, it might as well
be abandoned first as laat, and the qoea-
Lion might as well be solved now as at any
time.

LAST KIAIIT'h MEETING.
The result of a comparison of these

views was manifested in a meeting of the
Board of Directors at the library rooms
lost night, which will probably be decisive
in its character.

It was unanimously determined that
unless the stockholders were willing to
contribute something annually to the sup-i
port of the library it was not worth while
to attempt to continue it further, and the
Secretary was instructed to -have presented
to all stockholders or their representa-
tives, for their acceptance or rejection the
following

agreement:
Whereas, The Wheeling Library Asso¬

ciation has about exhausted the means of
further carrying out the objects of its or¬

ganization and must soon close its doors,
unless its stockholders will contribute an-

utially to its support; now, therefore, we
the undersigned stockholders of said asso¬
ciation in consideration of the efforts of the
Board of Managers, to keep the same

alive, do hereby aarree with said associa¬
tion that we each will nay to said associa¬
tion the annual sum of two dollars, paya¬ble on the 1st day of January of each
year, so long aswe each continue to hold
Baid stock, and in case of the failure of any
one of us, for twelve months to pay said
annual sum, we each, so failing, agree to
relinquish, and do hereby relinquish and
transfer to said association the stock held
by us, respectively, the same to be can¬
celled, ana our interests therein to cease,
and our liability hereunder to determine.
But this agreement shall not be binding
unless a majority of the holders of stock
sign the same.

WUAT IT PROPOSES.
The effect of this agreement,when signed

by all stockholders or their represent¬
atives, would be to establish a lien upon
each share of stock to thteamotmtof two
dollars annually. So long as present
jtockholdere, however, hold two or more
shares of stock for which they have al¬
ready paid or become liable, they would
be asked to contribute but two dollars a

pear to the running expenses of the libra¬
ry. Should they transfer a portion of such
shares to others the two dollar liability
would attach to each share so transferred.
Meantime the ownership and control of
the library by the stockholders, would re-

main as at present; annual subscribers,
not stockholders, merely having the use
of the library under such rules an should
thereafter be adopted.

WHAT IT WOULD ACCOMPLISH.
It is believed that this plan, if adopted,

would again put the library upon a firm
and satisfactory basis. There are about
four hundred stockholders, and if the an

nual subscription of stockholders,and those
who do not desire to purchase stock, but
would like to use the library, were fixed
at two dollars, it is estimated that a steady
revenue of from twelve to fifteen hundred
dollars a year could be obtained. This,
under the present arrangements, would
suffice to pay the librarian a salary that
would justify such offiber furnishing his
or her entire time to the library, and keep¬
ing it open at all convenient hours. It
would furnish all the most desirable pub-
ligations wanted by readers, and a tempting
arrav of current literature in the way of
periodicals and daily newspapers, and it
would keep the present stock of books in
good order and condition. In addition to
tbiB it would keep up smoking, chess and
conversation rooms, if these were desired,
and such rooms could probably beob*
talned without additional cost. In a worn
it would suffice to give ub a library and
reading rooms that would be an advan¬
tage and an attraction.

SUMMARY.
Thore is a good deal of idle talk about

the library, which has little foundation in
fact. It has been stated that a considera¬
ble proportion of the books are trashy,
and that some are not fit to be there, but
if any one will take the trouble to look
over the catalogue and the shelves, which
now include nearly seven thousand vol¬
umes, they will see that there is no oc¬
casion for this sort of talk. It is true that
a considerable proportion of the books are
works of fiction, but a majority of the
novels are standard, and there are none
that are subject to any other indictment
than can be found against novels as a
whole. Poetry, biography, travels,literary
and natural history and philosophy, are
well represented, and the collection as a
whole is one of which no one need be
ashamed. All it needs to make it capable
of furnishing all the benefits that were

originally expected from it is a general co¬

operation in some such plan as the one
above proposed.
