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. Dr. Camden, Superintendent ofthe Slate

Camden states, is progressing satisfactorily.

Unci.is Jons Tum'in, of Clinton, this

county, left with us yesterday four very
choice ears of corn, weighing altogether
four pounds and five ounces, which were

raised on ground that had been planted
in corn for twenty consecutive years, and
from seed raised right along on the ground.
His method ia to shell off the corn at the
two ends of the ear and use only tho mid¬
dle kernels, llo thus atartoin always with

good seed, and generally gets a good re¬

turn. Uncle John, although living on a

modest farm of ten acres, has studied to

advantage the best processes of making
his labor tell to good advantngo on his

ground. We are under obligations to him
for a couple of interesting English publi¬
cations bearing on agriculturo, stock rais¬
ing, &c., in England.
Mr. J. I). Wjtjmm, of Valley Grove,

this county, tells us that the wheat is look-

ing remarkably well, and far more promis¬
ing than at this time last year. Uuless
injured by late freezing there is the pros¬
pect of an increased crop over last year's
large yield, even on the same amount of

gound, whilo, taking into consideration
the increased acreage, the yield will be

greatly enhauced. He also tells us that
there has been quite an advance in tho

price of sheep as compared with last fall,
equal to 33 per cent, on account both of
the present and prospective prico of wool,
and also because of tho mildness of the
winter, and. tho comparative saving of hay
and grain in the way of feeding in conse¬

quence. Altogether, tho prospects for

farmers this year thus far are vory eu-

couraging.
The Importance of I'IhIi Culture.

Nearly all the States of the Union, West
Virginia among the number, are taking a

growing interest in flsh-culturo,and year by
year the different varieties of the best fish
for food purposes, found in all parts of the
world, are propagated by artificial methods
in immense numbers, and transported to
different waters. As a great economic
question the propagation of fish in inland
waters is one of vast importance. It is
in 6ne eonso of tho word a new provision
of cheap food for tho masses, especially
for those who would otherwise be unsup-
plied with this healthful and nutritious
diet Tho iuland waters of the country,
tributary to the principal rivers, have
really boon drained of their natural stock
offish, and atone time it seemed likely
that at an early day in our history-theae
streams would be known no more as fish-
groundB. But happily science has, as in
so many other instances, come to the aid of
man's necessities, and opened up a way
wheroby the supply of thin cheap food can
be indefinitely extended in all parts of
the country. There is at this time
a widespread interest in tho establishment
of what are known as fish farms, where,
in large artificial pools, fed by fresh
streams of water, and stocked with the
best varieties of fish, myriads of the finny
trine are easily fed and raised to greater
size than in their natural state, their fla¬
vor far exceeding that of other fish, and
capable of being sold at a profit at a

very low rate to the people of the sur¬

rounding country, and to the inhabitanta
of citiea and towns close by. In a country
like West Virginia, whore streams of fresh
water are so abundant, these fish farms

"could bo made, we doubt not, very profit¬
able. Rough pieces of land could be con¬

verted into large pools, several acrea in
extent, into which tho best varieties of
fresL water fish could be introduced to an
almost inflnito extent, and the product
aold at rates that would increase tho con¬
sumption of fish to an extent never

thought possible iu times post. .

We suggest to thoso who have an in¬
clination in this direction that experi¬
ments in the matter of poola, on a small
ecalo if need be, could be made iu our

inimediato vicinity, and that from tho
hetchory at Romney, through the agency
of Mr. II. B. Miller, of this city, such ve¬
rities as are boatadapted topropagation in
this region could be easily secured. Such
experiments aro going on in other parta of
thecountry with decided success. Good fish
always command a ready market, and if
better fish than those usually obtained
could bo furnished at the rates said to be
possible, under the now methods devel¬
oped, thoy would cortainly be in great
popular demand.

This.is the
general rule or analogy of the language,
and to this end the linal e aerrea a useful
purpose. But where it ia Btuclc on to the
end of a word that tenninalea in a short
vowel like granite*, deposits, definite, It
become8 a nusance that shud be abated in

In your issue of yesterday appeared a

petition asking Counqil not to graut the
request to be made by a large number of
citizens for a city ordinatic e similar to the
State law, relating to work on Sunday.
That petition is open to some criticism
which ought to be made publicly. First,
the reference in it to the ministers of this
city are, to uso mild terms, improper and
unjust. The ministers are cltizenB, tax¬

payers, and some of them property own¬

ers, and as such have a perfect right to
present any respectful petition to Council.
To single out any class of citizens and ex¬

press, publicly,, disapprobation because
they have united with others in a respect¬
ful petition is an "un-American" act and
might be followed by a deniul of tho right
of petition to any other class.
Kverv genuine lover of American rights

will clieerfully nermit every citizoii to
avail himself of the same rights without
prejudice.

