A Board of Education
can not withstand public sentiment if that
be against them. At least they will not.
Kecoiving no compensation for their ser¬

vices, and l>eiiig compelled at feast to en¬

dure a'generous amount of abuse, it is not
surprising that they stand irom under
when great chunks of public condemna¬
tion are about to fall upon their heads.
Do you imagine that my idea of public;
sentiment in this matter of trifling cost
ig erroneous? Suppose oou consult Su¬
perintendent llervey and the teachers in
the schools of this city, and ascertain iii
how many instances they have a difficulty
in getting the parent to provido the child
with a lirst reader costing llfteen cents, or

with a little arithmetic costing about the
same. Of course, cases where the parent
is really indigeutsre not to be counted.
pardon me for calling to your attention

some prominent examples. A Board ol
Education, whose meetings are held not
more than ljOOO miles from the l.vrai.i-i-
aBM'Bit tiflice, once took* into considera¬
tion the propriety of changing their read¬
ers in the schools under their care. The
readers in use bad been used many years.
They were not adapted either in seuti-
inent or arrangement to the wants of the
children. The language had been itera¬
ted aud re-iterated so Irequently that the
children could read the lessons quite as

well with their eyes shut as open, in a

word, the best judges pronounced the
series unsuiled. A different series was

presented to the Board for their considera¬
tion. it was found to be far in advance of
any other series. Tho selections were
now and fresh. They were most happily
adapted to the wants of the child, nnd the
arrangement was such that theteachor re¬
ceived constant suggestions respecting
methods of teaching. By a judicious ex¬

ercise, the child's vocabulary was en¬

riched on evory page, while his curiosity
was aroused at everjtpoinL Notwith¬
standing these differences, it is under¬
stood that the Board did not feel that the
public sentiment would warrant them in
making tho change unless the new books
could be obtained as low ss the old, and
worthless ones. Nor was the change made
until- the publishers of the series
agreed to furnish the series ml five
books for one cent less than the
cost of the old series. . A cat-e exactly sim¬
ilar occurred in the neighboring city of
Bellnire within the Inst six weeks. The
Superintendent of Schools Yecoriimended
the adoption of the Readers referred to
beforo, instead of the old books above de-
scribed. The Board of Education, it
seems, were on the point of adopting the
suggestion of the superintendent, when,
lo! and behold, two long petitions came
in from the people, protesting against it
ou tho ground of cost. Upon examina¬
tion it was found that the extra cost to the
pupil in eleven yean would be Madly forty
emit! That settled it. Instance after in¬
stance like the above could be cited. And,
now, Mr. Editor, if reading in the public
school* is not what it ought to be, and
migbt be, who is responsible ?

Not natislled with inducing our
legislature to indirectly and directlv crip¬
ple our Public and Normal Behoofs, the
opposersto' popular education flion direct¬
ed their attention toward further crip-
nliDgour Normal schools by diverting the
I'oabody Fund from their support.

Excuses have been made for certain de¬

fects in ordinary conversation, for it is
gravely asserted that bnt few people have
continuity of thought. In public speak¬
ing, the mere utterance of meaningless
sound, a tendency to phrasing, is often a

mental process of preparation. What may
however, bo termed conversational stop¬
gaps should be corrected, iu children and
adults. There are innumerable siugle
\sords and phrase* of no possible use,
which through a slovenly habit people
[drop into their common talk. ^A boy or

girl tells a simple story, and his sentence
is rebundaut with "uowa," The iSuglish
adult's "er-er," so common in the House
of Commons, is of this character. These
stupid words, mental stutteriura, are

like old hats or petticoats stuck iu a

broken pane of glass, obscuriug the light
and making the accident luoro visible.
These conversational stop-gaps sometimes
ruu among well-bred people into phrases
of several words, as "tho result was," or

"tho consequence was/' introduced most
ingeniously in out of the wayplaces, or iu
the more common and vulgar phrase of
"says she to me says she." Sometimes the
stop.-gap assumes the special iorm of a

rejqlnder. Then it becomes peculiarly
aggravating. Ai present there is a phrase
used ad nUnseam, always in the mouths of
youugmeuaud women, which should bo
throttled at once. This verbal epidemic
began a year ago, and isspreading rapidly.
You say to a person of average ability,
"Two and two make four." The reply,
.solemnly is, "Is that so?" Doubting
then, of tho capacity of the listener,
you indulge in the most impossible
statement, and tho inevitable rejoind¬
er is, "is that so Tiiero might,
however, lio certain shadings which
could give this pet phrase the appearauqe
of acquiescence or denial.' But our'peo-
ipl'o are little prone to cplor in their talk,
and are goncrally ignorant, "yuc h ton fail
In rJmuMH." If properJy, but sparingly
used, "Is that so?" might convey all these
delicate effects between surprise apd aiF
implication cast on the voracity of the
statement; but as it is rendered, .pally,
monotonously, it is only exasperating.
Replies made to the commonest, state¬
ments, of course, are necessary. 4 man
cannot go on telling things without some
encouragementpn thepartjof the audience.
An "indeed" amply suffices; theoldKpgf
llsh "nan" might even bo" revived as' a

syllabic stop-gap; anything* better than
that'souseless barrier to talk.^that drivel¬
ing, meaningless sentence, "Is that bo?"
