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Tiik Sherman boom receives a decided
impetus in the northwest by the declara¬
tion of the St. Paul Pioneer-Prat, its lead¬
ing psper, that he is the ilttest candidate
of those now considered available. Having
felt the local pulse two months ego and
again recently, the Pioruer-Preu reports a

significant fulling ofrin the Grant follow¬
ing though he still leads all competitors,
aud concludes that the Grant tide has
reached its ebb and is likely to run out as

fast as it has flowed in since he landed at

San Francisco. Minnesota was for Blaine
in 1S70, but he is said to be no longer the
object of popular enthusiasm. A large
and thoughtful element would prefer
Hayes, if he was not debarred by his letter
of acceptance, or Garfield, if Ohio had not
hud its undue share of public ofllcos, and
there would be a boom for Senator Win-
dom, if there was any chanco of his secur¬

ing the prize. The summing up of the
wholo matter in favor of Sherman by the
Piotutr-Preu is based upon the fact that
he is the only one of the three leading
candidates ugainst whom there is no op¬

position, and because u strong under cur¬

rent is rallying to his support in business
circles and among the reflecting peeple of
the country. They have the virtual de¬
cision of this matter in their own hands,
if thoy improve their opportunities, and it
iseucouruging that thoy are demanding
the best of what is now considered availa¬
ble.

A French View or ili« Famine in Ireland
null I lie Menu. SeccMnrj lo Believe II.

A lady ftieud oi the 1stkli.iok.scm
lends us the following translation of an

article from oue of tho most prominent
Paris journals, L'Vniwi, giving tho

"Trench view of lire present deplorable
suffering In Ireland. The article appeared
under date of the 15th tilt.

Ireland has reached the acute period ol
the fearful crisis, about which we have
kept our readers informed. Famine and
mirery are ravaging the "Sister Isle" ol
¦wealthy England and Europe continues
to ask what measures should he taken by
the English Government to prevent al-
mostaii entire people from pGrishiug with
cold and hunger. Lately the papers an¬
nounced that tho rigors of tho season and
tho destruction of the harvests threatened
Silesia with an awful famine. A few days

» afterwards the same journals were able to
nay, to tho honor of England, that the au¬
thorities of the empire were occupied with
the situation; that relief works were about
to be commenced, and that already differ¬
ent measures had beeu taken to aid the
most needy sutFerors.
But philanthropic England has, no

doubt, too raitnJ things on baud to pav at¬
tention totho unsupportable cries of Cath¬
olic Ireland. Must she not extend her
possessions in Central Africa and subju¬
gate the Boers and natives tribes who
dare to coutest her rights on the African
contiuent? Has she not the whole line of
her frontiers in India to fortify? Has she
not Afghanistan to "pacify?n Aro there
not a dozen Afghan tribes to be convinc¬
ed of the inutility of their efforts and
their insurrection against the civilization
brought to thetn? Has she not Cyprus
to embellish and fortify against eventuali¬
ties of the'Oriental question? Truly the
Irish are very childish if they think the
English government is going to give any¬
thing from her resources and her treas¬
ures to succor them. Let them arrange
with winter, with misery, with death! It
is their business, tho affair of their bishops
and priests. And above all, they must
resDect the police and tho law!
Behold how our Irish brethren aro situ¬

ated. Not that tho English people have
remained insensible to the cries of despair
and distress from tho sister isle. Certain¬
ly not; meetings have been held and com¬
mittees formed; a subscription organized
on both sides of St. George's Channel has
met with eager response. Many thousands
of pounds sterling have been collected,
besides many tnoro thousands from the
United States, Canada and Australia. But
all that is very little, compared with the
extent and intensity of the crisis. A sin¬
gle number of the Dublin Freman'$ Jour¬
nal devotes several columns to register tho
names and sufferings of the most tried
localities. Distress in Killala, Balliua,
Dromore, Tuain, Atheny, Clare, Water-
ford, Liuiorick, Westport. Ac. Once more
we repeat this is no ordinary distress, it is
hunger, it is cold, which havo entered into
thoimauds of humble homes and com¬
menced their sad work of destruction.
We have before us the text of a letter

