RUtoralntelllgencvr.
You have kindly and approvingly pub¬

lished my communications respecting tax¬
ing dogs, to raiBe a fund to compensate
owners of sheep, lor sheep killed by dogs,
for which please accept thanks.
Now, that there appears to be a good

prospect of our people engaging extensive¬
ly in sheep raising, it becomes important
that an abundant supply of food for them
should be provided, and that involves the
great question of successful farming and
production. It has been said, for a long
time, that "he who causes two blades of
grass to grow whore but one grew before, is
entitled to a great reward." I think that
it plainly appears to the ambitious seeker
of such reward, when ho examines
our system of farming and grazing, that
he has a rich promise of success, should he
zealously direct his efforts to obtain the
high!prize. We have some good farming in
our State, butl think that the candid mind
must admit that it is not very abundant

If wo are going to so encourago the
raising of sheep as to increase the num¬

ber, from six or seven hundred thousand,
to some twouty or thirty millions, there
must bo a great increase in the quantity
of food produced. 1 have been making
some experiments, and am satisfied that
by tho liberal anu judicious use of ferti¬
lizers, that our lands now under cultiva¬
tion ought to produce double tho amount
that they now do of our great staples,
grass and theceroals. Tho fow experi¬
ments that J havo made are very satisfac¬
tory, and tend to verify, what f havejust
stated, viz. that our staples should bo
doubled; but I rely less upon my own ex¬

periments than upon tho experiments of
others, that we havo so well authenticated.
1 have reference espeoially to the reports
of the several Statp industrial colleges,
which have received the national endow¬
ments granted by Congress undor the act
of July 2,1802, which reportsaro published
in tho aunual reports irom the Depart¬
ment of Agriculture. These reports are

very interesting and instructive and should
bo read and studied by all persons engaged
in agriculture

I regret to be compelled to oft/ that the
reports fcom our State are very unsatis¬
factory; perhaps as much so as any other
State *n tho Union. The Congress of 1802
seemed to havo felt that tho National gov¬
ernment had done but little to advance
the interests of that class of its citizens,
engaged in agriculture, upon whoso sup-
cess the prosperity and advancement of a

great people so much depends. The en¬

dowment conferred by the act referred to,
was intended, to have established, in eaph
State, a department for experimental agri¬
culture. In many oL the States, it will be
seen by the reports, that the design of
Congress has been eminently successful.
It is shown by the roports that skillfuland
well directod labor, if properly carried out,
will Iprotluce a wonderful revolution in
the'agricuitural products of .the country.
MoBt of the institutions referred to have a

farm of 50 to 300 acres to demonstrate what
can be done by proper husbandry. 3ome
of the States have two of these institutions,
Virginia has two.tho one at Blacks-
burg, Montgomery county; situated la a

country somewhat similar in soil and cli¬
mate to our own. The reports from that
institution show, that by tho use of the
proper kind and quantity of fertilizers on
land, good soil will double the quantity
of wheat; that the proper quantity of;
wheat to be sown to the acre i&ono bushel;
that ono bushel will produce more than
a bushel and a half; and that a half bushel
will produce more tliau two bushels.

1 could refer to many of those reports
to sustain my proposition, that wo should
double the products on our lands and that

a judicious use of fertilisers greatly con¬

duces to tliatend and amply compensates
tor the additional labor and expense, I

sary in tbe formation of our rich son ana

that little was required on tiieir part to
have abundant props. I hope that thpy
will feel the necessity of aiding nature in

developing our great resources. I particu¬
larly urge upon our farmers for thoir own
satisfaction, to attest the advantages and
great profits arising from tbe use of fertili¬
zers. Frt>m every quarter of )he Stato I
hear that where experiments havo been
made there has beuu quite a success.

I hove not had the pleasure of visiting
Morgautown aince tho University was es¬

tablished there. I have hoard with pleas¬
ure that it was a success as an educational
institution, as to literature, art aud sci¬
ences; but of what has bceu dono for ag¬
riculture, the great object of tbo endow¬
ment by Congress, I havo heard but little.1
I trust that the object of Congress in
making the endowment has not been over

looked; that if an agricultural department
has not been already established there,
that it will be shortly. The faith of the
State I presume is piodgod to that, and
our farming interests should have the
benefit of it at once, especially of the ex¬

perimental farm.
We have done our part pretty weH in

advertising and making known to tlio
world out great, abundant and. divertrf-
fled natural resources; let us now look to
practical results, and not only show that
we possess the great elements of wealth
that we have proclaimed, but that those
elemeuta when practically developed re¬
turn a rich reward for the outlay of labor
and money. Gkazibk.

Dr. llolleV l.tx iurc in Keply to the TbeftC*
or Colonel "Bob** Itupsruoll.

