A part of the above went in the afternoon,
and the remainder at 11:15 i\ m, arriving
at Zanesvilleat3:15 a. m. The whole party
took rooms at the Clarendon Hotel. In
the morning the Committee ana tuose
with them went out to the Water
Works, in company with Robert
Schults, Esq., Chairman of the Water
Board, and Messrs. Kbbert and Harking,
who were moat assiduous in their atton-
tionB to the visitors. The water works of
Zanesville are a source of much pride, and
well theymay be, erected as they are at a
convenient distance from and above the
city, thus avoiding all deleterious and of¬
fensive matter that might impregnate the
stream from which the supply lor 20,000
people is drawn. The building is large
and new,«and admirably adapted to the

Surpose for which it was constructed. It
three stories in height, and has a very

imposing exterior, giving evidence of re*
cent erection, and is not a bad piece of
architecture by any means. Within it is
provided with all the machinery of the
latest design and pattern requisite for its
oasy and convenient operation. Beside all
other machinery, they have provided tho
Worthington pumps that are a marvel of
mechanical ingenuity and simplicity and
recommend themselves at first sight. 01
these pumps the larger has a daily capacity
of 3,000,000 gallons, and the smaller ono

2,000,000, thus giving a daily supply of
water of 5,000,000 gallons to lhat little
city. These pumps were minutely exam¬
ined by not only the members of the
Committee on Water Works of this city,
but also with great interest by those ac¬

companying them, Messrs. Schultz and
Kbbert furnishing all tho information nec¬

essary as to their cost, ease of operation,
capacity, durability and in short anything
they could, although Messrs. Iliddle uud
Peterson were both perfectly familiar with
them, having previously examined them.
Thoro is no difference in the construction
of the two pumps only in size, the one
having a capacity of 1,000,000 in excess of
the other.
After a thorough examination of the

two pumps, an4especiallvof the large one.
the committee which had come prepared
only to pass upon the merits of the smaller
one, were unanimously in favor of the
larger one, and said tf)8y would so roport,
and tliia was ondorsed by the members of
Council along with the others. Indeed
they were all enthusiastically in favor of
this pump, and if they succeed in fcnthus-
ing the members of Council sttbonogt
meeting to the same extent there will be
no trouble in securing this great conven¬
ience for our own city, The points that
attracted particular attention iu these
pumps were their noiseless movements
aud the wonderful simplicitv in construc¬
tion. The cost of these pumps is $4,800
for the small one and about $8,000 for the
largo oup,
The party then proceeded to tno reser¬

voir, about half a mile or less distant, to
inspect it, and also a stand pipe near by
that supplied the high ground above the
oity. The reservoir and the building near
it are on the summit of a hill, which is a
plateau. This reserydlr has a capacity of
over 2,000,000 gallons or noarly three times
as great as ours. This reservoir is so sit¬
uate^ a? to bp ontirely out of the way of
any containlnatinginliuenues. Hero could
also be noticed the steady workings of the
pump, as the stream flowed in from the
main pipes with a steady flow instead of
the "Jerky" f]o\y into our reservoir. Near
by this reservoir was a small house pon-
taininu a small forco pump, used to force
the wa'ter into the stand pipe near by, and
thenpe to the high grounds iu the neigh¬
borhood.

TUB IMPROVEMENTS.
This completed the tour of the water

facilities of ^anesville, and in the midst of
a drenching rain that had prevailed all
morning the party returned to the city.
Ileaching the euburbs 'and going in afoot
we had every opportunity to observe
other points of excellence, vastly superior
to anything wo have,notably theirstreets,
which were paved wilh blocks of stone or
cranito and which make excellent stroets.
The pavements were also wide and plenty
of them. The public buildings and privato
residences, the latter very numerous,
were very handsome structuresand argued
much for tho taste and thrift of the oity.

