ETHIOP1C THEOLOGY.

Ae Proclaimed by ii Live Pa*enetier lu
n Uichiuond Negro Church.

Prentice Muiford In the New York Graphic.
Ford's Hotel, Richmond. Ya., March

2..Lost Sunday evening I attended the
principle colored church tin Richmond.
Services in the basement. Upper por¬
tion unfinished. Large congregation pres¬
ent. Membership 2.500. Denomination
Baptist. I did not see a poorly or sloven¬
ly dressed man in the audience, and the
women were hard on the heels of the la¬
test fashions. There was a large choir of
both sexes, prominent in spectacles, hymn'
books and music books which hid their
faces. They sung with a physical and
spiritual vim, and some swayed their bodi-
es to the tune.
The minister preached a live sermon.

It was full of grace, vitality and spirit;
rough and crude, it is true, but the stuff
which made th£ martyrs and sent the apos¬
tles abroad was there. It was delivered
with the regular Ethiopic accent; itabound-
edin"wbars"and "dars" and"dedebbils,"
and "sho"Jfor sure and "do" for door.
The attempted logic was incomprehen¬
sible and incoherent; the speaker started
from a text and seldom returned to it after¬
wards; heponcd*dAt ynipit tdi Uie dust
\iew from the red cushions; he put on and
off his gold-bowed epectacles mnumber-
able times; be mopped his face with a rid¬
iculously small handkerchief, which he
once tossed over the pulpit and had it le-

stored by a brother outside and at the
more exciting climaxes he buttoned his
coat tightly about him onlv to unbutton
it. But at frequent intervals, when warm¬
ed up and warmed outside of his attempt¬
ed rhetoric, he talked real Christian busi¬
ness, and talked it a9 if he meant it. Ilere
is some of it. I drop the dialect: "We
don't loveeach other enough," saidjbe, "we
need to gather closer around each other.
Sometimes, when we are in trouble, and
mavbe in sin, we stop coming to church.
That's the very time we ought to come to
church; that's the time the church needs
to put its arms lovingly around, the erring
and unfortunate."
"Brethern, we complain sometimes of

our trials <tnd alllictions. But it's these
trials that make its strong. It's these trials
that help make our heaven. "Spose a man
has nothing to overcome, nothing to fight
against, nothing bnt a smooth way in fife,
and everything coming into his mouth or

on his back for the mere asking? What's
such a man good for? Is he happy? No;
he's discontented and miserable.

"There's old Sister Kunev," said he;
'she's nigh on to a hundred year old. She
wants to die and can't I went up to see

her last night. Says she to me, 'I've been
tryin' to die this fifteen year; I want to go."
I told her she musn't try so hard to die.
1 said she was goin' against the Lord's will.
If she wouldn't try so hard to die she'd die
easier."
"My friends" he again remarked, "if

yonldon't believeyou can do a thing you'er
certain not to do it. If a man believes he
can do anything and keeps on believing
he's pretty Bare in time to find a way to
do it.
And so he went on floundering at times

with a presumably attempted plan of dis¬
course and anon, apparently .forgetting ail
about it and speaking from the depth of
his Kthiopic soul, giving utterance to his
bits of plain, practical Christian wisdom
and philosophy, and all this sent out with
a tropical warmth and fervor which took-
right hold of the hearts about him. There
was no deadnesa in that congregation.
Nobody wont to sleep. I saw no signs of
weariness nor grinning boys or girls, no

quiet skylarking or flirting in the rear

benches. All listened attentively, and not
with that dead, leaden silence with which
the congregation listened to the presi¬
dents minister Sunday before last in the
Washington M. E. Foundry church.
Here was in the air that certain qniver of
eagerness, Interest and sympathy which al¬
ways accompanies the hearing of an utter¬
ance Btralgut and fresh from an honest
heart. It wasn't cultured preaching, but
it wasn't machine preaching. It wasn't
grammatical or logical theology, nor was

ft skimological preaching. It was a gos¬
pel with some "body" in it, and all
through the discourse numbers of the
sympathetic appreciative colored sisters
nodded and smiled at their paBtor when
he made a point as olear as sunlight, and
all the sharper for not being blunted by
over much learning at second-hand.

