A QUITO OF FIRES.
Lucas' Music Store Burned

Out.

Two Stables and a Dwelling
Burned.

Simpson's Livery Stable Fired.

Last night about 11:15, as Col. W. W.
Miller was walking down Market street,
his attention was directed by a German
standing at Lucas' Music Store, to a sus¬

picious smoke arising from the grating in
the pavemont under the show window of
the store. The Colonel at once detected
the presence of lire, and dispatched the
German to the nearest alarm, and at once
one was sent in from box 30, New McLure
House.
In a few minutes the Atlantic Engine

arrived and with it Chief Eccles,.followed
in a few minutes by the United and Vigi¬
lant and tho Uook and Ladders. It waa

found that the flames were confined to the
forward part of the cellar, in which are

Btowed boxes innumerable and .other in*
flammable material. It was also discover¬
ed that it was a very difficult
matter to get at the flames as the smoke
was very dense and an attempt to force an
entrance to the building was successfully
resisted by the suffocating smoke coming
through the floor and filling the entire
building to the exclusion of tho family
living in the second and third stories. An
axe was procured and the floor cut away,
and hose inserbed through.the aperture
thus formed, and another hose turned up
on the fire from the rear of tho building
The flames soon forced themselves througli
the flooring in several places and easH}
communicated with the boxes, pianosl
<kc., in the store room, but these flamed
were at once extinguished.
They also made their appearance in the

hallway, next door, but were controlled
with equal facility there, and attention
wus given to the flames in the cellar.whicli
were finally subdued with much difficulty

Somo of the furniture of Mrs. Vennum,
who keeps a boarding house on the second
and third floors, was damaged, but to what
extent could not be ascertained. Upon
this loss there was no insurance. All the
boxes stored in the cellar were consumed,
making a considerable loss to Mr. Lucas.
Several pianos, eight in all, were moro

or less injured, some of them irreparably
so, and the others will have to undergo an

overhauling at the factory.The sheet music,
smaller instruments, &c., constituting
the makeup of the stock, were also dama¬
ged to a greater or less extent. The en¬
tire Iobs of Mr. Lucas will reach from $3,-
000 to §5.000, upon which there is an in¬
surance of $0,000; $2,000 in the Peabody
and $4,000 in English companies. The
building bolongs to Lewis Baker ifc Go., of
the Reyuter, and was bought for the pur-
poses of that company. There is an iu-

; surance of 15,000 upon the building in the
Queeu's.ofLiverpool, J. V. L. Hodgers,
agent. The loss to the building will not
exceed *$1,000. The lireman did good
work at this lire, and were prompt in
their arrival on the ground.

SOME OTIIKRS.
While this Are was at its height a blaze

was seon just over the creek, near Twen¬
tieth street, and was plainly distinguish-
able as a stable. Hastening over we found
a double.stable and two dwellings in a
more or less advanced stage of burning,
followed soon afterby another stable. Tbe
double stablo belonged to Mrs. Rea, or at
least half of it, and the other half we were
informed was the property of a Pittsburgh
party whosename we could not learn.
From this stable the flames communi¬

cated to the house belonging to Mrs.
Brakeinnn and damaged it very much,
probably to the extent of $200; then to
the dwelling occupied by Mr. Conner,
damaging the roof slightly; thentoasta-
bio belonging to Mrs. Colemen, whichwas
filled with hay.. This building mav be
said to be a total loss, with no insurance.
The totaldamage by these fires is not over
$1,000, and no insurance upon any of
them.

ANOTHER.
Frank Simpson's livery stablos on Four¬

teenth near Market street, was discovered
to be on flro in two places about 0 o'clock
in tlie evening, and an alarm sent to the
Atlantic, but a few buckets of water soon
extinguished the flames. There is little
doubt but these fires were incendiary, as
one of them wap under a manger and
another outsido, kindled up againBt the
building.
There is no conjecture about the fires

over the creek, but Mrs. Rea stated to us
that she thought they were incendiary.
Mr. Lucas could give no reason for his

fire and don't know how it started.
Mr. Lucas will start up this morning in

Turner's building, adjoining his old store.

Holy Week..This is Passion, or Holy
Week, the name given by several sects to
the week preceding Easter.next Sunday.
Holy Week is tho name generally used by
the Roman Catholics, who make a dis¬
tinction between it and Passion Week, a
title they apply to the week nreceding.
Passion Week beginning on Passion,
Sunday, the fifth Sunday of Lent. The
Roman calendar designates the entire last
fortnight of Lent as Passion-tide, all of
whose services differ in many respects
from the services of the year, and even
from those of the remainder of Lent. The
verse, "Gloria Patri," is omitted both in
the mass and breviary, and all pictures,
effigies, crucifixes, and other theologic
symbols are covered during the time. If
any ordinary church festival fall within
the Week it is postponed until after Eas¬
ter. All ceremonies are conducted "with
rigorous simplicity, without the music,
pomp or parade so characteristic, com¬
monly of Roman riteB.
Yesterday was Maundy or Holy Thurs¬

day, and was generally observed through¬
out tho churches observing Lent in this
city. Maundy Thursday, from Mandatum,
the first word in one of the Church Ber-i
vices, is specially intended to commem¬
orate the Last Supper, and the institution
of the Eucharist. Several other services
belong to tho day, such as the washing of
pilgrim's feet and the solemn consecration
of the oil, or crism, used in baptism, con¬
firmation, orders, and extreme unction.
On Holy Saturday the sacred flro and the
water of the baptismal font and the bap¬
tismal font are blessed, catechumens are
baptised, and candidates for tho priest¬
hood are ordained. From tho tire so
blessed, the Paschal fire is kindlod. This
light, regarded as a symbol of tho resur¬
rection of Jesus, is kept burning during
the recital of the Gospel at mass between
Easter and Pentecost. Holy Week bad,
until the overthrow of the temporal power
of tho Pope, much interest for American
travelers abroad. They wero wont to
gather in Rome at tbe time to witnesss
the showy ceremonies ot the period, the
most elaborate and Impressive of tho year,
and after that to quit the Eternal City for
the North.
An Ancient Relic..B. Fisher& Sons

have received from ono of their customers
at Clarksburg, W. Va., a stove manufac¬
tured at BerkshireFurnace, England, in
the year 1778. This stove, which is now
in its one hundred and eighth year, is on
exhibition at their sample room in the
Star Foundry, and is quite a curiosity,
there being out one in the United States
as old.

Wit¬
ness replied that he didn't know how it
came unless it was by order of Mayor
Sweeney or Major Sweeney. The receipt
for the money which paid Gurry out and
released him, was signed by Major Swee¬
ney and the release signed by McGully.
" How was this, Mr. McCully ?"

" The receipts were all Bigned by Major
Sweeney."safd McGully.

" Didn't you know that in each of these
cases Fitzgerald's and Gurry's, when the
money was paid in one instance in May
and the other in August. 1870, yet was not
turned into the city until Marcfy 1880?"
Witness tried to show that money was

sometimes received for the release of
prisoners subsequent to the time the
monthly reports were made out, and
hence were brought forward.
To Gov. Jacob: Darrah has access to all

processes. Think he has gone over all
my accounts. Had not the slightest' in¬
terest in making any mistakes in my
books.
"Was it to Mrfjor Sweeney?" asked Mr.

Hubbard. "Would it not be money in bis
uocket, at least in this$48 45 received since
last report."
"Most certainly."
To Gov. Jacob: Sweeney told me to bo

very particular and watch tbe books;
thought everything was right and was
very confident it was.
