While so much isbeing said about who
shall be President of the United States
and {he next Governor of West Virginla,
there 1 one other little office that should
e more closely looked after, than it has
lieen herctofore; and that is, the office of
Blate Superintendont of Free Schools.
We cannot belp but believe that the large
majority of the voting population of West
Virginia isin favor of the {ree school sys-
tem. The chief office df this institution

is, therolore, mm important one, and in
making a selection to fill this honorable
position, it is not really essentisl that we
ghonld inguire into the political character
of the candidate, but should lay aside our
political—and we will add, too—religious
prejudices, nnd elect & man. y

And the reason for this is obvious, 1t is
not (he design of our common school
system, to bring up the youth of the State
under any particular party lash, neither is
it the design to school them in any par-
tienlar religions beliel or doctrine; but
simply to make them men and women in
the troe sense of the term; we want their
mornls cared for, 'tis true, and we do not
propose to release the respective officers
and teachers from this duty, Thecommon
school system of our State has surely ex-
porienced many hardships, and asa gen-
eral (hing too many have heretolore
deemed it suiliclent if the respective offices
were fllled, and the schools established
and maintained, without due regard for
the material,. But our people should now
realize that the end of public instruction

the ts of per impr i
and be the perénnial sonrces of a healthy
and powerlul influence to the youth of
our young State.

not a man that simply looks after the dol-
lars and cents, or the honor of the posi-
tion—not & man that is merely a scholar—
an educated machine—an aristocrat, or
college president—but'a man who has the
interest of our free schools so much at
beart, that under his administration they
may be brought up to the proper standard
and the good results which they are des-
tined to bring forth be speedily reached,
But now the reader asks,** Where is your
man?’ When I look back over the past
few years and see what intercst has been
manifested in our common schools by the
various oflicials of the respective connties
of the State, and then take into considera-
tion the spirit lhnt‘.rromptud thisdnterest,
I point with pride to Hen, Alexander
Wade, of Monopgalin.
