The evidence for the defense in the

Sweeney investigation began laat night
and was continued to the hour of adjourn*
inent. Last evening's testimony was

merely of a character calculated to con-

tradict that offered by the prosecution.
Dr. T.O. Edwards sworn: Was present

at a conversation where Officers Davis,
MeCulleyand St. Myers were present.
Maj. Sweeney related a story in which ho
attempted to show the look of horror do*
picted on the countenance of a man
named Brady at the remark made by au
outside party that the Virgin Mary was a

prostituto and Jesus Christ a bastard.
The remark was not made by Sweeney,
but repeated by him as having heard an¬
other party make the remark, and ho (the
Major) ropeated it, and attempted to snow
only the look of horror on Brady's face.
The story was told by Major Sweeney in
the course of a leligioua discussion. The
Major did not give bis religious views.
On cross-examination Dr. Edwards said

he could not tell from the conversation
;yhpt the Major's sentiments were. Gould
not tdU what part tho Major took in the
conversation. Don't remembor anything
else about the conversation. Don't re¬

member Davis asking St. Myers to remem¬
ber that remark. Kemember that Davis
got up and went out after the story was
told.
August Wiedebusch sworn.I remem¬

ber of Maior Sweeney being in my place
one evening, a short time since, when
Charles Hamilton was present. The Major
was in some time; seemed to be about as

usual. Hamilton invited the Major to
.4*inir hnf. t.liA Mntor refused. and wont

James Henry sworn.Was about eight
years on the police lorce. Of the bergeants
under whom X sorved, Conaut collected
the tees himself. Davis' time, the tees
were divided, and also in ltipley's tune.
I know that during Davis' time foes were
collected ut B. & 0. Depot and divided be-
tweeti the Sergeant aud deputies. I was

olllce deputy during my time. Don t re¬

member ever returning any raonoy to the
city for vacancies on the force; during my
time, if we had ten deputies the salary was
divided among them; if we had less, each
deputy got his monthly salary, and the
sergeant kept the balance as his own. It
was generally known during Davis' time
that the deputies divided what they got
as fees for outside service with the Ser¬
geant.(Argumentby counsel on the question
of Hubbard, "Did you ever know of a

case where one man was on the nay roll,
another did the work and a third, to*wit,
the Chief get the money ?")
Mr. Henry Anally answered that he nev¬

er knew of such a case in his time of ser-
vice.
Gov. Jacob objected to the question as

not applying to the case, when Mr. Hub¬
bard stated that Capt. Devries had testi¬
fied that St. Myers was on the B. O. pay
roll; that Davis did the work and Sweeney
got the money.
Ed. Mendel sworn.Know Major Swee¬

ney well; am with him quite often; have
always found him to bo as straight and re¬
liable as auy man abxut town. Never
found him out of condition to do business.
Have had 110 business with him. Have
taken a drink with him. Never saw him
under the influence of liquor.
Aug. Wiedebush recalled.Have known

Sweeuoy for several years. Nevor saw
Mr. Sweeney drunk. .
Ed. Larkin sworn: Am a member of

Council. Know Major Sweeney quito in¬
timately. I never met the Major when
he was unfit to do business. Have seen
him drink. Have met him frequently at
night, generally in front of the City
Building. I may have met him at other
places at night, have gone into saloons and
taken drinks with him. Ever since I have
known the Major he has had at least one
drink in him, and witness added that ho
thought a man who had one drink in him
was under the influence of liquor, but
stated that he never saw the Major when
he was unfit to do busiuess.
Mayor Sweeney sworn: Remember

being at the City Building the evening of
sham battle day. Generally go there in
the evening when I am about thore. J
think Mr. Davis reported to me that Major
S." was under the influence of liquor.

1 don't romember whether I saw Major
Sweeney in the eveningof that daj\ Don't
remember to have seen the Major that
evening. Don't remember how long I re¬

mained there. May have staid till three
o'clock in the morning, but don't remem¬
ber. May have staid two or three hours,
but donrt remember. Don't remember
whether I ascertained that the Major was

under the influence of liquor or not. If
thero had been anything remarkable in
his appearance that evening I would like¬
ly have remembered it I consider Major
Sweeney an energetic and eflicient officer,
as much so as any we have ever had.

