Tim NORTHERN PACIFIC RAILWAY

THE EXODUS INQUIRY.

He
said that from 8,000 to 5,000 immigrants
remain in and around the city; many of
them without work and without homes;
many had taken shelter from storms
around the railroad depots and yards, and
several women and children have been in¬
jured by freight cars unexpectedly moved.
Frank Doster, from Marion, Centre
Kansas, independent in politics, said that
the people of Kansas generally think that
the exodus is unfortunate and ill advised,
and that the negroes are not wanted in
Kansas, where the white people are only
able to. take care of themselves. He
thought it would be better for the govern¬
ment to protect these people if they need¬
ed protection in the South, than to have
them to come to Kansas.

Phillip Brookings, a young colored
man of Yazoo county, Miss., was a very
amusing witness and kept the committee
and audience in an uproar. His testi¬
mony in substance was to the effect that
he had been induced several months since
by the exaggerated stories which he heard
concerning the splendor of Kansas to emi¬
grate. After his arrival at Topeka he
made an efforts to obtain work in the
county, but failed, and fearing he would
starvcto death he determined to move to

Mississippi. His dissatisfaction becoming
known to the Democrats they subpoenal
him and Stanton, one of (he
witnesses to-day loaned him money to

pay his fare to Washington. Before the
subpoena was served on him, he had ap-

A Wrecked Ocean Veaael.
N«w Youk, April 8..Tbe steamer Gel-

lert, Capt. Kuhlervein, from Hamburg,
reporta speaking tlie steamer Syria, Capt
Johnson, from New Orleans for Liverpool,
with rndder gone, stern* post and main
discharge pipe broken and the ship un-

Miners Beturulnt; to Work In tbeTos-

cnriiunn Valley.
Massillo.v, 0., April 7..Five months

a?o to-day a general strike of the coal-
diggers in the Tuscarawas Valley was in¬
augurated. The strike was caused by a

refusal of the operators to payan increased
demand of the miners for deficiency work.
In a short time the question of the strike
resolved itself into the introduction of
screens for screening the coal before
weighing, as in other valleys in the State,
but which had never been used here. In
the upper end of the Valley,known as the
Akron District, screens were admitted at a
number of the mines, but the Massillon
District rigidly held eut against the inno¬
vation. Many efforts have been made by
mass meetings of the diggers, at which res¬
olutions were offered favoring a compro¬
mise which would admit of the resuming
of work, but the operators insisted on the
screens. To-day the men at Camp Creek
Mine went to work at eighty-five cents
over the screens. A prominent operator
is of the opinion that the backbone of the
strike is broken, and that the other miners
in this vicinity will soon follow the action
at Camp Creek, as the other operators are

willing to pay that price and the men
seem anxious to get to work.

Speculation* Upon tlie Plff Iron Market.
Pittsbuhgii, April 7..Information has

been received which gives another phase
to the decline in the pig iron market in the
East and the dullness prevailing here. A
meeting of Eastern furnace men was held
yesterday, at which the condition of
trade was discussed in all its bearings.
Ihe high price of pig has caused immense
Importations of Loglish iron, and the
amount is constantly increasing. This
can be sold as low, if not lower, than the
pigproduced in this, country, even after
paying the duties, and manufacturers are

taking advantage of this to secure their
Bupplies.The meeting yesterdav decided to re¬
duce the price oelow that asked for Eng¬
lish iron, and the result will be that those
who have ventured in the business of im¬
porting will find that instead of reaping a

large return they will actually be out of
pocket. It is expected.that a few lessons
like this will have the effect of making
importers chary, and that the market for
home production will stiffen up again.
Workingmen claim the whole excitement
is the annual scaro got up before the 1st of
June, atwhich time the sliding scale of
wages is fixed.

Cap!. Dantord Explains.

ford, of St. Clairsville, Ohio, has written
an important letter here in reference to
the Presidential contest in Ohio.

struct for Sherman, and this will give him
the vote of the district at Chicago.

Reliable information from Georgia is to
the effect that Sherman will certainly
have twelve votes from that State.
