WiiEELiNo Library Association..At
a meeting of the Directors of the Wheel¬
ing Library Association, held at the Li*
brary Room in this city last evening, a

proposition from several lodges of the In-
dependent Order of Odd Fellows was pre¬
sented, looking to the purchase of the ma¬
terial owned by the former Association
and its incorporation into a public library
owned and controlled by the Odd Fel¬
lows. The plan proposed provides for
the pnrchase ot the library for a sum suf-
ficent to discharge its present indebted¬
ness and put the bookaand cases in com¬
plete and thorough repair. It is proposed,
should it be carried out, that the pres¬
ent Stockholders in the Library
Association shall be admitted to all the
privileges of the library under the new
management on the ssme terms as mem¬
bers of the Odd Fellows' organization,
outsiders to be charged a little more, but
the charge in no case is be made
burdensome to thoao who deeire to use
the institution. The tigures now talked
of are $1 perannum for all persons who
desire to use the library as a reading room
onlv and do not desire to take books
with them. For those who desire to take
out books and enjoy all other privileges of
the librarv $3 per annum to old members
and Odd Fellows is proposed as the sub-
scription, and $4 per annum to others.
Further than this it is proposed that
whenever the amount paid in $i sub¬
scriptions by users of the reading room
equals the amount paid by the Odd Fel¬
lows for the library the room shall be
made a free reading room for the use of
the general public.
There are other features connected with

the project in the event that it is carried
out of interest to present patrons of the
library. It is promised that at least £300
per annum shall be spent in the purchase
of new books, not including magazines,
periodicals or newspapers, which are to
be paid for as part of the ordinary run¬
ning expenses.

The Committee on Fire Department baa
accepted the nbovo proposition and will
report to Council to-night, recommending
a contract to be made immediately for
this system. In order that our citliena
may understand the character and opera¬
tion of the fire alsrm we have procured
from Mr. Fond the following explanation:
The signal boxes are located at suitable
intervals along the streets and each one
haa its own distinctive number. There are
five keys furniahed with ¦each box. three
of which are left in places near by and
always accessible in case of fire. The
other two keys for each box are placed in
the hands of policemen and other city
officials. Each key la numbered and be¬
fore they are given out the name of each
key-holder, with his number, la registered
at headquarters. Tbia iidone to prevent
tampering with the boxes, or, giving of
ialse alarms, for the key once Inserted in
the lock cannot be removed until the
chief marshal! arrives with his master-
key. He is able to see at once by the
number of the key who turned the alarm
in.
The manner ef giving an alarm is very

simple. Upon opening the box door a

small brasa hook or lever.ia all that la
Been. The directions in large plain let¬
ters, "Pull the hook down once and let it
go," ia all that is necessary to do. The act
of pulling down thia hook winds up the
clock work, which then commences to
ran and by a ratchet wheel breaks and
doses the circuit a sufficient number of
times to indicate the number which des¬
ignates that particular box. The firemen
knowing the location of the numbers go
directly to the box from which the alarnf
was tnrned in. Upon arriving at the fire,
the ch let marshal can step to the box and
by a signal key inside, call out auch addi¬
tional force aa the emergency may require
or notify the department in case of a false
alarm. In short, he is able to announce
any signal by the key referred to from any
and all boxes. The boxes are all provi¬
ded with lightning arresters to protect
the mechanism from damage by lightning
and by the "automatic cut off" referred
to in the proposition. The boxes are

never in circuit exoept when giving an

alarm.
By this improvement.which is of re¬

cent introduction.the electro motive force
required ii reduced to a minimum and ii
therefore a great saving in battery ex¬

pense.
The clock works are made of the beat

cast oroide metal and finiahed aa carefull)
aa a chronometer watch.
The gong striking apparatus, located ic

the engine houses, is of marvelous aim
plicity considering the work done and the
delicate controlling force.
The gong bells are 15$ inches in diamet¬

er, and the motive power for striking then
is a heavy steel spring. The>rraogemen!
is such that each time any box breaks the
circuit, when pulled /or a fire, the spring
is released ana permits a lever to make
one revolution, causing a heavy blow to
be delivered against the gong bell. The
number of blows determines the numbei
of the box from which the signal was
turned in.
At bead-quarters where the main bat¬

tery is located, there is placed an instru¬
ment which is known technically bv elec
triciansas a galvenometer. This instru¬
ment has a dial and a needle which al¬
ways indicates thereon the true condition
of the battery and line.
This enables an unskilled person to

know as certainly the condition of his
battery as the most accomplished electri¬
cian. The striking apparatus, which
gives the general alarm npon the Capitol
bell, is operated bv an immense weight of
over two thousand pounds. The hammer
is made to move back about 40 inches and
then hurled against the bell under the full
impetus of the weight, each time the dis<
tant signal box breaks the circuit and
simultaneously with the signal in the var¬
ious houses.
