As s text ior his dis¬
course he chose the sixth paragraph of the
third chspter of the Second Epistle to the
Corinthians: "Who also hath made us

able ministers of the New Testament; not

of the letter, but of the spirit, for the let¬
ter killeth, but the spirit giveth life." He

started out with the proposition that »

book which had created the noise and ex¬

erted the influence the New Testament
bss, deserves examination at the hands of
men, and he therefore proposed to exam¬
ine it It is a remarkable book.

Firat, he considered it with regard to its
authenticity. The way, he Baid, ho sat¬
isfied himself of the authenticity of this
book was just ns he would Batlsfy him¬
self of the authenticity of any book.
Geoffrev Chaucer's "Canterbury Tales,
or the' dramas of Shakespeare, for in¬
stance. If we go back one century, we

And thst the people at that time believed
that the works attributed to these two
men were written by them; and going
back century by century, in this way we

Bod at each successive step records of a

belief at that time to the same effect
Finally we reach the agea in which the
books were written, and we find the men
and their books accredited by contempo¬
raries as being their works. So, exactly,
with the New Testament Then there is

the internal evidence of the language em¬

ployed. It was a dialect peculiar to that
time and section. It was a mingling of
Syriac with some little colloquial Greek.
Another means of establishing the proba¬
bility of the authenticity of the book is
the fact that it contains no mention of the
destruction of Jerusalem, which took
place A. D. 70. If the book had been
written after that it would have contained
an account of that evont Therefore it
was written at least at au earlier period
than the year 70. The speaker closed this
portion oi his argument with a quotation
From Sir Isaac Newton, of whom Tyndall
has ssid that "he stands in relation to all
other scientists as the loftiest Alpine
peak to the smaller mountains around
it": "I find more sure marks of authen¬
ticity in the New Testament than in any
profane history whatever."
Next was considered the genuineness

of the New Testament This is establish¬
ed by the fact that all the ancient manu¬

scripts are in harmony one with another,
and that all the quotations at different
stages of the past coincide with the origi¬
nal passages as now recorded.

Its credibility was next inquired into.
The books are not only authentic and
genuine, but the history therein contain¬
ed is worthy of belief. The witnesses who
testify in the writings under consideration
were competent witnesses. They must
have witnessed the occurrences of which
they write. This is evident from the min¬
uteness with which they describe scenes
and events. An instance of this is found
in the passages relating the resurrection
of Lazarus. .Every minute incident is clr-
cumstantially portrayed. No other religi¬
ous book is known where such a peculiari¬
ty ig to be found. Others relate miraclee,
but it is in a general way. Then an air of
veracity, of candor, characterises the en¬

tire book. It does not read like a history
concocted to uphold certain theories. It
is not at all a partisan document in appear-
once. ... , .

its credibility is necessarily involved in
the supernatural character of Jesus Christ,
its chief personage. It is admitted by all,
by Theodore Parker, and even by Inger-
soll himself, that Christ himself was the
greatest charactor who ever lived.' Either
be lived, and was the greatest character
whoever did live, or else we must believe
that four unlettered Jews created the his¬
torical character called Christ; and what
an Intellectual miracle that would be. No
[renins ever imagined a being approaching
him.
The very conduct of the witnesses them¬

selves goes to show that they believed
what theytold. No human being ever

deliberately propagated a motiveless false¬
hood. The story these writers tell is
either true, or false. They knew whether
it was true or false. If false, what motive
had they to tell it? Bather they bad a
motive not to tell it, for they were re¬

peatedly asked to retract,%nd refused, and
iinally died rather than say their tale was
not true. Is this the conduct of authors
of a falsehood? Nay. They could well
afford to die for such truths. They had
seen Christ, and known him for years;
had mot him after his resurrection. jThey
were ripe for death.
In closing Mr. Thompson said that in

the beginning of his remarks he had said
that the New Testament is a remarkable
book. He was now ready to say it is a

divine book. It is the revelation from
Almighty God of His divine will and of
our duty, and it is right that we should
obey it.should make it Ma lamp unto our
feet and a light to our path."

Ywteeday,s Fires..About 4 o'clock
yeaterday Afternoon flames were discov¬
ered issuing from the side of the bill above
Manchester and for a little- while their
origin was a matter of conjecture, but soon
after a coal bank man put in an appw-
ance with the ejaculation "McGinley &
McCormick's bank is afire!" A messen¬
ger waa at once dispatched for Chief
Eccles, who took the Atlantic Engine and
orew to the bank and making an attach¬
ment to a plug near Reymann's brewery,
carried the hoae up the bill to the en¬

trance of the bank and into it, when an

effort was made to throw water on the
flames, but after experimenting for about
five minutes the attempt was abandoned
and several men were eet to work to dam
up the entrance to the furnace room,
wnich after a half hour's work waa ac¬

complished, when the water waa turned
into the hole in the ground from which
the flames proceeded, and this was con-
tinned for several hours, until about 10
o'clock p.m., when the fire was extln-

Suished, or at least smothered out. The
ams in the interior of the bank burst

once or twice, obstructing work until
they could be repaired.
The fire originated in the following man¬

ner: There is within the bank a furnace
constructed for the purpose of ventilation.
Thia furnance is made from sheet iron,
and becoming very hot ignited the coal in
its vicinity. This furnace was destroyed,
and its destruction will insolve a loss of
about $100 in the way of repairs. The
fire was on the ground of Philo Kimberly,
who allowed McGinley & McCormlck to
erect the ventilator.
The Third Time..About 10:30last night

an alarm of fire was sont in from the
Atlantic Engine House, and was caused
by the discovery of flames in the stable
mow of W. B. Simpson, Esq., in Alley 15,
between Fifteenth and Sixteenth streets.
The Atlantic engine, which had just re¬
turned from the coal bank fire, was

promptly on the ground, but a street hose
in the hands of persons on the grounds did
good service before this engine arrived.
The Atlantic attached hose to a plug on

Eoff steeet,and was doinggood work when
two sections of hose burst, which necessi¬
tated a second alarm for the United and
Vigilant engines, but before they arrived
the flames were extinguished.
The fire waslundoubtedly the work of an

incendiary, and was the third attempt
made to burn this same stable. How any¬
one obtained access to this stable is a mys¬
tery, as it is of brick, and is as well con¬
structed as any ordinary house, and
every entrance to it was locked and
fastened, Mr. Simpson taking unusual pre¬cautions since the former attempt The
tire was discovered by Frank Hull, who
lives next door to Mr. Simpson, and who
gave the alarm. The damage was not
verv great, and there is no insurance.
Another..Shortly after dark last niaht,

while some repairs were being made to
an engino at the "Pwiky" shops in North
Wheeling, an oil can was knocked over
upon some kindling wood, and the wood
ignited. Assistant Chief Marshal I. T.
Carpenter was in the building at the
time and turned a street hose on if, which
extinguished tho flames, which, however,
did no damage to the building.
