Tub High Tbntkd Becilabites..Their
Next Annual Convention to be Held in Wheel'
ing..An associated press dispatch from
Petersburgh, Va., last night conveys the
intelligence that the next annual National
Convention of the Independent Order of
High Tented RecKaEltes, of North Amer¬
ica, js to be held in this city on the fourth
Tuesday of May. The Rechabites are an

order little known by the genpral public
in this section of the country, the Lodge
in this city haying been but recently or¬

ganized. Its place of meeting is Peter¬
son's Hall, on Main street Tiie order is
a social and beneficial secret organization,
the chief tenet of its creed being the ab¬
stinence from the use of intoxicating liq¬
uors. It somewhat rcseji^Jes the Good
Templars and Sons of Temperance in gen¬
eral features, but in the details of its work¬
ings is said to be widely different from
them. The name is derived from Kechab,
the ancestor of Jonadab, the original total
abstainer, of whom we read in Second
Kings, X, lo-25, and also in Chronicles
and Jeremiah. Rechab, disgusted with
the licentiousness of the Plucnecian rule,
brought up his descendants to dwell in
tents and live as ascetics, "building no
houses, neither drinking any wines."
Hence the signification of the name given
the Society of the "High Tented Rechab¬
ites."
