RECEIVING THE DELEGATES

ThtOvtHoa at tie Optra Heat# Last Might
To tlit West Vlrgiala Reprra*statlrss

la Uic Chicago Convoatloa.

Never before in a long series of year*
baa Wheeling witnessed a scene of such
wild eotbuaiaam u that wbicb was wit¬
nessed last night, on the occaaion of tbe
welcome tendered by tbe Kepoblicans of
Wheeling to tbe returned delegates to the
National Republican Convention at Cbi«
eago. Tbe Opera House waa crowded al¬
most to suffocation in a very few minute*
after the door waa thrown open.
According to tbe programme, laid down

in advance by the Committee of Arraage
meats, the gentlemen appointed to eacori

the delegates to tbe Opera House sasem-

bled at tbe McLare House early in tbe
evening, and, accompanied by tbe Wbeel
ing City Band, with torches and several
hundred citizens who fell in the wake
of the committee, proceeded to the res¬
idence nf Messrs. Campbell and Hobbard
nnd taking these gentlemen in the car

riages, the delegation returned to tb*
Opera House. 1 beir appearance npon tbe

platform was tbe signal for tbe n!oa-
vocifftous and long continued applause.
As Met*.. Cam obeli and Hubbard, and
Major Buriey, of Moundsville, who ai-

c ru panled them, seated themselves ii
the ch»irs reserved for tbern in a central
position upon the stage, tbe audienc
hurst forth into the wildest applause, and
such a shout as went up has seldom been
heard in U beeling. It was continued foi1
several minutes before the organization 01
the meeting could proceed.
George B. Caldwell, Esq, nominated

Augustus Pollack as chairman, and the
nomination was approved by the audi
esce with unanimity and enthusiasm
Mr. Pollack, upon assuming the duties of
tbe position, made a neat little speech,
which was applauded at almost every
pause.

The Chicago Convention
was in many respects one of the largest
and most remarkable ever seen, and the
contest was most exci ing, be bad almost
said, moat bitter. He had addressed him

before bis appointment as a delegate, to
the one idea of defeating tbe third term
project Prefer whom we might, tbe
main thing was to unite upon a man who
would secure the overthrow of third-term-
iam.
When most unexpectedly to him tbe

resolution was introduced by Mr. Conk-
ling requiring all delegates to pledge
themselves to support tbe nominee, it was
in some sense very embarrassing to him;

tried experiment of a third term, he felt
that bin hopes and bis principles were so

involved with tbp b°p<» and principles of
the Republican party tbathe must go with
» hem, even to that length. But as tbe cit¬
izens who sent delegates to Ooicago had
reserved to themselves tbe right to sit In
judgment npou the action of thoae dele¬
gates, so he felt he had a right to reserve
to himself as a citizen the right to accept
or reject the result of tbe deliberations of
the Convention. And he thought this
tbe only kind of Republicanism that could
long endure.
