A few may havo been overlooked in com¬

pactly inhabited localities, and some,
aituated in out-of-the-way points, might
be avoided, but the ceusus must be as*

sumed to have been almost as fairly taken
as possible under the circumstances.
New York having 1,500 000, au increase

of 60 per cent in ten years, is satisfied.
St. Louis, having a hundred thousand less
than Chicago, is frantic. Chicago looks
with contempt upon St. Louis, and Cin-
ciunatf, being credited with 250,000, nine¬
ty thousand more than Cleveland, is os¬

tensibly happy, Lut evidently secretly
piqued at uot approaching more nearly to

Chicago's 447,000. Dayton complains
that contrary to all expectations the pop¬
ulation falls beloWr 40.000, being given at
38 751, anil Springfield, Illinois, has barely
.JU.000 instead of the ^5,000 confidently
lnoked for. Springfield had 17,000 ten
years ago, making the increase altogether
too small to satisfy her opinion. Peoria
averts that 5,000 people in that place have
been ftiissed, mid Quincy feels quite as

badly.
The system of making the count was

probably as good M coijIJ fre devised, and
if the result falls so far below vrjjnt was

expected, it maybe that the American
habit of raahly crediting every other pros¬
perous business man with "millions" and
every public githering with "thousands"
has contributed Jo make i-XH^eration a

National failing, leading the way to hu¬
miliating disappointment* and wufijl mis¬
calculations. We may not be fcuch an

"allllred, tarnal big Nation" oh wu thought
we were, but we are yet young, and if we
stick to hard work und leave the affairs
of other peonlu alone, we will grow and in
proper time be as great as any other coun¬

try on the globe. We are gaining popu¬
lation j*s lot*t as necessary for the rate at
which tba country's resources are devel¬
oped, and our riftf;of increase in numbers
is gtaater than iliat oi opier nation
east, west, north or south oi t/>. Alto¬

Ita beneficent office in political affairs
is to secure to every man the utmost pos¬
sible liberty of action, consistent with
rqual liberty to every other man, yours,
j* not tberetorethe office of i> ventlou, but
of promulgation; not todiaeoyor, bqt to

declare and te apply the Democratic
principle to the changing affairs o( human
society, and that thin principle mav have
living force in public concerns, you will
nominate candidate* for election and will
insure its full fruitioo during the next
Presidential term. These duties no I)emo*
crat doubt* that you will worthily perform,
but you are called to tbia discharge, tbia
day, under circumstances of no common
moment, circumstances which God in hia
mercy »rant ahall in the hiatory of our

Republic never rccur.
Four years ago the Democratic party in

convention assembled at 8l Louis, an-
no 1111 red to the country ita platform and
nominated aa ita candidates two of the
foremost statesmen of the nation, both
theu and now men worthy of the moat
enthusiastic political devotion and the
most ardent private fricndahip, and Sam¬
uel J. Tilden and Thoa. A. Hendricks were
elected President and Vice-President of
the United Slates; elected aa fairly aa waa

George Washington or James Monroe.
That they were not inaugurated; that
ihe chief magistrate of thia nation haa for
more than three years been one whom the
lienpie and electors regretted; that in the
Kxecutive Department,the Government by
the people has ceased since March
4th, 1877, and is a living mon¬
ument seen now of all men,
aud to he remembered in all generations,
of the fraud of the Republican party; of
ita infidelity to Republican principles; of
its willingness to sacrifice the right of
popular elections, that vital principle of
the Republic, rather than relax ita hold
upon fiower; of the integrity of the Dem-
ocratic party even to the forms ot law; of
fts confidence that the will of the people
must finally prevail, abiding in which it
uatieutly waits for the full fruition of its
hopes until March 4th, 1881, but no long¬
er.uo longer, unless defeated at the
polls. If beateu fairly, we shall sub¬
mit. I repeat, we shall submit and
xgitin wait, but if again successful no cun¬

ning device of dishonest arbitration shall
deprive us of our rights. The Democratic
party will never again appear befoie a
tribunal falsely called justice; a tribunal
¦leaf to the appeal of testimony, but not
blind to the beckoning finger of favor;
hut though we failed to inaugurate our

candidate, our cause was not even for the
moment wholly lost. Retributive justice
vinlted without delav the immediate
authors of this infamy. The courts ol
Florida had thwarted tho conspirators
who proposed the theft of its State gov¬
ernment, ami the stern refusal of the
Democratic House of Representatives to
appropriate a man or a dollar to continue
the subjugation of South Carolina and
Louisiana soon forced the oppressors to
relax their graap.
No truce now remains of tho carpet¬

bag government of the South, except the
oue bundled and seventy million dol¬
lars of increased public debt they con¬
trived in seven years of misgoverument to
heap upon its impoverished jmopie. Yes,
another trace remained. Louisiana, enti¬
tled by the Constitution to two Seuators,
is represented by one. The seal of the
other is tilled by a delegate from a band of
outlaws,never recognized as a government;
lung since disposed of, some to fatten
upon tlie Federal Treasury, aud soraoto eat
the bread of exile. The years that have
parsed since the theft of tho Presidency
have been years of plenteous harvests. The
labor of the husbandman has reaped the
reward; the earth has been tickled with
the hoe and has laughed with the barvost.
Tbe beuison of the most high haa been
upon us and tiio opportunities afforded
by His gracious favor wisely employed In
theecouomiesof the successive Democratic
Congresses, have made possible that par¬
tial measure of resumed payment of the
National floating debt, and that equaliza¬
tion of values called by the Republican
party, tho "resumption of S|iecie nay-
ments. Rut the now prosperity awaken-;
ed by foreign demand aud the abuud
ant domestic product were gifts to
tho American peonje from a higher source
than any agency of the Republican party.
No soldiers kept the peace of the corn¬

fields; no returning noards canvassed the
whbat sheaves; no Supervisors or Deputy
Marshals assisted at the gathering into
the gamers; uo Electoral Commisson
gave ita blessing to the harvest Tbey
were the fruits of labor. The gracious
gifts of the labor wiio is the largest bene-
tactor in society; the high priest of
the Democratic hierarchy. Wo have
been spared one great danger since
the eight'day of June, 1880. It .has
been certain that the usurper will
not bo immediately followed by the
Monarch. Rut the third term has
been postponed, not ayertad, and t|ie real
danger is pot in the third term so much as
in the Hepublican parly which makes the
third term possible. Bonaparte didn't
crown hiinsail Emperor until Bonapart-
isui had corrupted Frauoe. When more
than three-tilth* of any political party
invoked a savior of society, that party is
already so poisoned with imperialism that
it has become itself a menace to the Repub*
