DOWN TO HER DEATH.

rUE BRIDGE HYATEKT BOLTED AT
Mjktrr.

The Body or a Toting Woman Found

Floating In Ibo KHrep-HtfJ*.'
pimHl to 1>« tbat of An¬

nie NewJon.

The body of a young woman was found
floating in the river, near ihe Ohio shore,
opposite the town of Moundsville. yester¬
day morning. The coroner of Belmont

county was notified, and went down and
held an inquest, but no facta were then

developed that threw any light upon the

girl's identity or the cause of her death.
The report reached this city shortly after
the inquest was concluded, with the
further information thata verdict of death
from accidental drowning had been ren¬

dered.
Last night facts were discovered by an

Intklliokncer reporter which, to say the
least, make the supposition reasonable
that the person whose dead l>odv was dis¬
covered at Moundsville, and the person
who jumped from the suspension bridge
on Monday night, are one and the same.

It is also believed, though the belief is,
based upon circumstantial evidence alone,
that the person's name and a portion of
her history are known.
To make an intelligib'e atory it will be

necessary to go back some six weeks ago,
when a young woman, apparently about
eighteen years of age, called at the Rine
House, the drover's hotel on Market street,
and asked for employment as a domestic
Mr. Kine, being in need of additional help,
employed the girl as a kitchen girl, and
since that time she has been living here
Che girl's name was Annie Newlon, and
she had formerly lived at Bridgeport,
rhough originally her home is said to have
been at or near Harrisville, Ohio.
On last Alonday Annie expressed her

intention of going over to Bridgeport in
:he evening to get a dress tbat was beinir
made there for her, and avowedly for this
purpose asked Mr. Rine to pay her what
was due on her wages, two dollars. Mr
Rine did so. In tf»e evening a bnyrame
to the house with two elegant bouquet*
which had been ordered by Annie, and
the paid him a dollar lor tbem. She then
went down street, and shortly returned
with two handsome vases, in which she

nut the flowers. She then went into Mr.
Christman's, next door to the Kine House,
and presented Mrs. Christmau with the
flowers and vaj«es.
She returned home about half past eight,

and stopped at the front door, aaying to

Mrs. Rine that she believed she would-not
go to Bridgeport. The lady replied that
she thought it was too late Almost im*
mediatelv Annie started, in her bare head,
and at a rapid gate, up Market street,
crossing to the Market House. Siuce that
time no one at the Rine House has seen

the girl, nor has any one received any
tidings of her, although diligent inquiry
was made at every place wbere sho wna

known to have any acquaintances.
Hearing of this case, a reporter con¬

jectured that there was some contention
between the disappearance of Annie New¬
lon and the finding of the body at Mounds¬
ville. With a view to ascertining whether
this was probably true, we called upon
Mr. Rine, and procured a miuute descrip¬
tion of the missing girl. 8he was tall, say
6 feet 8 inches in height; of medium
build, weighing probably 140 pounds; ol

fair complexion,had dark, rather long hair,
and wore,when she left the house, a plain
dark brown delaine dress, trimmed with
velvet of nearly the same shade; white
skirt, brown hose, new foxed gaiters,
laced in front
While at Rine's, we were told that the

girl had declared her intention to put an

end to her life. The cook corroborated
this, saying she had told her that she once
tried to kill herself by taking arsenic, but
had failed. She was determined to perse¬
vere and make way with herself. This
conversation took place on Monday after¬
noon, the day of Annie's disappearance
For the sake of comparison the follow¬

ing description of the body found yester¬
day was obtained by telegraph last night:
She had in her pocket a brass check, on

which were the letters "0. VV. S.," a silk
handkerchief and some matches. She
had on a black alpaca dreps, trimmed with
black velvet, a blue neck tve, a pair of
new foxed gaiters, a whiteskirt.anda pair
of brass ear bobs with aglasssetin tbem.
Her hair was blackand banged off in front.
She is supposed to be about twenty some

