l'oor'M KiuirotiH .Tinnnui.

The advance shoots of Poor's Manual of
the Railroads of the United States are out,
and the book, which will be issued in a

few days, is the thirteenth annual volume,
and the most complete of the series. The
Manual reports operations. including 84,-
232 miles of railroads out of a total of 86,-
497 miles. From the statement showing
the number of miles constructed each year
since 1830 to 1870, inclusive, it is learned
that in 1830 there were twenty-three miles
in operation; in 1835, 1,008; in 1830,2,802;
in 1841, 3,595; in 1851 the number had in¬
creased to 10,082; in i850 to 22,016; in 1800,
to 30,035; in 1808 to 42,229; in 1870 to

52,914; in 1871, when there was built the
largest number of miles in any one year
(7,379), to 00,283, in 1873 to 70,278; in 1877
to 79,089; jn 1870 to 81,771}, aud in 1879
to 80,407. Next to 1871 in point of con¬

struction comes 1870, when 0,070
miles wero built, then 1872 with 5,878,
with 1800 noxt, when 4,015 were
built, and in 1873 with 4,107. Ho that in
the live years between 1809 and 1873, 28,-
040 miles were constructed, equal almost
to the total construction in the tirst twen¬
ty-nine years of railroad building from
1*830 to 1859, when only 28,789 miles were
in operation. The most marked feature
in connection with the increase of earnings
continues to be the reduction of freight
charges which has been taking place on
all our leading railroads for several years,
and in no years more notably than in that
which has just closed. To show the
changes that have taken place in these re¬

spects during the last seven years, the fol-
following figures aro taken, commencing
with the year 1873, that of the greatest
prosperity in railroads prior to 1870: In
1873 thirteen railroads moved 45,550,002
tons of freight, with 11,438 miles of road.
In 1879 the same roads moved 07,092,549
tons, with 13,821 miles of toad.' The re¬

ceipts for these transactionsin 1873 amount¬
ed to $112,004,048; in 1870 the amount was
$110, 311,452. --v

It will be seen from the above'that
while there has been an increase in freight
moved of 47.27 per cent, and in miles of
road operated of 20.83 per cent, the in¬
crease in earnings from that source has
been only 3.84 per cent. Freight is now
moved ata rate per ton per mile which
would live years ago have been regarded
as impossible. The percentage oI decrease
has been 42 31 per cent.nearly equal to
the increase in tons of freightmoved* The
reduction in rates during the year just
closed is greater than in any one year be¬
fore, except among a few of the trunk
lines during what was known as the war
ol rates in 1875-0.
The freight earnings of the roads given

in the table were in 1873 about one-third
those of all railroads in the United States,
and in 1870 about one-fourth. Had the
rates of 1873 been maintained in 1879. the
receipts for the latter year, instead of be¬
ing as now, would have reached on the
road named the sum of $230,018,888, and
for the United States. $023,475,352. The
difference between the amount aotnally
received and that given above shows what
has been gained bv the public in the op¬
erations of our railroads alone.
Another aignificaqt fact shown by the

tables is the reduction in both the funded
and floating debts aa compared with last

year. Thla has come about through the
process of reorganization of bankrupt com*

panies now nearly completed, and tho
transfer of these forms of indebtedness to
capital stock. While the funded debt has
decreased $15,251,851, and tbe floating
debt $25,367,501, the capital atock shows
an increase of $187,708,068. The amount
of interest paid has increased $9,077,000,
notwithstanding the reduction of the
debt; the rate of interest paid on the
funded debt averages 4.91 per cent
an increase of 0 27 per cent as com-
pared with 1878. The average rate of
dividend paid was 2.49 per cont, as com*
pared with 2.34 per cent for 1878, a gain
of 0.15 per cent. The increase in amount
paid as dividends was $8,052,102. Thus
while the gross earnings show an increase
compared with 1878 of $38,909,048, and
the net earnings of $32,341,657, the amount
paid for interest and dividends has in¬
creased $17,129,106. The remainder has
gone into permanent improvements, re¬

serve funds, and other fdrms of security.
The gross earnings of all the roads whose

operations have l>een reported, have
equalled $529,012,999, againut $190,103,351
for 1878, $472,909,272 for 1877, $197,257,639
for 1870, and $503,005,505 for 1875. The
general result of the operations of our
railroads for the last nine years is shown
in the following statement:

Classifying the States by their geograph¬ical position as usual, it will be seen that
the gross earnings for the New England
States were $41,329,825, against $41,200,203
for 1878, and $44,590,465 for 1877.
The gross earnings of the railroads in

the Middle States were $170,310,840,
against $155,358,698, and $155,943,121 for
1877.
The gross earnings of the railroads in

the Southern States were $43,917,284,
against $42,797,284 for 1878, and $39,812,.
858 for 1877. The net earnings were $14,-
673,357, against $14,379,958 for 1878, and
$12,064,346 for 1877.
The gross earnings of the railroads of

tho Western States were $282,479,646,
against $*209,852,275 for 1878. and $193,204,-
516 for 1877. The net earnings were $98,-
961.900, against $77,958,229 for 1878, and
$67,086,243 for 1877.
The gross earnings of railroads in the

Pacific States were $10,721,157, against
,$10,082,491 for 1878 and $7,760,922 for 1877.
The net earnings were $6,600,390, against
$3,501,025 /or 1878 and $2,055,137 /or 1877.
On the Pacific railroads the earnings

aggregated $30,354,241, against $30,662;130
for 1878, and $32,100,082 for 1877; of this
sum $8,127,105 was derived from passen¬
gers, and $22,227,076 from transportation
of freight, mails, etc. The net earnings
were $13,672,010. ngftinat $16,489,425 for
1877,.and $15,053,582 for 1877.
