Nzw York, August 6.—Dr. Tanner en-
tered upan the last day of his fust at noon,
His pain [8 intense, and ever since last
pight every move e makes either induces
emesls or causes eractions of gas. A
chemical analysis of the flald from the
stomach, it [s claimed, showa that the fast
has been honestly conducted. Every
hoar he walks cronnd the eoclosure with-
out assislance, so that the spectators may
see him. Atl o'clock in the morning he
wasquite sick. Filteen minutes later he was
Iying on the cot with his knees drawn up
to bis stomnch. He usked the watchers ta
notice his breathing without giving his
reasons Lherefor, His respiration waa
found to be 14 to the minute and oataral,
He fell naleep again, but soon slter made
an effort to vomit but brought up only a
amall quantity of water.

Alter a aleepol an honr, the Doctor
sgain drew himsell up in a heap, and
#oon had another attack of nunsea, vom-
iting mucus and water, The suggestion
hat a mustard plaster be put on his stom-
ach, wasscouted at by the Doctor who
suid nothing wonld relieve the discomlort
but beef, wine, and iron. He remained
quiet and comfortable until nearly seven
o'clock, when he ejected from his stomuch
two onnces ol water tinged with bile,
He was given 4t 8:16 two and a half
nunces of water, which was soon followed
by another attack of nansea. A mustard
foot tath made him quite comfortable
again however. At 10 o’clock the doctor
drank lour ouncea of water and then de -
cending to the lower hall walked one lap,
He repeated the pedestrian performances
at 11 and 12 o’clock and in the interval
drank three ounces of water. At noon he
deelared his condition good. Two propo-
suls of marrisge and an offer from n
Chicago Lyceum manager for the doctor
to lecture turongh the weatern States were
among the morning mail.
