Tho Island Club held a public meeting
last night, which wta very eatiafactory to
those having the good of the Republican
cause at heart A much larger crowd
than had been expected waa present, and
listened with the closest attention to Col.
Poorman's clear and incisive analysis of
the records of the two great parties in the
past in the light of their bearing upon the
policv of each in the future. Capt Hiram
Young presided, and in opening the
meetiog he made some very happy re¬

marks. He eloquently referred to the
Republican party, which "kept step to the
music of the Union," while the Democra¬
cy "danced to tho strains of Dixie." Judge
Uochran followed with some reminiscen¬
ces of campaigning with Col. Poorman in
Ohio in former years, and in closing he
alluded to the assassination of Lincoln,
and the first receipt of the news by the
Colonel and himself.
The Colonel opened his speech by say¬

ing ho was glad the death of Lincoln had
been referred to, for it demonstrated one

important fact, that this Government
reBted upon no one man's shoulders. It
went on uninterrupted after Lin¬
coln's assassination. He referred
to the careers of Hancock and
Garfield, saying that the people
had repeatedly said to the latter, "Thou:
hast been faithful over a few things, we

will make thee ruler over many things.
Come up higher." Hancock as a faithful
soldier and an able general was entitled to
respect. It was as neithor of these he
was nominated, but as the promulgator of
Order No..40, which virtually placed the
Government of the Southern States in the
hands of the leaders of the rebellion.
When tho South comes up to a Democratic
Convention and demands the nomination
of a man to whom they can give the
solid Southern vote they demonstrate that
the old sectional issue is not dead. But
their party is dead. The Republican part/
twok a bankrupt country and made of it
one of the grandest nations of the earth.
Upon every issue the triumph of which
was involved in tho accomplishment of
this sublime result the Democracy occu¬

pied the negative. They upheld slavery
in the territories; they said there was 110

power to coerce a sovereign State; they
said there waa no power to make green¬
backs a legal tender; they said it was un¬

constitutional to emancipate the slaves;
they opposed every successsive step in ttie
elevation of the freedmeu; and they are

now arrayed against every wise measure
the Republicans propone.
No man is more fully informed upon

the records of the two parties than Col.
Poorman. He has at his command figures
in regard to the tariff, the currency, and
other vital subjects which are weighty and
convincing, and we hope to hear him
often on this side of the river in the com¬
ing campaign expose the fallacy of the
claims of the Democracy to the suffrages
nf tha neonle.

Nsw York, August 5..At a Bopuollcan
banner raising in this vicinity Yesterday
George William Ourtls was a speaker.

After a pleasant greeting to bis neigh¬

It had been,
however, a question between meu, there
would have been no difficulty in choosing
between the trained statesman and the
veteran soldier. It was said, also, by many
Democrats that, in any event, the election
of Hancock would not be the ruin of the
country.
