To
destroy it would be like destroying the
regulator in a watch. The time piece
would simply go wild.

-"Are the Republicans carrying
the bonds merely to koep up the National
Banks?"
Certainly not. The bonds represent

the debt of the Government, growing out
of the war. Tbey are held by private
investors, by insurance companies, by
all sorts of trustjfunds, by savings banks,
and lastly, by the National Banks. The
Government carries the bondB simply be¬
cause it has to carry them.just as a pri¬
vate debtor carries his notes or mortgages1
.not as a matter of choice, but purely and
only as a necessity. The National Banks
bought the bonds held by them just the'
same^Tprtvate investors bought or sub¬
scribed for theirs. They bank
bank on these bonds, iust as Virginia
banks used to bank on Virginia bonds.
They are obliged to deposit their bonds in
the Treasury at Washington for security
to their note hordere, and this is the rear
son why it is impossible for National Bank
money to fail or depreciate. A National
Bank note is always worth one hundred
cents on the dollar, in any part of the
country, and loss to the holders of them is
simplyjmpossible. No system of banking
that we have ever had compares with ij.

Glenn, freighter, were Bitting in the depot
awaiting the down-train when the explo-
aion occurred. When the Fairplay coach
reached the scene of the disaster, soon af¬
ter, the passengers found Charles Hilton,
an employe, fearfully mangled, not a
stitch of clothing, save one sock/ bolng
found on him. Collyer was severely
wounded about'the head, and it is feared
his skull is broken. Conway was inter¬
nally injured, bnt not fatally. "Glenn was
wounded about the body, not seriously.
His coat was split from the neck down.
The ground on which the depot, freight
house, eating house, saloon and forward¬
ing house stood is now bare.
The buildings were blown into splinters

the sine of tooth-picks. Not one stick on
another remains of five buildings. It is
said twelve cases of gunpowder were in
the freight house, but this is mere rumor
and there is some mystery about the affair.
Agent Collyer, who recovered conscious¬
ness, says there was no powder about the
place. The wounded were removed to
t airplay. It is said that the stage driver
caught a scoundrel breaking iu the safe af¬
ter the explosion.
Persons who arrived on the ground, in

moving about in the darkness, stumbled
over the prostrate form of John H. Sin¬
gleton, who had one leg. blown off. He
conversed freely and gave some particu¬
lars of the occurrences.

oldest daughter, aged 10 years; but be¬
fore steps were taken to bring him up to
answer the charge, he had Longwell ar¬
rested for perjury, and on bringing him
before Justice Thomas Morris of Centre
District, by way of a compromise be was
released from custody by making a counter
affidavit. This last affidavit he now claims
was made through fear, as his life was
threatened; and ho also claims that the
cause of the men taking him out and
punishing him so cruelly was because he
did not leave the State in a specified time,
and to avenge the wrong done to Dr. De-
garmow these men inflicted this punish¬
ment. Wheu leaving him they gave him
twentv-four hours to leave the State, or if
found his life only would pay the penalty.
Shortly after the warrant was issued for

the arrest of Smith and Vauedine, Dr. De-
garmow, in company with'several others,
appeared at the Justice's office and had a
second warrant issued for Longwell, «n
the same charge as before mentioned (per¬
jury). An interesting time is looked for
when the parties are all arraigned before
our Justice.

Hoyt had a
quarter interest and Keene a hall. The
New lork end assumed entire direction
ol the 'deal." August Smith, of Mil¬
waukee, thought he saw a good chance in
following the movements of the syndicate
and he ganged his speculations by theirs;
and an agreement was finally arrived at
whereby, though he was not to share in
the profits of the syndicate, he was to be
guided by its directions. At one time the
syndicate had bought 10,000,000 bushels of
wheat. Ihey proposed to clone out the
deal last May, but the attempts did not
realize their expectationsand they decided
to postpone it till June, and by renewed
purchases force up the prices and then
onload. For a time it looked as if this
would succeed, but Hszeiton-Hoyt'e
partner here.began selling right and lelt
and the market slid away. Now almost
al their wheat has either been shipped or
sold, and the Chicago owners of one-

quarter interest in the deal find themselves
each from $260,000 to $300,000 out. What
Keene s and Hoyt's loss is cannot be esti-
mated, and Mr. Smith's loss is estimated
somewhere from a quarter to half a mil¬
lion.
