We alluded to the f*ct yesterday morn¬

ing that our Greenbrier correspondent
had tnlorined ua that Jake Jackson, Dem-

ocratic candidate lor Governor of thia

Bute, had, in a public speech *t Uwia-

burg, on the 23d of thl. month, denied
that he had ever uttered the words attrib¬
uted to him in the quotation standing at

the head of our columns. We also re¬

ferred to the well-known fact that we had
invited him to make this denial while he

was here In Wheeling, and had offered to

clinch his Fairmont words with over¬

whelming evidence in case he saw fit to

deny them. He remained here two or

three days, and bad a fair opportunity
at Washington Hall, after our Invitation,
to put us to th. test, but be did not choose
to do 80.

It seema, however, th»t he went down
into the Third district and there made the
denial at Greenbrier Court House. This
postponement on his part of an acceptance
of our Invitation really abeolved us from

any obligation to follow up hie denial or

attach any importance to it But, inas¬
much, aa we have been waiting for this
disclaimer, wherever and whenever it
might be made, we were perfectly willing
to accept it at long range, even from away
down In the Third diatrict, and accord¬
ingly, as soon as we noticed it In our

Greenbrier letter, we at once telegraphed
to oar correspondent at Fairmont, who, on
his part, has promptly responded with the

following card:

We, the undersigned, do hereby certify
that we were present at the Democratic
Congreeaional Convention which met at
Fairmont on the 20th day of July last
and heard Jacob B. Jackson say in a

fiw'ly of my noture. I intend to leach my
children to hale it. J hate lived hating if, and
intend to go to my gratt hatinq if."
This was said near the close of his

speech, in aloud voice, and was distinctly
heard by the entire crowd. To deny this
is to deliberately lie.

The
editor of the Sentinel, at Gratton, testified

to tbe same effect long ago. So fur u

wo have bfsrd there is prtcticjUly no de¬

nial of Jackson's words by anybody who
heard them at Fairmont.
Now the point we make In regard to thla

matter is this: To expreaa such

sentiment* aa Jake Jackson expreased,
of undying hate and enmity, is certainly
bad enough in all conscience on the part
of a candidate for the chief rulersbip of

this State, bnt to comeoatand deny them,
and eepedally to go off to a remote corner

of the State and deny them, onght to ever¬

lastingly condemn tbe anthor of them In

the estimation of all fair-minded and im¬

partial citirons, withont respect to party.
Ia anch a man fit to rule over the desti¬

nies of West Virginia? A man who will
first express sentiments of revengeful and
nndying hate for a party that embraces a

very large minority of tbe people of the

State, and then, in order to escape the

consequences, go off to a remote corner of

tbe State and deny his words; and this
too, after every opportunity had been of¬

fered him to deny them where the denial
conld be instantly met and refuted.
This Is the great Bombastes who sayi

that his name is Jackson.

I'bc tirecabMck Element AroaieU.
The way the contest in Maine is shap¬

ing itself has apparently attracted the at¬
tention of the leaders of the Greenback
party. It is discovered that the Demo¬
cratic leaders are making use of the Green¬
back element as far as they can as an

annex to their own organization, with a

view of securing several electoral votes
for Hancock in that 8tate. The National
organ of the Greenback party at Wash¬
ington has had its eyes opened to what is
going on in this direction, and in its last
tone it boldly expresses itself on the out¬
look. The immediate cause of its remarks
was the letter from Maine of Stillson
Hutchine, editor of the Washington Poit
(the substance.of which the Intklliokn-
CEHgave a few days ago), in which he com¬

plained that the Greenback element was

hanging back from hearty support of the
proposed fusion, and at the same time
with curious inconsistency declared that
in case Hancock shoald.be elected the
Greenback fly that has been annoying the
old Democratic horse will be brushed off
at one whisk of his tail. Taking this let¬
ter as a test, the National View says:
"We are greatly mistaken in the temper

and sense of our Maine friends if they, for
a moment, will allow themselves and the
principles of their party thus to be made
the tool of Democrats (or the purpose of
aiding in a success from which they are
to be kicked off at the winning-post. The
importance of Maine in the coming elec¬
tion is very great, and her position-excep¬
tional. The Democracy, which claims a

