Daring Hm*
con's administration, December, there
were thirty murders reported by the Bu¬
reau. In other words, according to tf
calculation, the peace administration
General Hancock and Buchanan has to i

count (or twice the numberofmurderacom¬
mitted under the Sheridan-Throckmorton
administration and three times the num¬
ber under the Sheridan-Pease administra¬
tion.
Moreover, the fuller reports show that

aincethe policy of General Hancock was

inaugurated, sustained as it is by President
Johnson, the homicides in Texas have
averaged fifty-fire per month, and for the
last fire months they have averaged sixty
per month. And it is for the commander of
the Fifth Military District to answer t
the public forst least two-thirds of 830 o
more homicides committed in Texas since
the first of December, 1867. Charged .by
law to keep the peace and afford pro¬
tection to fife and property, and having
the Army of the United states to assist
him in so doing, he has failed. He has
persistently refused to try criminals, re¬

jected the prayers of the Executive of the
State and Commanding General of the
District of Texss for adequate tribunals,
and turned a deaf ear to the cry of tried
and persecuted loyalists. And, knowing
whereof 70 affirm, and in the lace ot the
civilised vorld, we do solemnly lay to his
chsrge the desth of hundreds of the loyal
citizens of Texas.a responsibility that
should load bis name with infamy, and
band his very memory to coming yeara as
a curse and an execration.
The obligations of the Government end

of the citizen sre mutual and co-relative.
If true allegiance is rendered by the lat¬
ter, ample protection is due from the form¬
er. And for and in the name of the loyal
whites and blacks in Texas we do avow
we have been true and unwavering in our
fidelity to the United States Government.
In the fsce of persecution, in the face of
»ocial proscription, in the face of the hal¬
ter, and in the face of every imaginable
peril, we have stood firm in our devotion.
Lf there be a people on earth who can

rightfully claim the protection of the
government, the loyalists of Texss oer-

ainly have that right; especially now
hat it is in the power of the Government
o extend it, do they claim protection
rom the vengeance of those who still
mrsue them for their sllegiance. But let
he responsibility rest where it msy we

ay it deliberately, that protection has not
>een granted us.
The committee recommend the adoption

if the following resolutions:
Thst the president of the convention be
equested to forward a copy of this report
d the President of the Senate and the
Ipeaker of the Qoqae of Representatives,
o the end that Congress msy afford auch
elief, as, in their wisdom, we may be en-
iUed to.
