A MISSOURI STACK ROBBED.
St. Louis, October 1..A special from

Southwestern Missouri says that the stage
which runs between Peare's City, Mo.,
aod Eureka Springs, Ark., was stopped on

Wednesday last, about twenty miles from
the former place, by a party of six masked,
well-armed men, and the passengers,
eleven men and one woman, robbed of
their money and other valuables, amount¬
ing to about 1000, of which A. P. Mann,
Assistant Engineer St. Louis and San
Francisco Railroad, lost 1217; W. H.
Uhamplin, bis clerk, $175. Two other
passengers threw away their pocket-books
containing $1,500 when the stage was
stopped, but recovered them when the
robbers left. Mr. Champlin attempted
to draw a revolver, but a bullet from one
of the robbers which passed through his
coat sleeve admonished him to keep quit.

"'jlUBDEB WILL OUT."
Chicago, October 1..William H. Fair-

child, who has, as occasion served, borne
the aliases of Burton, Clark, Hornell or

Shoemaker, and who baa Berved time for
varions crimes in the Michigan and Ohio
penitentiaries, waa arrested here to-day for
the murder of an old man named Richard
French, whom Fairchild and bis wife had
enticed to Kausas under the promise of
caking care of him, and bad then mur¬
dered in cold blood. The crime first be¬
came known to the Chief of Police of To¬
ledo, to whom the prattling of Fairchild's
little girl revealed it. The body of French
was exhumed, and Fairchild had been fol¬
lowed for some time, with the reault of
to-day's arrest. Tfie murder was com¬
mitted in 1878.

A STRANG* PHILADELPHIA tragedy.
Philadelphia, October 1..1The body of

a man was found in the Delaware river at
the Noble street wharf. It was afterwards
identified as the the remains of Horace P.
Wilbur, a well known and once wealthy
member of the bar. The mysterious sur¬
roundings of the suicide now'aapear.
Thursday afternoon the body of a res*

pectable looking woman was found in the
dock at the same spot. It is said Wilbur
was seen in ber company on Monday
evening. The watchman of the wharf
saya he saw a man and woman jump into
the river on 8nnday or Monday night.
The deceased lawyer leaves a widow and
three or four children. The antecedents
of the woman are not known here. Mr.
Wilbur waa a member of the Union
League, and field other positions of trust

A Triumph for the W. U.
St. Louis, Mo., October 1:.Justice Mil¬

ler this morniug delivered an opinion in
the case of the Western Union Telegraph
Company versus the Union Pacific and
Kansas Pacific Railway Companies and
the American Union Telegraph Company,
recently argued before the United States
Circuit Court here. The court does not
dissolve the injunction prayed for, but
says: "We are both of opinion that the
railroad company has the right, as it al¬
ways had, to the exclusive uso of the first
wire on the telegraph poles, and we are of
the opinion that as the matter
stands at this stage of the pro*
ceedingH, that the company should
have the right, pending further litigation
of the case, to nse that wire not only for
the ordiuary business of the road, but for
the purpose of transmitting commercial
and paid messages for the public in gen¬
eral; that it has no right to interfere with
the Western Union Telegraph Company
in the use of the other two wires for the
purpoaeof carrying all messages of what¬
ever class it may choose to carry over
those wires, and that it is proper that an
order should be made which shall stand to
represent this principle."

Ciiicaoo, October 1..A Minneapolis

special says in the aggregate the wheat in
Minnesota and Dakota has turned oat
better than was expected three weeks
ago when heavy rainsovertook harvesters.
Minnesota's crop is but little short of an
average, and Dakota is fully up to an aver¬
age, turning out 20 to 30 bushels to the
acre, and mostly graded No. 1. In some
localities the yield is 35 bushels to the
acre. The Northern Pacific railroad is
employing its entire freighting capacities
to move the grain to Detroit. The receipts
here last week reached 103.000 bushels,
and prices rule at 88c for No. 1; 85c for No.

The
receipts in wheat approximate 300,000
bushels per week, and it is shipped at
once by lake to the seaboard. Prices rule
as high as l)8c for No. 1 hard, and 94c for
No. 1, which are fair prices.
