In the abaenoo
of any act of Congress, the Legislature
would have the power, as soon as assem-
sembled, to choose a Senator, when its
slectlon had been declined, as in the case
of General Garfield. Therefore, the cir¬
cumstance that Congress hss made no

specific provision for such a case does not
take away the power which the Legiala-
ture has by the Conatitution.
The Constitution saya: "The timea,

J>laces. and manner of holding elections
or Senatora and Representatives shall be
prescribed in each State by the Legiala*
ture thereof; but the Congress may at any
time, by law, make or alter sucji regula¬
tions, except as to the places of choosing
Senators."

mercial relations, and that both their own
interests and ours would he thereby pro-
noted. The products of South America,
which reach the Pacific coast, oan only
reach this country by way of San Fran-
:isco or the Isthmus of Panama, conse¬

quently I have also felt it my duty to
inaugurate such slope as were calculated
:o establish more intimate relations with
:he States and people upon each side of
[hat Isthmus. The authority ol the Sec¬
retary of the Navy is limited upon this
inbject and and does not extend beyond
the location of the stations at the points
where our vessels touch, or may be in-
lucedto touch, in order to promote com¬
mercial intercourse where it la already
sstablished, or to invite it where it is not.
I have, therefore, caused steps to be taken
lor the establishment of coaling stations
upon each side of the Isthmus, at points
Bminently suitable, both aa regards naval
uses and commerce in that region. The
ane on the east is located at Chirique La¬
goon, in the Carrlbean Sea, and in the im¬
mediate vicinity veins of coal have al¬
ready been oponed; and that on the west
it the Bay of Golfits, a port of the Gulf
af Dnlce, on the Pacific. Thediatancebe¬
tween them is lees than one hundred
miles. The only two sale and sufficient,
commodious harbors on the Isthmus are

it these points, and although the Depart¬
ment did not, before making deposits of

it was not anticipated that any political

Thompson calls attention to the epeclal
relations between the navv and commerce
of the country. "The subject," he says,
"has gained fraeh importance by the
constantly increasing supplies ol our agri¬
cultural and manufacturing products now
being sent by sea to all parta of the world.
To this immense commerce the navy Is a
necessary ally, and must at all times be
prepared to furnlah It protection.
It la .impossible to do this
effectually unless a sufficient num¬

ber of the right kind of vesssls are con¬
structed, not for cruisers merely, but for
all purposee of war when the emergency
aball require It. The crnleera we now

have are constantly employed in various
seas, and It is gratifying to know tbatour
flag is so much respected in all parta of the
world that very few instancee have oc¬
curred where our merchant veesels have
been interfered with, but undoubtedly it
is time that whether tbe navy t>e regarded
aa a protector of our oommerce or aa an es¬

sential means of defense, the nnmber
of veeaele should be increased, and it ia
equally true that a good policy requires
the National Government to employ allita
legitimate powera to increaae thelstrength
of our mercantile marine, so tbot It may
become commensurate with all tbe wants
and nacesaitiee of our commerce. The In¬
creaae of on* should be proportionate to
that of tbe other. Our material wealth is
in a larire degree tbe product of our com-
raerco upon me ocean. An una u extend¬
ed, so will onr wealth be looreued,
and as at so time In the put baa tbia
wealth increased so rapidly as at pres¬
ent, now U a moet opportune lime lor Ui
to e»tend to It the neceeearv degree ol pro¬
tection.

Cleveland, December 2..Ohio's twen¬
ty.twe Electors, accompanied by Governor
Foster, Secretary ot State Burnee, State
Treteurer Turney and other cfliciale, vis-
ited Mentor thin morning to psy a formal
call upon General Garflelil.
Daring the visit, in response to the ad¬

dress of General Groevenor, General Gar¬
field addressed them, as reported for the
Herald, in the following language:
"I am deeply gratefolto you for this call

and for these personal and public con¬
gratulations; if I were to look upon the
late campaign and its result merely in the
light of a personal struggle and a personal
success, it would probably baas gratifying
as any thing could be in tbe history of
politics; II my own conduct during the
campaign has been In any way a help and
a strength to our cause I am glad;
It is not always an easy thiog
to behave well; iI under try¬
ing circumstances my behavior as a
candidate has met your approval, I am
greatly gratified; but tbe larger Bubjectof
your congratulations to the country on the
triumph ol the Republican party, opens a
theme too vast for me to enter upon now.
I venture, however, to mention a reflec¬
tion which has occurred to me in refer¬
ence to the election of yesterday. I sup¬
pose that no political event has happened
in all the course of tbe contest, since the
early spring, which caused so little excite¬
ment, and,Indeed, bo little public oberva-
tion as tbe Presidential election wbich
was held yesterday at midday The
American people paid but little attention
to tbe details ol tbe real Presidential elec¬
tion, and for a very significant reason. Al¬
though you and all tbe members of tbeElectors! Colleges had absolute constitu¬
tions! and technical right to vote for any¬
body you chose and no written law directed
or suggested your choice, yet every Amer¬
ican knew that tbe august sovereign of
this Eepublic, the 9,000,000 of voters, on
an early day in November had pronounc¬
ed tbe omnipotent fiat of choice, and that
sovereign assuming as done that which he
bad ordered to be done, entertained no
doubt but that bis will would be implicit¬
ly obeyed by all the colleges in all the
States. That is the resson why the
people were ao serenely quiet yesterday.
Ihey had never yet found an American
who failed to keep his trust aa a Presiden¬
tial Elector. From this thought I draw
this leeson. That when that omnipotent
sovereign, the American people, speaks
to any one man and orders him to do a

duty, that man is under tbe moBt solemn
obligations of obedience,which can be con¬
ceived, except those which the God of tbe
universe might Impose upon him. Yeater-
aay,through your votesandthevotesln the
various States of the Union, it is probable
[the returns will show) that our great po¬
litical sovereign has laid his commands
upon me. If ho has done so I am
is bound by his will and his great in-
ipiration and purpose as I could
be bound by any conaideration that tbls
earth can impose upon any human being.
In that presence, therefore, I stand andam
aided by the majesty and authority of
such a command. In so far as I can in¬
terpret tbe best inspirations and purposes
of our august sovereign, I eball seek to re¬
alize them. Yon and I and those who
have acted with us in the years past be¬
lieve that our sovereign lovee liberty and
desires for all the inhabitants ol the Re¬
public peace and prosperity under tbe
sway of Just and equal laws. Gentle¬
men, I thank you for this visit,
for this wslcome, for the suggestions
that your presence and your words bring
and for tbo hope that you have expressed,
that In the arduous and great work before
us we may maintain the atandard ol
nationality and promote all that is good
and worthy in this country, and that dur¬
ing the coming four years all may raise
juBt as large a crop of peace, prosperity,
iuatlce, liberty and culture aa it is possi¬
ble for forty-nine millions of people to
raise."
Governor Foster was master ol ceremo¬

nies; presenting tbe visitors to General
Garfield. After an interchange of greet¬

Lawrence, First Comptroller of the Cur¬

lury Judge Lawrence says: There may
be some doubt whether the existing
statute defining perjury is sufficiently
broad to Include all cases of corruption
andfalae swearing in affidavits used for vari¬
ous purposes in tbe Treasury Department.
Affidavits sre necessarily used for a great
variety of purposes and it is of tbe utmost
Importance that all who make them sbonld
be amenable to punishment in cases de¬
riving it.
