The
liefersn found that the whole smount of
this dividend stock was 385,000, which
would make tha whole swount of atock
£253,000, or $5 000 more than the $250,000
allowed “to bae levied. On this- point
Me-srs. Wulden & Elliott, the atlorneys
for the stocknalders, made & plea that, as
the sum allowed by law had been over-
roached, the action was illegal and their
clienta conld not be held lor any part ol
the $85,000 stock. The Referee ecided
againe: this plea, giving his decision in
the Inllowing language:
