There is no lack this season of appro¬

priate articles for Christmas gifts which
may be made at home. Art needlework
as applied to home docoration is the fash-
ionable craxe of the day. All manner of
pretty trifles are popular, and the room

looks barren which does not include some
of them among its furnishings.
Of the more costly and elaborate of these

we have already spoken, bat there are also
innumerable objects of ornament and ose

for people of all sorts, some costing only s
few cents for material, so that no one need
be at a loss what to make for Christmas.
The many trifles manufactured of gilt

and silver card board look especially well
apon the Christmas tree. Hair pin-cosh-
lions, photograph holders, cigar cases,
catch-alls, air-castles, intended for orna¬
ment only, or for use as pin-cuaions, all
these are decorative and easily made. For
the match-safes there are many patterne,
the best of which is, perhaps, the double
safe.two boat-shaped recaptacles. one

above the other, lor matches and burnt
ends respectively. Tins came for these,
and the card-board must be cut to cover
them. These covers are ornamented wi'h
needlework or scrap pictures, and the affair
is suspended by a ribbon. Tins for whisk-
holders are covered in the same way,
dnished with ribbon quilings, and with
satin or silk at the bottom to match.
Splint-work is al*o used for these, and is
very effective when prettily embroidered.
Such a holder makes an acceptable present
to either a lady or gentlemen.
Empty mustard or spice boxes form a

good foundation for cigar-holders. The
cardboard is cut to fit and decorate to
taste. The bottom.of cardboard.is
sewed in, and ouilled ribbon hides the
joint, and finishes the top of .the case. A
ribbon ia sewed to the aides, and forms
rhe handle. The same case may be hung
on tbe gas bracket and used for lighters.
In this case the tapers should be made,
and the balder filled before giving the
present. Newspaper holders are pretty
and easily made. The frames for these are

Isold at fancy stores, and are mostly wood
en or paper-mache backs, with slits,
through which the straps pass. There are

two of these straps of strong canvass,
bound with ribbon and worked in point
Rusee or cross stitch. These straps hold
the newspapers, and may be let out or

taken up as desired. The holder is to be
hunt; on the wall, and forms a most orna¬
mental adjunct to a study table.
BiBketa of all kinds are popular and are1

variously decorated. Open wicker baskets
are still in great favor lor waste backers.
Thev are decorated witn lambrequins
made of cloth, velvet or eateen. When
this last-named material is used, cretonne
flowers may be transferred to the centre
of each Vandyke and finished with silk or
crewels round the_edge; email tassels fin-

Q lilt¬
ed silk, satin, or mtrino are the materials
most ased for them, bat soms are daintily
embroidered or band painted.
The fashionable aide bass will figure

largely aa Christmas presents this year.
Those most liked sre th« flat baa. with
plated rims sod with catches and chain.!
Others are in reticule shape, plain or em-

broidered, and some a*e exquisitely hand*
painted in ti »ral designs.
Pin cushion.* are legion. The hand¬

somest are of plash. Next comes silk or

satin, so beautifully embroidered or paint¬
ed that, as a lady aaid of one such, "it
wonld be a ain to stick a pin in it."
Fans also appear among fashionable

fancy work. A five-cent Japanese fan
with lone handle forms the foundation.
This is covered with satin, embroidered,
painted or trimmed with lace and dowers.
Some have a butterfly, others a humming
bird in a nest of lace, and ail are finished
with a satin ribbon.
Pen wipers paw enameratioa. The new¬

est are in form of a miniature tea cosy,
the cosy lined by stitf card and filled in

with strips of cloth, or better yet, with
ends of slack worsted. The oatside should
be prettily worked. Another new pen
wiper imitates a shawl strap. To make
this the clotb may be arranged in the three
different colored rolls.for instance, red,
blue and gray.and padded by odd scraps
nntil about half an inch in diameter.
Furm small straps of enameled cloth, sim¬
ilar to those uaed for shawls, and fasten
the tiny luggage together. A few threads
of gold colored silk will represent the
buckles. Another style is a small cap
stuffed tight with a tassel of black wool;
indeed, there is no limit to the forms
which this necessary appendage to a wri¬
ting table may assume.
Very useful on a dressing table are the

little baskets of three or four inched in
diameter, just large enough to hold a

spool of black cotton, one of white, a

thimble, needle-book, and a tiny pair of
ecissors. Baskets of this kind are to be
had resting on three legs, and may, with
a little patience and ingenuity, be made
exceedingly pretty as well as useful. They
should be carefully lined with a little gay-
colored silk or eatin and should have a
sm.ilI pocket, fast large enough for a

thimble, tacked inside and opposite this
should be fastened a tiny stnffed
pin-cushion. The ecissors should have a

sheath of the same color as the lining, if
possible, and the needle-book should be
small but convenient for holding two fiat
papers 3f needles and a leaf or two of fine
flannel. A little cord aroand the edge of
the basket is a great improvement and
fi jish. Such are some of the trifles which
may be nude aa Christmas presents for
those who will valae the gift as part of the
giver, because it is her own handiwork.
