APPALLING ARRAY

Or HUBDEROUS ASSAULTS AXD FA¬
TAL CASUALTIES.

Dcnth la tbe MID* and on the B«II-^W
Explosion.By His Own Hand-Intox-
leated Man Get* Too Much Cold
Water.Murderer lynched, and
Another Benteneed to Death.

FRISUTFUL FATS.

Fearful Collleloa Sear Charlotte. W.C.-
Several raii(U|er« Killed and one

Hlewly KoMi'd to Death, the Bystand¬
er* Hearing bla fcbrlehe o( A*ooy hot
1'uable to offer Aid.

Charlotte, N. 0., December 27..A
frightful railroad disaster occurred this
morning oh the Air Line Railroad five
hundred yards beyond the Paw Creek
treetle, nine milee from thla city. Two
freight trains left Charlotte yeeterday
morning in sections, one about fifteen
minutes behind the other. On an up
grade, just' beyond the Paw Creek trestle,
fourteen cars of the forward train broke
loose and stopped after running a short
distance. In the rear car were the flag¬
man, Bob Griffith, of this city, and six
passengers, three of whom were colored.
When the detached cars, stopped flagman
Griffith at once jumped off, and hating
iold the train men to notify the passengers
that they had broken loose from the re¬
mainder of the train, immediately started
back to pignal the second section.
He hAO not gone far before he
heard the approaching train, and
then realized the fact that he couldproceed
no farther because of the trestle, which is
150 yards wide and very heavy. He
waved a flag as the engine in charge of
Engineer Wisenberry came in eight, and
the engineer expreesed his recognition of
it by immediately blowing down brakes,
but his train was heavy and he was near-

ingthe bottom of one of the biggest grades
on the road, hence it was impossible to
stop. As soon as he realized this fact,
anu before crossing the treesel, he reversed
bis engine and continued to blow on
the breaks. Realizing the catastrophe, he
left his seat, and standing in front of the
fire-box, with his hand on the lever, await¬
ed the shock. It came, and he was par¬
tially knocked down by a Btick of wood
from the tender, but was otherwise unhurt,
though almost entirely aliut in by the
mass of debris which was thrown against
the engine His life was probably saved
by the fact that the rear of the tender was
thrown to one aide, thus deviating the
full momentum of the train from the en¬

gine, to the side of a cut. against which
the shattered cars were piled in an inex¬
tricable masH. What occurred in the cut
ia obtained from the statement made by
Thee. IL Gaither, of this city, who was a

passenger and who miraculouslv escaped
death, though seriously injured, having
had several of his ribs broken. There were
six passsengere, beside tbe flagman. The
train wtjicb ran into them had caught up
with them at Wood titation, a few miles
back, and, hence, when its coming was
announced no one felt apprehensive. A
flagman had been Bent back as an adddi-
tional precaution, and hence no atten¬
tion was paid to the approaching train. It
was upon them before they knew it.
Gaither remembers that he and Phillip 8.
Whianant atarted to get out, but before he
had passed the middle of the car he was

knocked down; he managed, with the
aasiatauce of a colored man, to extricate
himself by lifting the whole top of
the car off of the other passengers. Phillip
8. Whisnant, of this city; Charles Sellers,
whose parents live in Pmhook, and & ne¬

gro named Ned Stroad were all killed.
The cars telescoped each other and were

piled in the greatest confusion. The mass

caught fire, and the remnants of the cars,
including that in which were the passen¬
gers, were destroyed. At least one of
them was burned alive. Tbe charred
remains were recovered after several
honre, bnt could not be recognized. The
bead, feet and hands were entirely burned
nff.

Joseph Sny¬
der, who boarded with Goggel, was be¬
lieved to be the murderer.
Joseph Snyder, aged twenty-four, the

murderer of Jacob and Anna Gogel, near
Bethlehem, was found in a neighboring
barn under some straw this morning at 9
o'clock. He was immediately taken back
to the bouse of his victims and questioned
as to the murder. He was cool and col
lected. He was interrogated by Rev. Mr.
Brendele, of Bethlehem, and at once con¬
fessed having committed the crime, telling
the story with great deliberation. He was
in love with the eldest daughter of the
Goglee, aged sixteen, but was opposed by
her parents. He believed by killing them
all opposition would be removed to his
suit. He had scarcely confessed before a

rope was taken from one of the beds and
was placed around his neck and he was

dragged outside the house and hung to a

large chestnut tree. After being suspend¬
ed twentv minutes he was cut down by
the poornouse authorities and taken to
that institution, where it was found
death waa caused by strangulation. The
officers of the law made a vain endeavor to
restrain the fury of the mob, Detective
Yoke, of Bethlehem, firing at one of the
ringleaders without effect. Several thou-j6and people visited the scene of the trage-1
dy during the day.

