laiuilisrity with legal principles, and no

of.
Although Mr. Pendleton's death came

upon his family unexpectedly, yesterday,
yet be had been ailing for weeks past, and
most of the time had been confined to his
bud. He will be buried to-inorrow at
Greenwood Cemetery from his late residenceon Twelfth street.
