retiring that amount of its circulating
notes; that bonds to secure the same
amounting to (200,000 bad been forwardedfrom the Treaaury in this city to New
York, and that the bsuk now
desires to retnrn them to the Treasurer of
the United States and receive back
about the amount ol legal tenders. As
action taken in this case would establish
a rule by which the Department would
necessarily be governed in regard to a
similar request Irom other banlts, some
delay In answering your letter hns occurred.It seems thst since the 19th alt.,sbout $19,000,000 of legal tenders bave
been deposited by the Imnks lor a purposelike that mentioned by yoo. 01 this
amount about $1,000,000 was returned bythe Treasurer, the request therefor having
been received before any redemption ol
notee had been made or security bonds
delivered. In each cues the traction beingincomplete, the Department Lad clearlythe right to return the notee as has
been done. Ol the remaining amount,
about $1,800,000, security bonds therelorehave been surrendered and redemptionsagainst the amounts deposited have
already been made, and the transactions
have beeu bo lar completed.
It has been decided that the precedent
of the Department in similar rases should
be adhered to and no return of tbe legaltenders be made. In this connection It
should be stated that no apprehension ol
unfavorable reeults need be entertained
in this matter. Since the 25th ult. tbe
Department has paid out for bonds purchasedabout $6,500,000, and Is to-day payingout on a like account tbe additional
amount of $5,000,000. In addition to
theee payments there baa been advanced
from tbe Treasury since the 1st. inetanl to
meet the payments of arrearages in pensionsto the amount of $75,830,041, and on
the 1st proximo there will fall due ol interestmore than $7,000,000, and there are
on hand ol' incomplete national bank
notes, which caa be leaned at once to
the banka to the amount ol $4,000,000,which in the aggregate, It will be
obaerved, will take an amount Irom the
Treasury largely in excess of the legal tendernotes which have been deposited by
the banka since the loth nit., and which It
la now desired Bhould be returned. Lettershave also been received asking if the
identical U. 8. bonda held aa aecurlty for
the circulating notes which'were recentlywithdrawn by the National banks, can be
redepoalted without transfer. This requestwill be granted if the bond bears no
assignment except that of the Treasurer
ol the United States to the bank retainingit Very respectfully.
