A man thus
gifted can do much good, but much more

evil, according to the principles espoused
and the line of couduct marked out fori
ttimaulf. IJnl. Ini/urnoll. it uanma. tiunn

his eutrance into activo life, chose the left
instead of the right pathway, and becamea revilor of, instead of a believer in,
a religion which has been making the
world wiser, better, and happier for almostnineteen centuries. Without questioningCol. IngersoU'd sincerity, or impugninghis motives, I am persuaded that
if half tho time and labor expended in
fortifying himself with arguments against
religion had been devoted toan intelligent
aud impartial consideration of the evidencesestablishing its truths, the country
would have hsri, instead of a reviier, a

gifted follower of ilim whoee mission, laborsand character, viewed merely from
a worldly standpoint, inspire admiration,
affection and gratitude, is it not, therefore,painful to see men richly endowed
perverting their gifts, misusing their talents,in presumptuous revilingsand ribald
jestings against a Creator aud a Savior
from whom every earthly bounty and
hleosing emanates?
No act of the Savior's life and no word

lie ever uttered has been or can be construedor tortured into hostility to the
welfarn and happiness of every member
of the human familv. Human laws are
founded upon the Divine law. All that
concerns our happiness here and our
nopes 01 iiHiipiueua ueretmnr m uanveu

from tho Hcripturew. Un the other band,
what has infidelity done for us? Who
profits by its teachings? After depriving
Us followers of their belief in a future,
how dooa it compensate thorn? What
does it offrr in exchange for a life of
morality? If, for example, Col. IngerHullshould be Kummoned to the bedside
of h dyiug friend or relative, what words
of comfort or of hope could he ofFer? Of
what service could he be to that stricken
friend? Would ho aggravato the sflfferlugsof one whose iaat hours needed
soothing by telling him thero was nothing
but the cold,dark grave awaiting him ? This
c/uel theory is repelled not only by revelation,but by the Uws of nature. Nature
ia instinct with evidences and confirmationsof thn truths of revelation. The
vegetable and floral world only die to live
again. The products of the earth livo and
die annually. The buried acorn reproducesthe living oak. And yet infidelity
insists that man, the image of his Creator,
wonderfully endowed and gllted, under
whoso auspices the world has been en*
lightened, elevated and adorned, is after a
briei existence to be aa though he had
never been. Contrast the labors of Vol*
taire and Paine with thoie of John Wesley.Can it he said with trnth that the
former two made any one bettef or happier?Hundreds of thousands of the followersof John Wesley have lived and
other hundreds of thousands survive, rejoicinicin their conversion from a sinful
to a Christian life. The memory of Wesleyis everywhere cherished by the good
and the pure, while Voltaire and Paine
are only remembered for the evil rather
than for the pood they did.

If it be urged that the promises of the
Kavior have not all beon realized, that sin
fit ill abounds, and that the world is as bad
as ever, it way be answered that religion
is working out its mission; that its benign
influences are constantly extending; and
that light is radiating from it to the darkest
recesses of heathenism and idolatry. It requiredno argument to demonstrate the fact
that our race is improved by civilization, or
that civilization owes its origin and progressto religion. To religious influences
we aro indebted for all the reforms which
henellt society. Our Sunday Schools were
instituted in obedience to a Divine command.In these schools children are

These
Intellectual nurseries have enriched and
fertilized, and continue to enrich and fertilize,every city, village, hamlet and
household Ihrougboutthe Christian world.
If religion has done nothing more than to

be shamed Into silence,
what rkuoion has do/ib fob n'ew york.

would not tire, whose courage was indomitable,and whose devotion has been
rewarded ny B moral nnu religious roior*
matinn so complete that no purl ol our

the ontedrpnded "Klve Points," Thou1sands of children, then graving up either

' vagabonds or culprits, are now attending
schools In which tliey are stimulated b;
