camp life and not afraid of the varioua observanceswhich it impoaea can obtain
about oa much real enjoyment here aa any
other place we know of.
What struck us aa rather peculiar when

we (list arrived waa the diet used by the
established cam para, consistiogprlnciDally
of buckwheat cakes with maple molaasee,
blueberries, oatmeal, canned meata and
fried onlona. It had alwaya been our
opinion that buckwheat cakiu were peculiarlyunwholesome In aummer time,and aa for tbo rest, why, we didn't regard
it at the true fare for campers at all, which
ahould be, In our eatlinatlon, salt pork,
potatoes and hard tack. But It waa really
wonderful how soon we were dispossessed
of that Idea. In lesa than a week we had
not only completely given up ouracruplss
concerning the buckwheat cakes, etc., but
were seemingly striving to out-do the
olhera in the consumption of theae staples.
Another thing which we objected to was
the late rising to which the other campsseemtd addictid, but it didn't last as long
aa the other objection, so if a friend
dropped in to ask us If we still continued
our spartan habitsjwe had to coufeia that
ihelutluencesof theplace were corrupting.
About bow much so can be seen by this
example:
ihe first morning we tnrnod out at half

pest three o'clock, and bsd routed our
milk-man at Ave, for the mlik; so we requestedhim aiterwards to leave the milk
out where we could get it without wakinghim up. Two or three mornings after,
when we came for it between nine and
ten o'clock, he remarked that /He would
have to give us fresh milk, as that had
stood there so loon it bad soured " lie
nevui put It out again, and we don't seem
to have lost any sleep by it either. We uow
consider ten o'clock the proper hour for
breakfast. Tula same man claims to be
not only a farmer but a carpenter, and,
we believe, to be able to mend his own
shoes when necessary.
