dairymen in Ontario, from which wt extract:\

Again, une breed ufoowa will do well on c
somo land, where same other breed would
be almost or quite worthless. Hence, I
advise every dairyman to select that particularcow or breed best suited to his
lands where she is to obtain her lood, and
best adapted to that branch of dairy farmingin which he is engaged.

If, for instance, your pasture lands are
ruuuli. or on steel) side lulls, select a small,
active row, ami if butter-making is your
business the Jersey or Devon uml their
grade* from our native cows will prove
satisfactory. But if eheeae-making is your
business, or the production of milk for
market, the Ayrshire is the cow. While
her milk is well adapted for cheese or for
market it is better than the average cow's
for butter. Again, if your pasture lands
arc productive and moderately level, with
butter-making your business, select the
Holderncss or the Princess family of Shorthorns,or their grades from our native cows.
But if cheese or milk only he your object,
the Holsteins will prove satisfactory.

As the selection of individual cows, suitedto our several farms and adapted to our
various wants, would be too much of an
undertaking, and require so much tiiueand
cure, it can be done best by selectiug from
our herds of native cows, and the use on
these of a thorough bred hull of that breed
desired. In this way. if the selections tie
carefully made, a herd can be built un in a
little while, founded on our nativestoc* and
at small expense, far exceeding in value
uny of our native herds. It has been a
matter of surprise to me that our intelligent
and progressive dairymen do not more
generally adapt their cows to their several
wants by breeding a sufficient number
euid) year |o make good the annual Iohh
from Old age, aooident and disease. A cow
reared on the farm where she is to remain
is always more valuable to her owner than
a strange cow.

First, she is acclimated; second, she is acquaintedwith the herd with which shemust
associate; third, she is familar with the
lands from which she must obtain her food
and can travel over it with greater ease
