Theonly means of extinguishing a fire
at the penitentiary is by the pressure from
a very small reservoir in the prison enclos-
ure, with such aid as a force pumf enn
give, Sogood astart bad’ the flanes ob-
tained that this proved entirely inadi=
quate in this instance and the fire rapidly
progressed the cutlre length ol the build-
ing and licked up all the wood work as it
linstened on its destructive way.

The building was of bricki two stories
high, 242 feet long and 40 feet wide. It
was very sibstantially built, and was com-
paratively new, baving been erccted in
1878, Tts first cost, 18 mear a8 it ean now
be ascertained, was about 35,000, 1t was
oceupied, :us gtated, by the Webster Wagon

Company,  who had in it o - large
portion of their most valunble na-
chinery,  On  the ; first  flobr  was

the box and wheel manufactory, in which
some of the costliest pieees of wood-work,
ing méchanism manunfactured were used,
the work belng greatly focilitated by the
ndoption of every Improvement in ma-
chivery without regard Lo cost. The second
floor was the paint shop, the commoner
painting being done in one large spart-
meat, and the finer work in the small room
where the fire was first noticed,

Soyeral theories of the cause of the fire
were entertnined by different people, the
most commonly geeepted one is quite start-
ling, Leing that the ingenious conviets,
employed ns ecroll and faney painters in
the small shop, ignited uslow mateh and so
urranged it that ata eertain time it wonld
communicate the fice to some highly in-
flammable material; that this was leftin
the shop when the workmen quit work in
the evening and had been smoullering all
the time intervening. This theory was not
credited by those conneeled with the
prison, lowever, o any extent. They all
regarded it as impossible that this shounld
have been the ense

The guards and oflicials were gencrally
incelined to believe that the fire was  the
result of spontaneous combustion. Mr.

APRIVATELETTER COMES TO LIGHT.

Interesting Teatlmony Defore the Shipherd Investl-
gatlng Commllles—Mr, Nnrlburt, & New
York Kditor, Furnlehes s Splcy Chap-
ter to the Comtrurersy,

Wasmixoroy, April 20—~Wm. Henry
Hurlburt, . ditor of the New York 1¥orld,
appenred belore the Foreign Aflaira Coms
mittee this morning.

the Secretary. There is no truth in his

statemeat that T told him 1 had seen such
a dispatch with marginal note. The story
hie gives of the instructions sent to the old
adiniral, with o contrary construction upon
the margin, was a story I recognized
having heanl before. He repeated this
story in n highly dmmatic mammer, and it
seemed likely that Blaine might have told
him the story, but I never gave him the
slightest intimation that I fnd geen the
digpateh with marginal note,  Shipherd
ins completely confused the rea] facts of

Minister first reluted the incident to me.
He said that in conversation with the Seere-
tary e complained to him (the Secretary)
that  the department  or Government
hog not taken *just such a course toward
Peru, orsent such instructions to Minister
Hurlburt as he (the Peravian Minister) had
expected, and the impression I gathered
way that Bluine had told the Perovian
Minister this incident to imply that he in-
dicated on the margin of this dispatch his
real views, which circumstanees did notud-
mit of his doing in a constitutional man-
ner. It wos simply an incident in my
mind, sugpested by conversation with the
Peravinn Minister, and [ didn't think of it
agnin till my conversation with Shipherd,
when his relation of the sume story pave
me the impression that the marginal note
might have been made upon the dispawch
to my brother.”
Witness &aid that his relations with
Blaine were of o friendly chareter.  He
had several eonversations with him. The
Secretary Liad failed to convinee the wit-
uess thut he (the Secretary) was carrying
out the poliey of President Gurfield; he
failed to convince him beeause of his ways
and methods.  Witness continued: “The
Secretary nlways sugpested to me some-
thing in the pature of a politieal dirt.  As
a Democrat T had never much taith in his
methods, though personally I Tiked him,
and my brother seemed to fiave great con-
fidence jn him.” The lust joterview wit-
ness bad with Blsine was about the 13th or
15th of December, just Leforethe publication
of the State Department dizpatches; in that
publication there was a dispateh disapprov-
inw of hig brother's course. Witness saw
Blaine several times belween September
and December and at no time did he (the
Seeretary) indicate that he disapproved of
s (witness's) brother's conrse.
The witness bad received several letters
from his brother fn which henlluded to this
letter of disapproval and expressed some-
thing of nstonishment and -indignation.
Witness wig asked if he had any of these
letters with' him and he replieil he il
e then read the following letter from his
brother, Minister Hurlburt, dated Lima
Dec. 5, 1881

“The Chilian papers are full of that in-
fernal Shipherd nnd bis pr They
bave been kicked out of this legation anil
out of the State department, but be iz an
indefatipablo nuisance. 1 hope Sim. Ran-
dall will eall for all the papers in the de-

rtment in reference to him and his af-
ujrs, I have sent all his letters back to the
department and I anxiously desire that the
correspondence be made publie, - T have
fears (1 hope not well grounded) that our

Government  means to  slide out  of
the American  position here. My

Witness was asked it he could state what
his brother’s understanding of his instruc-
tions were, and he replied :. “He under-
stood that he was to have elastic powers to
carry out the policy begun by Evaris
to bring about peace” berween Chili and
Pery; to prevent the spoilation of Peruvian
territory being” made a condition prece-
dent of the settlement of the difliculty be-
tween Chiliand Peru In response ton

uestion the witness said:  “[ i(]lJ not -
erstand Lhat Blaine showed a dispatch
with & maginal note npon it ta Elmore, the
Peruvinn minister, but simply related to
him the incident referred to, to indicatethnt
in that way only he could de what be might
wih to do.

Witness had hieard that Corbin, brother-
in-luw ol Gen. Grant, once owned one-
half of the Laudean claim.

Witnesasaid thatin conversations with his
brother, before the latter sailed for Pern,
no mention wns mmde of the Peruvian
company, His brother did refer to one
Shipherd and said behod been asked by
President Garfleld to see Shipherd and
look into the claim; elso, that he had seen
Ehipherd and hed received, while in
[Ulinois, severul letters from  him, one of
which was a brazen attempt at bribery:
that he proposed to take themn to Washing-
ton and show them to the Becretary.
Witness advived against this saying, “you
were advized by the President to look inte
the matter; T would advise you totake the
lettera to: Peru, get o the  bottom of this
thing and then send home to the Govern-
ment all you find in regard to it Witness
added, “T'am notsure but it might have
been better fur Blaine if my brother had at
that time shown him the Shipherd letters.”
