An Infant F.tnnd on (he Doomlep of tho

Children's Home.
About 5:30 o'clock yesterday morning an

employe of the Children's Home found on the j'front steps of tho Home wn-nor Thi»*«w»nil»
and Jacob streets, a bundle wnich, on being
investigated, was found to be a dead male in- jfant wrapped in a sheot and flannel petticoat. ^Coroner Philips was immediately notified 1and he held an inqnest,'summoning asjurorstho following gentlemen: T. C. Jiollat, fore-
man; John Ziegenfelder, Chas. Sweeney, Wiu. iII. llaller, I'eter French, Geo. Mayer, John
Baird, E. Baily, J. M. Ferred, Isaac Sadler,Peter Philips and H. Dunning,

v Dr. Wilson, the County physician, wasS.rf;,examined, and testified that'the babe had jbeen dead but a short lime, aud judgingfrom the examination be had made, at the
time of its death it was perfectly healthy r

and that death had resulted from suffocation '

orexposere. The babo was Judged to have 1
been about four days old. Tho jury rendered
u verdict to tho -ctfect that death was opca-5*?v,. stoned by its being left on tho door in an ex'jf.kposed condition by some person to the jnryunknown. i
The infant was undoubtedly an illegiti-ggatf^mate offspring of some poor unfortunate,who partly to hido her slmtno and partly to

provide a comfortable home for her little one,left it at that hospitable shelter the Children's
Home. But the the little one was not discov-
eredintime. At present there is no clue toffiSB^&who the mother was, but an endeavor will be
made to discover who it was.

Blackberries arc now about at the heightof their season, and about a thousand bucketsare sold dally. Several thousand werejold yesterday in market and the green groceries.Alex. Dun»t, to whom we are indebtedfor our figures, says he is selling between100 and 200 daily himself. They retailat GO cts. a bucket, and have nearlydriven raspberries out of the market Thalatter fruit is scarce and high, and has beenall scasou, They now sell at 18 cents a basket,or 3 for 50 cts.
Peaches are' becoming plenty. They aresaid to be abundant in the East, but scarce inthe local peach-growing countries. They

Diacmuru nuu weincn were Boon in cnargoof the wounded man, who was fuirly gaspingfor his life, and prompt measures taken to
ascertain his injuries and stop the tlow of
blood from his numerour wounds.
There was a gash in lib left cheek, extendingfrom his ear to bis upper lip, and lavingbare the bone; another near the top of his

head, an inch and a half long, extendingdown toward his neck; and "his hands were
both badly lacerated, there being a severe
gash just behind the left thumb, severing the
tendons. Tho llow of blood from these
wouuda was very copious, and a lltrge poolfound on the floor. Tho crowd tilled the
store and it was .with difUculty.tbe doctors
could attend J tohim, properly ;^lie',waa removedto the rear ofllce, and the crowd excluded.

Uayless was found to havo been shot In the
right leg, just below the knee, the ball beingimbedded in the bone, causing an itenselypainful wound. He hud also a cut on his
right forearm and a gash along the knuckles
ol his right hand.
In the meantime GUraoro had been capturedby Ofllcer Wright, on Walnut street,

near the Presbyterian church, uud placed In
tbe lockup. At first the report was circulatecthat be wiu in a dying condition, and
that he bad sent for hislamily,, but this
proved untrue. He bad, however, been shot
iu two plaoes, and the blood from a wound
in his right cheek covered hia face, makinghim appear as if frightfully hurt. Tim
wound in his face was a slight one, however,
the ball glancing from tbe bone and parsing
out un inch or so from where it entered. His
severest wound was one in his rightshoulder, the ball having pierced the collar
bone, taking a course undetermined when
our reporter left, but not supposed to.be
moriai, uiougu Bevere.
The circumstances which Rate rise to.theaffray are as follows: Gilruore had been* arrestedduring the previous eveniug for disorderlyconduct, for which he had been fined

$3 and costs by Mayor Mitchell, and in defaultof payment had been locked up. During
yesterday evening he had been allowed theliberty of the corridor around the cells, and
between 5 and 0 o'clock made his escape bydigging away the bricks from under oue of
the windows, which had been; loosened byprevious exploits of the same character.
When this wasMiscovered the officers'went
in pursuit of him, and about half-past eifht
he was caught near Burkbart's store in Seabright'saddition by Officer/Wm. Linu. Gilmorewas brought down by the officer in his
buggy, and belore being placed behind the
bars was subjected to the usual search,
The officer found a ilnsk of wbisky, partially.filled, with which Gilmore was reluctantto parL and'it'was while taking this

away from nlm that he began the assault
upon the officer with his rajor. 8everal men
bad in the meantime followed them into the
front office, and when Linn came out of the
lockup followed by Gilmore, lie drew his revolrerto defend himself, and began firing.Bayless attemmed to thwart the blows of the
negro, when^y .Jjpeived his cuts noted above.
The officer Auidfl-x close range, and two of
the nhotii took effect upon Gilmore as stated
above, while one struck Ilayless' leg. The
officer and the negro clinched ami fell to the
floor, but the negro rose and mude his way
