the house of an aunt, leaving the four childrenin charge of thelrgrandmothcr. Shortly\ after «he had left, the boy went across to the
railroad track, which passes in front of the ]house on the river hank, ami going uuder a .1"freight car which was standing on the track, '<
lay down with his head over the rail.