It would be just as just to sav that
every merchant, should confine himself to
his store, every' shoemaker Bhould stick
to his last, as to sav that every minister
should ''confino himself to the pulpit."
Let this principle be cariiedout aud the
affairs of our city must be left entirely to
loafers.men who havo 110 other occupa¬
tion to which they should coufine them-

Moreover, this attempt to convict the
ministers of this city of fault has nothing
whatever to do with the matter now be-
foro the public, Even if it could be proved
that the ministers aro not merely out of
their place but all bad men, hypocrites
and oppressors, it would have no kind of
bearing on the question "Sball we have a

city ordinance protecting men in their
right to rent on Sunday ?'r It would seem
as if what is asked by ministers and other
citizens is so fair, reasonable and unob-
ectionable that no good reason can bo
magined why it should not be grauted,
and hence false issues ure manufactured,
references are made to the "Blue Laws of
Connecticut," (which, by tho wav, were
the invention of a Tory for tho purposo of
intensifying British feeling against the
American colonies), and attempts are
made to divert public attention to the
need of reforming and restraining the in¬
termeddling ministers.
The second criticism respects the issue

between tho parties reim-sented by the
two petitions. Of this the writer does not
wish to treat fully, because a committee
has been directed to make an official state¬
ment of tho law we desired to have passed
and to correct the many miHrepresenta-
tions that have been made. But, having
been identified with the movement from
the beginning, he may correct the false
impressions conveyed by the petition un¬
der review.
No attempt is being made to put con¬

straint on men "as to their way of observ¬
ing the Sabbath," nor is it proposed to put
a "burden" on any man's shoulders. On
the contrary our simple desigu is to lift
the burden from some shoulders compelled
to bear it by the two general disregard of
the State laws. Men are being compelled
to labor on Sunday in .increasing num¬
bers, oither by their employers, or by
competition, or by an improper and
unfair desire to take advantage
of those who rest on that
day. One retail dealer in cigars, or candy
can compel all others to open their stores
on Sunday. A little investigation and "iu-
terviewiiig"'will discover many men who
will testify, "I must work on Sunday or
lose my place, and I don't like it." We
can see no way of giving relief to these
burdened men but by a simple ordinance
forbidding work on Sunday; und this way of
relief will put no burden on any other
shoulders, for no man deliberately prefers
work to rest on Sunday.

Is there, then, any occasion for indulging
in charges and counter-charges? May not
all classes observe Sabbath still as they
please, or refuse to observe it all? Except,
of course, where their mode of observance
compels men to labor who havo a right to
rest, in which case they ought to bo will¬
ing to change their mode.

A Minister in his place.

The Training or Girla.
The Rev. W. Gladden, of Springfleld,

Mass., recently sent out circulars to moth¬
ers in that city asking, 1. What aro the
most common defects in the training of
our girls? 2. What principles of corduct
are most important, and what habits are
essential to the development of noble and
useful womanhood? At a public meeting
the results of his inquiries have been
given. Female habits of dress were ro-
(erred to as more injurious than male linb-
its. Most women, too, take much less out¬
door exerciso than is good for them. Tho
lack of exercise is largely caused by foolish
dress, which makes active exercise im¬
possible. It is generally of improper na¬
ture and unsuitably adjusted, and crcates
many of tho nervous diseases of women.
Another mistake 011 the part of many
girls is in passingt heir time out of school
hours in idleness and frivolous amuse¬
ments, doing and learning nothing. The
speaker saiu that more is none in wealthy
families to teach the daughters habits of
industry than in those of moderate cir¬
cumstances. A correspondent referred to
ono woman who says sue is proud that her
daughter never did any sweeping; anoth¬
er would not. let her child do auy kitchen
work. Another 1b to make dress the main
business of life. One letter referred to a
woman who said over her young infant,
"I am so glad it's a girl, 1 can dress her
so much tlner than 1 could a boy," and
Mr. Gladden added, "0, woman, to what
depths of degradation have you fallen
when you can look in tho face of a baby
and have such a thought as that Had lodg¬
ment for an instant in your mind! What
can such a woman do. but destroy the
soul of her children. Still, ho thought
the woman not wholly to blame,
because their vanity is stimulated by
the foolish admiration of men; the
girl who catches a husband only by line
dress too often flnds that the prize she has
won is a broken heart. The next mistake
is in devoting too much time to novel
reading, which excites morbid and unreal
ideas of lifo and a craving that can never
be gratified. It is mental dissipation of a
dangerous character-scarcely lew so than
that of drink. Another mistake is too
early initiation into the frivolities of socie¬
ty. The average young lady of Spring-

field, according to the lecturer, makes ber
debut at three, when she begins to go to
children's parties in dross elaborate
enough for a fancy bill, and is instructed
in the arts of vanity and eoqnetry. At
six or eight she is a member ofclubs, and
enjoys frequent evenings out One good
woman wrote that she had the heartache
lor the unnatural, unhealthy and stimu¬
lating excitement of the roller skating-
rink, which has none of tho advantages of
outdoor skating.
The last error alluded to is the neglect

to honor and obey parents. Some sad in¬
stances were brought forward to show
that too often a girl of thirteen regards
herself as her owu mistress, and passes
her time at parties, sociables, etc., or on
the street, instead of studying. A corres¬

pondent narrated the facts about four re-
snectablo families iu one congregation in
the city, in three of which there was one
daughter each and in the other there were
three. Each of the first three left school
when 8ho wanted to, passed as much time
on the streets as she pleased, and is now
a by-word and a reproach. The other
three likewise went to ruin while their
parents were attending the prayer-meet-
lug, and professed to ktoow nothing of
their daughters' habits,