addressed to the treasurer of tho Land-
LeHguo, by Mgr. MacCormack, Bishop of
Achgnry. The emiuent prelate thanks
the treasurer and a French house, for
assistance sent him for his diocese; after
aomo touching words addressed to the
French, and to "La Belle France, tho be¬
loved and sympathetic friend of Ireland."
Mgr. MaeCormuek enters into a description
of the sufferings now overwhelming his
people; he rapidly reviows the conse¬
quences of this crisis, speaks with emotion
of the generous initiation of tho good
Duchess of Marlborough; then he does
not hesitate to say, that if Irishmen show
dUloyalty towards England, the fault lies
with the English government, which
professes the greatest indifference for
everything concening the interests of
Ireland, and also with the English press,
which systematically endeavors to dis¬
honor Ireland before the whole world, by
attacks snd calumnies agaiust the "Sister-
Isle." In conclusion iie adds, that tho
English government and tho English
fress make it ditlicult for tho clergy of
reland to fulfill their mission of order and

charity.
The complaints and observations, about

which we have spoken more thau once,
scarcely effects the government. In vain,Lave Irish deputies, Irish prelates, and
even some of the government journals,
touched by the lamentable situation of
their neighbors, demanded of the English
Minister to take from tho Irish church-
fund (that is to say, tho immense sum re¬
maining to tho government after the dis¬
establishment of the Church of Irelaud)
ono million to relieve tho most urgent
wants of the sufferers. Tho government
is deaf, as it has always been deaf to those
who ai>ks of her, to organize rolief-worka,
the kind of works undertaken in India
since its famine. About the present crisis
in Ireland, the English government is un¬
willing to hear, but of one palliative and
one remedy.
The palliativo is the faculty granted to

the Poor-Law«Boards of Ireland to make
loans without interest duriug two years.
The remedy, the true, the only remedy, is
emigration. Now, tho palliativo has not
produced great results. As for the reme¬
dy, notable Irishmen repulse it with in¬
dignation, and amongst them none have
repelled it with greater energy than Mgr
Croke. the eloquent Archbishop of Cashel.
It would suit the English government if
therewero no more Irish in Ireland. There
would then be lewor Catholics and Home
Rulers, and Ireland, deserted by her chil¬
dren. would finally nave peace.
A long time «go Tacitus characterized

»nch a proceeding: "Ubi solitudinum fa-
ciunt pacem appellant." We trust that if
such hopes exist they will never be real-
ised. The honor of entiro Christendom
is interested. It is high time to apply a
remedy to a situation becoming more and <
more gloomy that may soou commence to

produce the result whish the entmies of i

Ireland wish to attain by wholesale emi¬
gration."

OI K RAILROAD STMTCX.

THe Bullway* Hint Outfit to B* Built
Hi W*ft Vlitfnla ud How f Build
Ttiein.
The Huntington Advertiser of last week

has an article on proposed West Virginia
railroads and how to build them, which
contains some points worthy of attention.
Calling; attention to the rule that the great*
est cost in the transportation of freights
by rail is found in overcoming the grades
of hill countries, it points out the natural
valleys of this State to which branch roads
reaching into the uplands and mountains
ought to gravitate, "following in turn the
email branches or water courses, also
carved out by nature and suited to this
purpose":

Starting with the Ohio river valley as

the true basis of our system of railroads,
there should be a route surveyed and a

road built along its banks from Wheeling,
or further nortu, to the Kentucky State
line at Virginia Point on the north bank
ol Big Sandy river. The expense of a

complete survey of this line ought to be
borne by the State if the means is not
speedily forthcoming from private sources.
From this main line nature suggests the

construction of other lines connecting
therewith. 1st. Up Big Sandy river to
the head waters. 2d. UuGuysndotte riv¬
er to its source in Wyoming county. 3d.
Up the Kanawha river to Kanawha Falls
and thence up the Gaulev river to its
Hources in the counties of Webster and
Pocahontas, and a branch road starting at
Charleston following Elk river to its head
in Webster, Randolph and Pocahontas
counties. 4th. Up Little Kanawha river
to its source in Braxton county. 5th. Up
the Monongahela river from Pittsburgh,
to Clarksburg where it will tap the Wes¬
ton & Clarksburg road, already built to
Weston,with a branch starting from Fair¬
mont (or Grafton) up the Tvgarts Valley
river to its head watersin Randolph coun-
tv, and a branch starting at the mouth of
Cheat river, below Morgantown, and up
Cheat to itshead watersin Randolph coun¬
ty.
'

These lines bisect the whole of that por¬
tion of the State whose waters How west¬
ward into the Ohio river.
For the eastern slope, or that portion

whose waters ilow into the Potomac, Shen¬
andoah and James rivers, the same basis
should be observed and railroads b"'1''"''
lowing the principal streams and tapping
the Baltimore & Ohio and Chesapeake &
Ohio railroads and the proposed James
ltiver Valley road as their base lines. .