From tb« New York World.
Dr. Ilenry 0. Potter introduced to an

audience of ladies and gentlemen at Grace
Chapel, in Fourteenth street yesterday
afternoon, Dr. James A. Holies, of Cleve¬
land, 0., who was, at the instance of sev¬
eral of the clergy of New York, to give a

public talk on "The Keligion of Shakes¬
peare as Illustrated by his Plays." "I
trust you will graciously bear in mind,"
said Dr. Bolles, "that I have had no ex¬

perience in roading Shakespeare and in¬
deed have witnessed the acting of but two
or three of his plays." This was an ex¬
cuse for which the audience would never
havo asked, inasmuch as the many quota¬
tions with which his lecture was necessar¬
ily filled were read by Dr. Bolles, with a
hearty earnestness, which went quite as far
amongjthe Shakespearian scholars present
as any more dramatic elocution. It was the
purpose of the lecturer to show not only
that Sliakspeare believed in God, bnt in
the incarnation of Christ, and in a special
overruling Providence as well.that ho
was a true priest of Catholicism. Dr. Bolles
holds that it is absurd and unreasonable
to believe that Shakespeare was an athe¬
ist as it would bo to regard the paintiuga
of Kaphael or the sculpture of Michael
Angelo as evidence of immortaliity. In a

just measure the tendency to" regard
Shakespeare not a Christian is duo, tho
lecturer ithought, to the fact that his
writings took the form of the drama. But
how absurd was such an argument. Was
not tho Bible the greatest of dramas?
Shakespeare was a dramatist, but in his
dramas truth was personilled, virtue ex¬
alted. crime exposed, pride punished, and
life illustrated.
One by one through many quotations

the lecturer next proceeded to show that
the germs of Shakespeare's thought woro
drawn from tho Bible. The description
of innocent boyhood from "Winter's
Tale."

We thought thero wa« no raoro behind,
Hut «ucn a uar to-morrow as lo-uajr
Aud to the boy uturual,

was found in Isaiah's prophetic utterance:
"They ehall renow their strength, mount
up with wings as eagles, run and not be
weary." Thore was no poet not profess¬
edly sacred, from Chaucer down to the
present day, who had drawn more largely
from the Bible. "Notice, too," continued
Dr. Bolles, "how he shows a familiarity
with the prayer of all Catholics, 'Lord
have mercy,' as opposed to the prayer of
sectarianism, Lord, I thank thee,' in his
lines beginning, 'The quality of mercy is
not strained.' which, after all is but a

paraphraso of the words of Jestis, 'It is
monr blessed to givo than to receive.'
How full of holy inspiration is the
description of the Christmas season in
'Iiamlet.' Can anybody read 'Hamlet's'
wonderful description of man without
being reminded of Psalm viii.'What is
man that thou art mindful of him?' I
might also dwell upou tho famous solilo¬
quy, "To be or not to be,' for in evory
thought I could find a basis of Holy Scrip¬
ture. What, I ask, but a belief in the
worm that never dies and the fire that is
never quenched could havo induced the
cry of tho murderous and lecherous King,
'Oh,my ofTense is rank; it smells to heav-
en!' How does the believer in Shakes¬
peare's athoism reconcile with his belief
tho wonderful language of Cardinal Wol-1
Bey to Cromwoll, *1 charge thee, fling away1
ambition.' Shakespeare an atheist? Hor¬
rible! horrible! Not less than a thousand:
times does he montion the name of God.
more often, indeed, than that sacred name
is mentioned in the Bible. Not less than
a thousand times does he refer to God by
Borne of his works."

Dr. Bolles neafft cited many passages of
Shakespeare to show that the great poet
believed in a personal, loving, and just
God, and that he was of all writers, ancient
and modern, moat plain in his teachings
concerning an overruling Prpvidenoe. lie
quoted the faithful Adam in "As You
Like It," from "Borneo and Juliet," and
tho well known lines from " Hamlet,"
"There's a divinity that shapos our ends."
To show Shakespeare's belief in the in¬
carnation of Christ, Dr. Bolles quoted
from "Henry VIII., " Therefore, friends,
as far as to the sepulchre of Christ," the
Duke of Lancastarjfrom J"Iliuhard ill.,,
and Isabella's eloquent appeal to Angelo
in "Measure for Measure.
"What reply," he asked, "can be made

to a)t this cumulative proof? If it be urged
that Shakespeare intended only to show
the religious folly of his fellow men, then
you divest all his utterances of thoir
grandeur, and the great poet himself sinks
from his mighty position as the grandest
of human teachers."
In conclusion, Dr, Bolles roferred to

Shakespeare's will as a proof of U|s belief
in Christianity. "Suppose," says he, "that
atheist who is now-going about this coun¬

try, seeking whom he may devour, and
whose name I will not modtion, should
make a will commending his body aud
soul to God, as Shakespeare did.would
any future generation pretend to look up¬
on tliat will us a joke? No, the thought is
too awful, They would rather be forccd
to admit that at the last moment, before
making it.as thank God was not the case

for which I uaj sure we all devoutly
nrnv "