TUB Ol'KUA HOUSE.
Mr. Schultz, one of tho proprietors of

the Now Opera House, very kindly
offered to show us through It and explain
whatever was necessary in the construc¬
tion or appointments. This Opera House,
he explained, wan begun soma time ago
by him and his partnor, Mr. John Hoge,
and had been Bteadily carried on to com¬
pletion, Tho building proper covers
nearly an entire square and consists of a
hotel, opera house, two halls, rosidonces,
Courier oflice, besides many business
rooms already occupied. It is three stories
high and is built of brick and marble and
presents a very handsome exterior. We
were first taken into the vestibule of the
Opera House, which is in itself very hand¬
some. In this is tho box oflice, and the
v alls are handsomely hung with tho
promineut actorsof the times, as well as
those less so, most of them having been
presented to the management by the
originals themselves rs their autogiaphs
attest. Within this vestibule and opon-
ingoutof itaro numberless little rooms
utilized for various purposes, as retiring
rooms, dressing rooms, &c. Nearly op¬
posite the Box oftico is the entrance to the
auditorium q/ the theatre, and we went in.
Hero a vision of eastern gorgeousnessburst upon us and all. stepped at the

threshold struck by tho beautiful sightthat met our gage. This room was finish¬
ed in green and gold and the frescoing,
paperhanging, Ac., wore arranged with
special reference to effect. This room has
been constructed with rofereneo to ac-
oustics. The pit is not large but well
seated; over tliiu is the first gallery, fully
as desirable as the pit, and over this againis a second gallery, the whole having a
seating capacity of nearly 1.500. The
stage is large and furnished with splendid
appointments, and was being fitted up for
tho presentation of "Pinafore" the latter
part of this week. There are numerous
exits, and from the galleries fire escapes,and Mr. SchulU said he could empty the
whole building in two minutes. The
whole block is provided with thermostat,instruments which, when exposed to a
sufficient degree of heat, sound an alarm
of fire. These are in each and every
room in the ontire building, as is also the
system of firo alarm telegraph so stronglyrecommended bv Mr. llandlan for use in
this city. This Opera House Mr. Schullz
informed ua had been termed "Schultz's
Folly," but, said he, "it will he the first
thing I have missed gotting out on as yet."
The other part of the building wjll be
used as a residence for Mr. Schultze and
family, and a hotel. It is the most com¬
plete building in the State of Ohio, and
cost $125,000, built as it was in cheaptimes.

Mr. Sehultx also showed us through tho
rest of the building, and we are sorry wehave not time to more fully describe it.

nut DKl'AUKMENT.
After dinner we were shown the fire de-

partment by Mr. H. Shritnpton, the chief,
who, by the way, is one ofthe moat intelli¬
gent and efficient men we have ever met.

He is not only a thorough machinist, but
also an electriciau of no wean abilities,
and to Mm we are indebted for a thorough
and complete explunation of the system of
fire alarm used in that city. They have
twenty-one boxes, one striker on the Court
llouso, eleven miles of wire, besides a
suflicient number of gongs. The wires
center in the hose house in which is the
chief's office. and also the batteries
by which this is operated. One of the men
has chargo of the instrument and keeps
the batteries fed. The cost of running the
battel ies will not exceed $75 per year.
The vitriol is bought by the barrel, and
about a pound per day is required. This,
with the zincs are all that is necessary for
the batteries. The construction of this
system coat abont $2,100 (we believe chief
Shrimnton told us), and it is very much
liked in Zanesvilie. The chief showed
us the workings of the department which
he called out for our benefit.
They have no fire engines in Zanesvilie,

only reels, as the water pressure is suffi¬
ciently strong for all purposes.
We called in at the oilice of the Kvetiina

Courier and wore cordially received by Mr.
R. B.Brown,City Editor.a courteous gen¬
tleman and a good newspaper man. This
office is in the new Opera House building,
and is very convenient, running a book
binder)', job office, etc. They have a tele¬
phone running into It. There is also a

telephone exchange running through all
portions of the city, and communicating
with Lancaster, forty miles distant. While
in the Courier oflice we wore treated to a
concert several miles distant (per tele¬
phone),

After inspecting several of the public
buildings, we took the three r. u. train
home, whore wo arrived shortly after sev¬
en o'clock, well satisfied with /anesville,
her people, hotels, water works, market
house, streets, fire department, police, and
everthing about it; and we wondered.why
a city hardly half as large as ours, and not
possessed of half the resources, should be
so far ahead in everything that constitutes
a city and makes it presentablo.
The trip will, no doubt, be productiveof good results, ns all thoCouncilmen who

wore on it are favorably impressed with
tho pump, and also the necessity of the
purchase of one of them, it is to be hopedthe larger sine. Superintendent Kiddle
says with one of these the necessity of a
new water works will be removed for
some years, but if one should lie built it
could easily be removed. Our pumps can

produce nearly 3,000,000 gallons per day
with difficulty, whilo the one above men¬
tioned does tliat well aud with no fear of
breaking.