I was edified by this sermon and left
strengthened. What shbuld it matter to
a man whether his spiritual food is serv¬

ed up by white or colored hands, so long
as it comes fresh from a hot ovon? l am
not endorsing this Ethiopic preacher as

a holy man. I don't think he in. hie
talked like one brimful of sin himself and
as It he knew It. By tho way who is
holy now? Paul called himself chief
among sinners.
The sermon finished, collection was

taken up to raise funds for finishing the
church. They have already paid for lla

building $17,000, and need a few thousand
more. The elders Bat at a tablo In front
of the pulpit. Here the offerings were

received, each contributor advancing in
full view of the congregation ana laying
down bis or her coin, the choir mean¬
time singing. Then they passed around
the hat. The haia all in. moro contribu¬
tions on tho walk-up-and-lay-your-money-
on-the-table plan were solicited, Tho
ch|or meantime having sung out their
more accustomed airs, advancedon strains
less practical and more or less out of time
and tune. When I left they were taking up
another collection. Tho Kimball system
for paving church debui has gone South.

BOUAKDIN DEFEATED BY A BOY.

Ttaa Wondcrfnl ftboollng Which Jfntlt
Frod Ei-b, of Ml. Joocpb. Faraua*.

Western newspapers are devoting con¬
siderable space to the late shooting match,
in which young Fred Erb, Jr., of St,
Joeeph, Mo., defeated Capt A. H. Bogar-
dns, champion wing shot of the world.
The match was for a purse of $200 and fifty
per cent of the gate money; each to shoot
at 100 birds, from live traps. The traps
were arranged in a sort of a semi-drcte
the marksman not knowing from which
trap the pigeon would be pulled.
No pigeon match that ever took placebefore in the Northwest created as much

interest as this one did. Members of clubs
of the Missouri Valley, and clubs in the
North and Southwest, as well as hundreds
of other sharpshooters, were present. The
wind was boisterous and cold before the
shooting began, and when young Erb fired
the last shot, dropping his twentv-third
bird in succession, the thermometer was
working down to zero, and a fearful gale
swept over the grounds.
Ah soon as they were ready to begin

shooting, the St. Joe boy asked the veteran
Captain, who had defeated the best English
shuts on their own soil, to open the ball.
The Captain replied that he was always on
hand, stepped promptly to the score and
cried, "Pull." A pigeon rose from trap two,
but dropped before the deadly pellets ere
he had a chance to look around. Young
Erb faced the champion and toed the score
with nerve and confidence. Shooting al¬
ternately with the Captain, the boy drop¬
ped thirteen birds before he missed, the
Captain missing his third and tenth.
While some of the pigeons brought down
by both men were stem-wiuders, many
were so terrified or tame that they had to
be clodded up.
When each had shot at fifty birds the

score stood : Erb. 40 ; Bogardus, 43. This
rather astonished the baclcers of Bogardus,
who were in the majority, while the many
backers of the St. Joe boy, who had pre¬
dicted his winning from the start, were
jubilant, but not boisterously so. Young
Erb had to make fifty shots yet with the
great marksman. As the shooting contin¬
ued the birds favored the boy a little, and
the voteran experienced hard luck. He
said the wind and dust troubled his eyes.
The boy had never shot under the five-

trap rules. Each dead shot gave him
greater confidence. He stepped to the
score, and as the birds rose at any part of
the sAni-circle. he took his ranfee with
lightning rapidity, bringing them down
with unerring aim. When his last bitd
fell the score stood, Erb 93, Bogardus 83.
The St. Joe Herald Bays : "The enthusi¬

asm on the result cannot well be imagined.
The crowd pressed forward with out¬
stretched arms to take the victor by the
hand, and some were satisfied to even
touch him. He was a bigger man than
Grant"