J. E. Hughes Bworn: Am a member of
Council. Have known Major Sweeney
about eight or ten years, and have met
him two or three times a day. He is fre¬
quently in my place of busiuess. Never
saw him under the influence of liquor.
Generally meet him in the day tune;
have no knowledge of his habits after
night.

P. Rhodes sworn.Know Major Swee¬
ney; meet him occassionally; have always
found him in condition to attend to hia
business; I usually meet him about 7
o'clock in the evening and occassionally
on Sundays, but don't see him enough at
night to know his habits late in the evon-

ing; have no business with him; have a

speaking acquaintance with him.
Aug. Rolf sworn.Know Maj. Sweeney;

he has boarded with me for about a

year, ending about two months ago; came

regularly to his meals; saw him often; I
never saw him when ho was unfit to do
business; have know him for over twenty
years; never remembor talking to Squire
Miller about the Major's capacity as a
drinker.

Dr. Edwards recalled.Romember Major
Sweeney boing sick last summer, an at¬
tack of cholera morbus. As Health Offi¬
cer, I have been thrown with the Major
frequently and never saw him when ho
was not fully able to attend to his busi¬
ness. On cross-examination stated that
he had prescribed for him a little paro-
goric and mint water.

J. W. Scbultte called.'Yes, I know him;
almost raised with him. Met him fre¬
quently since ho has been Sergeant. Has
always been able to do his oiilcial duties.
To Mr. Hubbard.Never saw him under

the influence of liquor.
Key Deflibaugh sworn.Am a Deputy

Sergeant under Sweeney. Was undor
Ripley. Davis, Smith and Sweeney. Wo
generally got half the perquisites. Have
never found Sweeney out of the way.
Sweeney never askeu me in any way
whatever to allow saloon-keepers immu¬
nity. Came on sinco these charges were
preferred.

TllK DEPUTIES 8T0IMK8.

Martin Moloney, sworn.Was a deputy
for a year and three days under Sweeney.
Never was instructed by Sweoney in any
way to not molest certain saloon keepers.
He was always sober and atteuded to his
business. Sweeney has slept all night on
a settee many a night Have seen Swee¬
ney at two or three o'clock in the morningpatroling the streets.
To Mr. Hubbard: I am the same gontle-

man who sat here the flrat night 01 theso
proceedings.
Chas. Asmus, recalled for defense.Am

deputy for Major Sweeney. Have had
constant intercourse with him in my
otllcial capacity. His ability to attend to
business has been very good. Was under
Porter Smith five months. Sweeney has
trottedme around town late at night when
I was very tired. Sweeney never in¬
structed me to allow certain saloon keep*
era Immunity.
John Whvte called: Am a Sweeney

deputy. See him frequently during the
day and night His business ability is
good. Never told me not to arrest certain
saloon keepers.

'

Sullivan, another deputy, sworn: Am in
daily contact with Major Sweeney. Wit¬
ness corroborated the other officers.
John P. Carney recalled: 8weeney keope

a baklc account at our bank (the People's).
He is as soberju any other business man.
" Have you the check with you for last

September?"
"No. sir."
11 Did you have it last night?"
"No, sir."
" Will you bring it?"
" No, sir."
" Why not?"
" Because I am not cashier."
" Will you. ask the cashier to let you

have it?"
" No air, I will not, because the bank

has not been properly summoned."Wbat is your objection?It ia not my business
Is that your only objection?
Yes sir.
Witness was here shown an envelope

with the superscription "$30 72, counted
and sealed by John 0. Carney in October,
1879,per,Godfrey Price". Witness explain¬
ed that this was done by Davis.
Win. Miller, another deputy, was called,

and corroborated the testimony of other
deputies.Carney recalled and shown a check,
which ho identified us the one he had
given to Davis, dated October 2d, 1870.
Wilcox called.Am a deputy Sergeant.