years old. She was a medium sized wo¬

man, and had a roqnd full face.
With this description we again called

upon Mr. Rine at a late hour last night,
and be and his wife, their memories be¬
ing refreshed by the papef, both recol¬
lected that all these items were true of the
girl. The only discrepancy in the descrip¬
tions is in the color of the dress, and in

this the Moundsville parties are evidently
mistaken, as it would be easy to be under
the circumstances.
The conclusion, therefore, is unavoid¬

able, that Annie Newlon carried out her
threats of taking her own life. The time
at which she disappeared corresponds bo

closely with that at which some person
was seen to jump from the bridge into the
river, that the presumptiou is almost as

strong that she was that person.
The motive for the girl's act is only

hinted at. It is alleged that sho had
loved, not wisely, but too well, and this
may have urged her to the desperate deed.
The facts known in regard to this, how-
>ver, are so meagre that it would be un-
ust to state any* of the suspicions that
jave been broached.

Keoiiion of ibe SnrTivInK Xrmben of
4'nrJlu'M BiiUery-A Memorable JBeel*
ins.
One of the prominent military organist*

tions of this section in the lite war was

Carlin's Battery, Co. D., of the 1st W. Va.
Light Artillery. This battery was organ-
ized August 20th, 1862, in this city, the
members being enlisted /or three years,
unless soouer discharged. Ihey served
with credit aud distinction through their
term of enlistment, taking part in the
famous engagements at Moo'refield, W.
Va.; Winchester, Va.; New Market, Va.;
Piedmont, Va.; Lexington, Va. and
Lynchburg, Va., and were mustered out
June 27th, 1805.

La«t night a number of the surviving
members of the organization met at Mar¬
tin's restaurant, on Market street. The
special reason for calling the meeting at
this time was the presence in the city of
Mort R. Hoxey, a popular member of the
buttery, formerly a Wheeling boy, but
now Mayor of Mitchelville.Iowa.
The meeting was called to .order, pjid

Capt. Carlin unanimously called to the
chair. 0. H. Watkins was elected secre¬

tary, and Henry F. Jones appointed to
call the roll.

As an enlargement upon tbia motion,
Lieat Harris offered tbe following:

RetrAvtd, That we the members of Bat¬
tery D, First West Virginia Light Artillery,
residents of Wheeling and vicinity, agree
to organize a society with a view to per¬
petuate the pleasant memories connected
with our army life. The officers of said
society shall consist of a President, who
shall be a residenfrof this city, and a Cor¬
responding Secretary, also a resident of
tbi* city.
This was adopted, but before any other

business was transacted Thomas Wilson
moved that a recess of twenty minutes be
taken for refreshments. The motion pre¬
vailed, amid considerable enthusiasm.

'Squire Philips asked the attention of
those present, and called upon Mr. Gor¬
rell to present a go'd-headed ebony cane,
provided for the occasion, to Mayor Hox-
ey, the guest of the home members of the
organization. This Mr. Gorrell did, in a

few neat remarks of a complimentary ten¬
or. Mr. Hoxey was taken completely by
surprise, and his feelings were too deep
for expression. He feelingly tendered his
thanks, and sat down covered with con¬
fusion.
Capt. Carlin being called upon for a

toast, responded with an eloquent little
tribute to the surviving members of his
command, which was drunk in silence by
the comrades present. Mr. Gorrell pro¬
posed the toast, "Our Dead Comrades,"
to which Lieut Harris responded in a few
sentence* from the heart, in praise of those
who were no longer among the living.
At the close of his remarks the members
were visibly affected.
After some time spent in story telling,

and jesting as is possible only upon kind¬
red occasions, the genial proprietor of the
restaurant appeared, followed by a colored
waiter, laden down with cake and ices,
and for a time the din of noises ceased,
while the boys tried to imagine they were

out in camp some place, eatiug a ham that
bad been confiscated by some foraging
party.

This over, the meeting wss again called
to ordes, and proceeded to the choice of
permanent officers.