Solid South, would use this northernmost
key to unlock the door which has barred
them from power so long. They depend
on Maine Greenbackers to help them to do
it. But for our third party there is no

hope in such a chango. The change
which the Greenbackers in Maine and
every other Stato demand, is a change of
measures and not a change of political or¬

ganizations merely. Will the Greenback¬
ers of Maine allow themselves to be rallied
to the platform which demands
hard money; to be marshaled under
the Hag which protects fraud¬
ulent ballots, Ond march to the music of
men who boast that success to them means
disintegration and the utter destruction of
the Greenback party? Will the "Green¬
back ily" permit itself to be kicked from
the ^Democratic horse" by its dW violi-
tion? Will you pool issues with the Dem¬
ocracy, which chooses to mock your can¬
didate who deQed their Congress and
forced tbem to a vote; who have
nothing but scorn for the effort
of a good man who aims to give
homes to his fellows? Better far to be
an active and solid minority than swal¬
lowed up in the victory of false allies.
Every effort at fusion with the opposingelements weakens and destroys. There is
no hope for the third party anywhere save
on the platform they have chosen and an

uncompromising light on its principles."
A Washington dispatch says that the

significance of this editorial will appear
when it is considered that it was written
just after the editor bad had a full confer¬
ence with General Weaver, who was in
Wsshington before it appeared, and tiiat
it undoubtedly reflects the sentiments of
the Greenback leaders.
We should think that General Weaver's

recent observations and experiences in
the South had been such as to make him
the uncompromising foe of fusion in
Maine. The Democracy who counted him
out in Alabama are willing to fuse with
him in Maine long enough to accomplish
their purpose, which is the complete con¬

trol of the Government. After that, ac¬

cording to the editor of the Washington
J'otl, he and hiB are to be summarily dis¬
posed of as an ally that isno longer needed
or wanted.

The Tariff Inane.

The Democratic party in all its instincts
is a free trade party. As far back as 1856,
it unequivocally declared in its National
Presidential Convention of that year,
that "the time has come for the people of
the United States to declare themselves in
favor of free seas, and progressive free
trade throughout the world."
This resolution was passed in the days

when Cotton was King, and when the
Southern leaders laid down the policy of
the party on all questions of moment
The South to-day by virtue of its solid
vote.its 138 electoral votes.controls the
policy of the party as in the days of slavery,
and it is as inexorable as ever on the sub¬
ject of free trade. Hence at Cincinnati.
in June last.it declared for "a tariff for
revenue only," and its noftineetbr Presi¬
dent, in accepting the nomination, declar¬
ed as follows:
"The principles enunciated by the con¬

vention are those I have cherished in the

fiast and shall endeavor to maintain in the
uture."
The Democratic party now controls both

houses of Congress. It is everywhere be¬
lieved that immediately succeeding this
Presidential election will occur the long
postponed struggle on ithe tariff.the
struggle that was initiated by Fernando
Wood two years ago. With a Democratic
President in the Executive Chair tho way
will be open and unobstructed for the pas¬
sage of the Wood bill or any other bill.
Once passed it falls within the declaration
of Hancock that "the principles enunci¬
ated by the convention are those I have
cherished in the past and shall endeavor
to maintain in the future." Hence as
President ho will sign any, "tariff for rev¬
enue only" bill that a Democratic Con¬
gress may pass.

Thk Farmers' Alliance of New York
State met at Rochester last Wednesday
ind adopted a set of resolutions denounci¬
ng freight discrimination by the railroad

companies, and recommended that the
following questions be pot to candidates
for the State Legislature:

1. "Will yon, if elected, favor the enacts
ment of lawa compelling railroads to base
their charges upon the 'cost of risk ol ser¬

vice,' instead of the new theory annunci¬
ated by the railroad managers, 'what the
traffic will bear,'of which question trans*
porters are now sole judges?"

2. "Will you, if elected, favor the enact¬
ment of laws, prohibiting favoritism and
unjust discriminations, through secret
rates or otherwise?"

3. "Will you, If elected, favor the enact¬
ment of a law establishing a Board of
Railroad Commissioners to see that the
laws relating to common carriers are exe¬

cuted, and to stand between the railroads
and those whose interests compel them to
usethem?"

4. "Will you, if elected, labor and vote
for the enactment of a law placing the
personal property in this State upon the
same basis of taxation with real prop¬
erty?"
A number of speeches were made ex¬

horting the farmers to political indepen¬
dence.

The trouble grew out of some
dealings between the men: commenced
in a Qst-fight and ended as above. Boul-
den, the man doing the sbootiDg, went
back into Wetzel, and we have not yet
beard of hia arrest.