A boiler exploded at noon, at E. P. Dodge's
shoe factory, killing engineer Jas. Hunt¬
ington, of Boston; Daniel Bridges, stock-
fitter; John R. Bailey, heeler, and Cbaa.
Heeling. Tbe establishment of Smith's
heeling factory and the boiler honre were
nearly demolished. The boiler waa
thrown 200 yards into Green street,
breaking thousands of panes of glass in
tbe vicinity. Several men were slightly
injured and a fireman is reported missing.
Had help been at work the loss of life
wonld have been terrible.

Important WlturiiM Killed.
London, Oxt., December 27..The five

persons killed on Saturday, while crossing
the railroad track near Glendenberry,
were all witnesses in the great Biddnleph
murder trial, and wars to be again called
upon to give testimony in that caae on the
24th of next month. The prisonsrt, six
in nnmber, who are still in jail here, were
greatly excited when they heard of the
accident, aa the parties were witnesses in
their behalf.

DEATH OP A NOTED DIVINE.

Dr. Edwin Cbapln, a Universally
Preacher, and Horaen QrMlry'a Pastor.

Nxw Yoke, December 27..Rev. Dr.
Ddwin Chapin is dead. The /deeds
of Dr. Chapin ibave known for come

time that there was no hope of his
recovery, but the intelligence of his death
will, nevertheless, be received with regret
Dr. Cbapia was born in Union, a village

in Washington county, K. Y., on the 20th
of December, 1814. His parents were na¬
tives of New England, and while be was
in hia boyhood they removed to Benning¬
ton, Yt. He received his academic educa¬
tion at Bennington Seminary, and return¬
ed to this State, beginning to study for the
bar in a lawyer's office in Troy. Without
completing his legal studies he soon re¬
moved to Utica, where he became assist¬
ant editor of the Magazine and Advocate
that was then the leading journal of the
Universalis! denomination.
In 1837, when twenty-three years of

age, he was ordained in Utica to the Uni-
versalist ministry. He immediately began
preaching, and accepted a call to become
pastor of the Independent Christian
Church, of Richmond, Va., a society com¬
posed both of Universalists and XMtari-
ana. In 1840 he 'accepted charge of the
Universalist Church in Charleston, Mass.
Six j ears later be accepted a call from the
School Street Qnlveraaliat Church, Boston,
becoming the colleague of Hosea Ballou.
In 1848 Dr. Chapin came to this city to as¬
sume the pastorate of the Fourth Univer-
salist Socitty, which be has ever since re¬
tained. Among his friends and parish-
onera was Horace Greely, whose funeral
services took place in his church. Dr,
Chapin leaves a wife,, two sons and a

daughter.

Washington, December 27..About the

only thorough Democrat appointed to of-
fice in the 8ooth by the present adminis¬
tration was United States Marshal Fitz-
simmona. of Georgia.

Washington, December 27..The Flori¬
da Legislature will, on the 4th of January
next, proceed to the election of a successor
to Senator Jones. It is thought that the
8enator will be returned beyond a doubt.
A little fight, however, baa been organ¬
ized against him because he is not a na¬
tive of the State- and springs from no

prominent family. Senator Jones is a na¬
tive of Ireland, and went to Florida in
1855. ,He worked his way up, for a time
laiboring at a carpenter bench by the side
of a slave. Senator Beck finds'that he is
being opposed for a re-election to the Sen¬
ate on pretty much the same grounds. He
is a native of Scotland, and the argument
is being used against him that it is time he
should make way for a Kentuckian to the
manor born, that he has held his position
longenongb. Representative Carlisle and
judge Lindsay are said to be hia most for¬
midable competitors for the Senatorship.

A HIM MAIL.