It will be observed, that excepting the
Mule Kanawia and Weston or West
Fork of the llonongaliela river routes,and
the Sandy and Guyandotte routes, all of
these lines reach a group ofthieeadioin-
init counties.Pocahontas, Randolph and
Websler.which form the highest terri¬
tory within the State limits, and that the
routes radiate from this general point like
the spokes in a wheel.
Ab a matter of course then when any

two oi the lines, so centering, are con-
structed they would be joined at this sum-
Ulit and in like manner the gap' between
these and the West Fork and the LitUe
Kanawha routes would be connected by
a short section spanning the intermediate

From the Philadelphia Trm.
The originial scope of the decennial

census went no further than the obtaining
a basis for political representation and di¬
rect taxation. This, however, has been
gradually enlarged until now it is intend¬
ed to include all manner of Bocial, vital
and Industrial statistics. Heretofore the
United States marshals, whatever might
or might not be their qualifications for
this particular work, periormed this duty
of supervising the census, and the ordi¬
nary enumerators were charged with the
collection of special statistics as well. This
method resulted in 1870 in such imperfect
returns and obvious errors that many of
the statistics collected were rejected as ut¬
terly untrustworthy.tinder the now law special supervisors
will be appointed to take general charge
of census districts, and many classes of
statistical Inquiry will be placed in the
hands of experts and special agent*.
General Francis A. Walker, Superintend¬
ent of the Census, began the work of or-
ganixation in April last. His chief assist¬
ant is 0. W. Seaton, who was chief o the
New York State census of 18<5. At the
office in Washington thirty or forty clerks
are already employed in the preliminary
work for the enumeration next June.
Prof. Baird, Secretary of the Smithsonian
Institution and President of the United
States Fish Commission, will have the di¬
rection of a comprehensive investigation
into the statistics of the lisheries and the
fishing population of the United States.
\V. Clarence King has the scientific direc-1
tion of the investigation into the gold and
silver mining of the country. Gen. W.
P. Trowbridge, Professor of hngineering
in Columbia College, New York, is
the special agent for the purpose of ob¬
taining the statistics of power and ma¬
chinery employed in productive industry.
Fred, ft, Wines, Secretary of the Illinois
Board of Commissioners of Public Chari¬
ties, has charge of a special enumeration
of the deaf and dumb, blind, insane and
idiotic, and the criminals and paupers.
The collection and co-ordination of the so¬
cial statistics has been entrusted to Col.
George E. Waring. Jr., of Rhode Island.
Tho collection of statistics in relation to
manufacture and agriculture has been as¬
signed to special agents, as follows: The
manufactures of cotton, to Edward Atkin¬
son, of Boston; the manufactures of wool,
to Geo. Win. Bond, of Boston; the build-
inc-stones of the United-States and the
quarrying industry, to Prof. J. S. dew¬
berry; of New York; the manufacture of
iron, to James M. Swonk, of Philadelphia;ship-building, to John Linch.of Portland,
Me.; the manufactures of glass and
of coke, to J. D. Weeks, of Pitta-
burgli; the manufactures of silks,
to W. C. Wyckoff, of New Jork;the lumboring industry, to Prof. C. S. Sar-
gent of Brookline, Mass. The subject of
cotton culture has been intrusted to Prof.
E. W.. ililgard of the University of Cali¬
fornia, who is assisted by several eminent
agriculturalists and geologists; that of the
production of cereals to Prof. W. H.
Brewer of the Sheffield Scientific school of
Yale college; that of forestry to Prof. 0. S.
Sargent of Brookline, Masa.; that of or¬
chard frails, tobacco and hops to J. It.
Dodge of Washington, D. 0., and that of
moat production in the graiing States and
Territories to Clarence Gordon of New-
burg, N'.-Y. Special attenUon will be paid
to the obtaining of vital statisUcs. This is
to include informauon respecUng the
range and degree of virulence of certain
fatal diseases, and the rate of mortality in
one section aa compared with adjoining
sections. The co-operation of pbysicianB
and surgeons throughout the country la
solicited in thla department of inquiry.

Fashions in dress do not vary more

quickly than fashions in room decoration,
and every month shows some new device
for the bedenizing of our homes. It is im¬
possible for people to adopt every novel
freak in the mstter of room ornament,and
the best plan is that they should choose
the ideas that are the most suitable to their
tastes and the most easily adapted to their
materials and circumstances.