Hearly 700.000 Pieces for Distribution In
New York.

Naw York, December 27..For the first
time in the history of the mail service of
this city a portion of the mail in down
town business districts had to be delivered
In carriages. The accumulation of Satur¬
day and Sunday, including the mails of
an ocean steamer, gave 189 pounds to each
carrier. Two carriers accompanied a car-

riage, one to deliver and one to watch the
matter.. To-day'a.diatribution of mail is
said to be the largest ever on this conti¬
nent. Between 600,000 and 700,000 letters,
newspapers and packages were on hand
last night for distribution in the lower part
of the city. Many thousands of Christmas
cards, American and foreign, were in the
mails this season. They were even more
plentiful than valentines in February.

FREE TRADE C'BCMADE.

Frank Hard Ontllnes a Plan to be Adopt*
ed bjr Anll'iarlflT Jfrn.

Washington, December 27. . Frank
Hurd thus outlines the purposes of the
anti-tariff Democrats in and out of Con¬
gress: "It is designed to have conferences
of the leading tariff reformers in the two
Houses to lay down a plau for action.
Democratic tree trade leagues will be
formed all over the country. While we
will not refuae co-operation with Republi¬
can leagues, such as that formed under
Mr. Beecher in Brooklyn, still our object
will chiefly be to educate the Democratic
sentiment to the sturdy advocacy of the
great principles which the Democratrc
party baa maintained on the subject."

THE ABBOTT CO

Mrs. (tcsaln Explain* llcr Side or tbe
Trouble la It.

Indianapolis, December 27..Zelda
8eguin-Wallace has finally allowed her*
sell to be interviewed on the subject of
the troubles between herself and the Ab-
bott company. She says the contract
binding her to sing with Abbott three
years was a catch contract, the terms of
wiiich were not made known to her until
long after she signed, and to secure which
dishonorable means were used by Morris-
eey, the manager. Afterward her salary
was reduced in order to spare her
late husband's professional pride, as It
was suggested to cut his stipend, but after
bis death Wetherill refused to pay her tbe
sum originally stipulated for her own ser¬
vices. Mrs. Wallace felt that lier reputa¬
tion was being injured by remaining with
a company whose standard of excellence
wan so low as the present Abbott troupe,
and tbe management, she says, is too nig¬
gardly and parsimonious for any self-re¬
specting artist to calmly endure. She de¬
nies the statements of Wetherill and
Morriauey, in a recently published inter¬
view, that Wallace ia tbe cause of
tha trouble, and says she had de¬
termined to get her release from
tbe company before she knew him.

conversant with the Senatorehip from this
State says there is a great deal of noise
about the contest for that prize, but that
there is no trouble abont the result The
avowed candidates are Johnson N. Cam-
dem.of Parkersburg, Henry M. Mathews,
of Lewisburg, the present Governor of
the State, and Frank Hereford, theSenator
whose term expires on the fourth of
March.
Among others mentioned for the place

are Congressmen Ben Wilson, of the First
District, ex Governor Price and Charles
James Faulkner, Buchanan's Minister to
France. The 8tate is divided in senti¬
ment and interest into two sections, tra¬
versed by the Baltimore & Ohio and the
Chesapeake & Ohio railroads. The Ches¬
apeake & Ohio traverses the Third Con¬
gressional district, lying along the south¬
ern border, and this section claims one of
the Senators, Senator Davis, who holds
over, being from the Second district, and
living at Piedmont, on the Baltimore &
Ohio. Governor Mathews lives in Green¬
brier county, the wealthiest in the sooth*
em portion of the State.
Senator Hereford lived in the adjoining

county of Monroe, which is a fairly pro¬
ductive county, mostly devoted to grazing.
Hereford is undoubtedly the greatest acci¬
dent in American politics. He wan elected
to Congress by an accident, and foisted
into the Senate by a still greater accident.
He was elected to fill the unexpired term
of Allen T. Caoerton, and, fortunately for
him, an election occurred at the ssme
time. The old Confederate element rais¬
ed the question of disloyalty to the Con¬
federacy against Henry G. Davis, who was
a Union man, and then held a seat in the
Senate of the United States. Ex-Governor
Price represented the rebel sentiment in
Hereford's locality, and Faulkner in the
northern section of the State. Davis was
acceptable to the Republicans in the Leg¬
islature, and to rebuke the Confederates
entered into an arrangement with the
Democratic supporters of Davis to elect
the latter, and Hereford slipped in under
this agreement along with Davis. Here¬
ford's career in the Senate has given him
no strength in the State, and he stands no
chance of a re election.
Mathews is a weak man who has made

a passable Governor. He is stronger than
Hereford in his district, but too weak to
be even a dangerous candidate.
Camden is from the First Congressional

District, and has in his canvass to encoun¬
ter the prejudice of Iocatian. He was
cheated out oftbeSenatorshlp when Caper-
ton was elected by a confederate combina¬
tion, and was not a candidate when Here¬
ford was elected. The Democratic party
owes him more than any single man in
the 8tate, for he did more to break the
Republican hold on the State than any¬
body else, except Senator Davis. The
First and Second Congressional districts
furnish the majority of the members of the
Legislature, and they are practically solid
for Camdeu. He has besides nuite s fol¬
lowing in the Third District. He is a very
wealthy man. He is President of the
Camden Oil Company, an offshoot of the
Standard, and its largest branch. He is
also a heavy stockholder In the Standard.
He was formerly a lawyer. He is a strong
man with a good heart and level head. Be
is more acceptable to the Republicans
than Hereford or Mathews, and if by any
chance the vote should be close between
him and any other candidate they will
support Camden. He snd Davis are the
wealthiest men in the State and have
strong busineee and social relations. If
Camden be elected it will so far to elevate
the representation of Wtiet Virginia in
Congress.

A DISCOURSE ON THE POLITIC* 1

SITUATION Til IKE.

I have been in the South considerably
daring the last two or three years, and
have spent the last two or three weeks in
Mississippi, Louisiana and this State.
Daring this time I have conversed freely
with representative Southern men on the
outlook for the South politically, socially
and physically,for the purpose of getting at
the inwardness of the problem which now
concerns the country more than any
other, viz: How are race feuds and sec¬
tional strifes to be buried, and the entire
country to be united in the bonJs of
friendship, prosperity, love and Union?
I say that this is the greatest of all the
questions for our Government, which] by
the way, is yet only an experiment in the
New World, to solve;and I mean it, for it
is true.
The Constitution of the United States

guarantees to each State a Republican
form of Government; and at the same
time it guarantees protection, in life, lib¬
erty and property, to every citizen of
every State. Is it true that every 8tate to¬
day has, in reality, a Republican form of
Government? and; is it true that every
citizen is protected in all his rights as such,
especially the right to a free ballot and a
fair count? II these things are not true,
and I am prepared to show that they are
not, then what is to be done by the Gov¬
ernment? In short, what is the duty of
the hour, and what are we to expect in
relation thereto from the incoming
National administration?
There are about Ave States south of the

Ohio river which have a majority of ne¬

gro voters; and I assert it as a fact derived
from personal knowledge, that ninety-
nine-hundreths of the negro population
in the South> if let alone and not unduly
influenced, are Republican, and at ewv
National election will vote the Republi¬
can ticket. And yet in tho fact of this
fact not one single State in the South is in
the control of the Republican party; and,
what is Strangf»r than all, the results of
the recent elections in these States show
an actual fall off in the total of the votes
polled of nearly 700,000. No one down
here pretends to claim that these hun¬
dreds of thousands of voters have left the
South. They are still here, but they did
not vote. Why? I answer, and I answer
knowingly, they were afraid to vote the
Republican ticket, and they would not
vote for Hancock' and the Democracy. Is
this the kind of protection which the Con¬
stitution of onr fathers guarantees to each
citizen of the Republic? If not, then bow
long is this state of affairs to continue, and
how long is the organic law. of the land
to remain inoperative? I have trecently
put this question squarely to prominent
Democrats, down here, and they all have
the same stereotyped answer, and it is
this: "We, the white people of the Sonth
.the intelligence and the owners of the
property of the 8outh, mean to run the
machine. We will hold the offices, and if
we can't do it one way, we can another."
But some one will say these people do not
talk in any such manner. I say they do,
and if any one does not believe It let him
come down here and see for himself.
Senator Hamburg Bntler, of South Car¬

olina, in a recentlv published interview,
spoke for the entire South when he said:
"It is no longer a question of politics with
us. We have simply one propositionstaring us in the face, and it is well the
people of the North should understand it.
We are resolved that the illiterate lower
claosesof our State shall not rule. We
have bad all the experiments in that di¬
rection that we propose to have, and we
intend to use every means, fair or other¬
wise, to prevent such rule." Here it is in
plain English. "We," the Bourbons of
the South have decided that the illiterate
people down here shall not rule, and
"we," tho Bourbons, are to be the judges
of this "illiteracy," and so far as heard
from no man has ever been regarded as
literate unless he votes the Democratic

I have in my mind two parishes in Lou¬
isiana which I recently went through and
carefully inquired about the methods and
mugnitnde of Democratic bulldozing.
Either of them baa not less than 2.000 Re¬
publican majority, and yet every local of¬
fice is tilled by a Democrat I atked how
this thing is done. The answer is, "in
various ways." With such overwhelming
majorities it seems impossible that they
couid be overcome. One of tne most com¬
mon ways is for a gang of bulldozers to
visit each polling place where the Repub¬
lican majorities are large, and at night as
the vote is counting, at the muzzle of a

shot-gun, demand that the box and ita
contents be handed over., Of course they
are handed over. I have had numerous
instances of this kind narrated to me by
bulldozed election officers, sorfao of whom
were Democrats. Another wav, and now
the most common in the "black belts" of
Louisiana and Mississppi, is when a Re¬
publican is elected to an office which re¬
quires a bond, and moat local offices do,
for the Democrata to refuse to go on his
bond; and if, per chance, he makes up a

good bond, then the court, which, under
the law, approves, simply refuses in an
arbitrary manner to approve that bond,
and thus declarea the office vacant, ana
tho Governor, who is a Democrat, ap¬
points a Democrat to fill the vacancy.
Another way is for armed men to
call upon an officeholder and present their
pistols and a resignation at the same time,
and ask a man to take his choice. Of
course he resigns on the spot, and then
he is sworn to keep his mouth shut under
the peril of his life. But some fastidious
reader may say this is not trnd. I say it
is, and have in my possession affidavits of
at least twenty men who swore that five
officeholders, all Republicans, in a Louisi¬
ana pariah, were forced to resign in broad
day light in the manner stated. Another
very common' way to get rid of a Radical
officeholder, ia to send him anonvmous
notes, one after another, advising him to
resign, or some night his life would be
taken, and he would never know what
hurt him. These are some of the ways
that Democrata manage to get control of
the offices in countiee which on the count
show actual Republican majoritiee of 2,000
and upwards.
The National Democratic Platform of

1830 declared that the Democracy of the
nation were in favor of a free ballot and a
fair count; but the local Democrats of the
Houth laugh at such nonsense, and declare
boldly that they intend to role the Houth,
or die trying. Men up North cannot get
the true inwardness of the matter. To get
the milk oat of the cocoa out they must
come down here and crack it. In all my
interviews with planters and plantation
bosses, I have never failed to elicit from
them the one univeraal conclusion, quietly
and candidly expressed, that "we," the
white people, and the Democrata of the
South, "are going to rale, if * few negroes

do havsto die now and then to carry oui
the determination."

I co'lid point ont several Congressmen
elect from Southern districts, in theblaci
belts of several ol these Southern States,
who hold certificates of election as the re-
anlt ol crimes most terrible and damningThe election north of the Ohio river wai
carried, in my opinion, on the one great
principle, which was the leading issneln
the campaign, that every citixen of this
republic hereafter shall be entitled to one
vote, and that that vote shall be connted
for the party or parties intended by the
voter. If this were true, and I aver that
it is, will the XLVitth Congress of the
United States have the backhone to refuse
to allow such men as I have referred to
above, to disgrace the nation bv sittingaa
members of bo honorable a body ? I be¬
lieve that it will do its duty, and in doing
SO it will no doubt send back for new
elections every one of those bulldoxlna
members, and keep sending them .back
until it is satisfied that a fair election has
been held. This is the way, and the only
way, in my opinion, that we can ever have
a fair, square election in the black belts of
the Southern States.
But how are these race feuds to be a .

layed, and bow are the aristocratic, bull-
headed Democrats ol the South to be
learned to deal with common fairness to¬
ward the colored voters of the South. It
is a fact, a fixed fact, that the negro is a
voter, and is going to continue as such,
I hope, forever; and it is a fact also tb»t
the white brother down here says be (the
negro) can vote as much as be pleases,
provided he does not vote against the in¬
terests of the Democratic white brother.
But the people oi the North, as I under¬
stand it. have decided that this thing must
Stop. Sow, what is to be done? The;answer to mv mind is as plain as the
way to school: Let the better classes of
the Southern people divide and become
the allies, or leaders, of the colored ciu-
tens. If this course were pursued by the
Democrats down here the negroes would
very soon cease to be the adherents and
followers of but one political party. Such
a conrse would separate them and they
would divide up between the two great
parties of the country. When thls Btate
of affairs comes to pass, then, and not be-
lore, the five Southern Stales which have
negro majorities will cease to be threaten¬
ed with negro domination, which the
while aristocrat considers worsetlan
death. In sncb a case the control of the
State and local governments will fall into
the hands, in all cases, of those who are
fitted by education and experience to

"boVjou ask, how is this division of the
more cultured and better classes of the
people to beaccompllshed? Ianswer,first,
by developing new State and local issues;
and second, by the encouragement of the
more prominent citlxens to divide on Ra¬tional questions. It cannot be denied
that hitherto the pressure has been to
keep all the white mBn lathe South In the
Democratic party, which has tended to
drive the colored people into the ranks of
the opposing party. This pressure should
he removed, and the sooner the better. A
Democrat in the South might as well tear
the scales from his eyes now as be will
have to do further along, and learn to be¬
lieve that It will not disgrace him to be
called a Republican, or to become a Re¬
publican. That is the great draw back
now to the reconciliation of the North and
the South-the inbred hatred of the
Southern man to the name, and not the
principles of the Republicau party. I find
a great many of them who con¬
fess that the principles of the
Republican party as it now Btands are
their principles, but they cannot come
over to it, because of its name, and its
past record. They must do it J00"®*later, for it is evident to my mind that the
issues which now divide the two great
pirtlee will shortly undergo a ma ertal
change, and that on these issnes there
will be a new deal, as it were, of partios.
II the Southern people are wise they wilt
take advantage of these issues, or rather
chaoges of issues, and will take the road
which will lead tbem to peace, prosperity
and success. Will they do it? They will
be required to do something, Will they
be guided by prejudice and passion,, or by
common sense, and common jfjrn®8"-We shall seo. E«D,S'

London, December 27..A dispatch from
Dublin says: It is generally said that 00
doll and sad a Christmas has never been
experienced here. A sullen depression
marks the spirit of the people, and the
trades, who have for some time been feel¬
ing very acutely the effects of the disturb*
ed state of the country, are beginning to
exhibit signals of embarrassment, but tbe
agitation which is paralyzing trade,putting
capital to flight and poisoning commercial
life, still extends its deadly influence,
while the sufferers look on its progress in
helpless dismay. The efforts of the Land
League are now chiefly directed towards
the North of Ireland, where it is persist¬
ently trying to overcome the repugnance
to its practices. There can be little doubt
it has succeeded considerably when most
all of the districts aro honeycombed with
its organization. The exertions of the
agitators aro alto directed towards tbe
County of Dublin and the borders of Dub¬
lin itself. Malahide,near Dublin, was the
scene of a second demonstration Sunday,
bnt there was no reason to boast of its suc¬
cess.

London, December 27..John Bright
replies to the Earl of Carnarvon's letter,
published against Bright's speech at Ber-
mingbam last month. He says:
"You comment on my speech of the

11th of November, and find in it terrible
hUmisbes not discovered by other critics.
You condemn me forattAcks on sover¬
eigns, aristocracy, and land owners. I
have defended monarchy, although do-
fence is little needed in this country and
in this reign. I have warned aristocracy
of danger I wished them to shun.

nouse. The fiendish plan had, of course,
the desired effect. In the mean time the
hell-deserving crew, to make Mire of
accomplishing their object, bad snrronnd-
ed the premises, and as Davis and his wife
ran out from the burning building the
former was easily caught. He was then
severely whipped, and, incredible though
it may seem, had both his ears cut offclose
to his head.
