THE CIVIL SKIIYICE/V
AN APPEAL FOR REFORMATION.

The Addmi of the !Utloi*l C'lvlt Service Uefortu
I.t*iae to the Voter* of the Coutilry-A
Thorough iMri/lrallon of Iho SjkUta

Very Urgently UfniAtidetl.

Ninv Yornc, November 5..Following
is the addrew of the 'National Civil|
Service Kefortn League to the
voters ol this country: Tho dannere
to free institutions that lurk in thu power'
of patronage aru familiar ami they are as
insidious «8 they are fatal. The corrupt
use of patronune was thu Htronne«t weapon
of the JvoKlish crown in !ho long contest,'
with tho Knulish people, ily such corruptionKim: Georue Jit endeavored to undo
the work of tho revolution of iCSS, and it
was by'tho same corruption that' lio. jjirolongedthe effort to subdue the American
colonies. The duller is inherent; and thai
nature of tho evil was not changed nor its
consequences removed by the substitution
of republican for monarchical government.
The legitimate and healthy contest of

parties in a republic isuotto be deprecated.They are tho agencies by which in a free
government legislation is controlled and
national policies are enforced. tThe subjugationof this legitimate party action t»ypatronage is the overthrow of liberty under
tho forms of law. This is the peril which
now threatens the country. The \\>st multitudeof subordinate places in the civilserviceare public trusts to bo filled solelyfor the general benefit. But a practice is
now firmly entrenched in party tradition,which assumes that such planes constitute
a vqst scheme of prizes to be.-distributed by!successful politicians to tlieir followers.
Tho euormous power of the patronagewhich directly controls hundreds of thousandsof places and many millions of dollarsin annual emoluments, is thus probtituteilto party and personal service with
only an incidental regard to tho publicwelwnre.
This is not a new abuse except in its

rapidly increasing extent, it? powerful organisation,and its immediate menace. At
the beginning of the century it had masteredthe State governments of New York
and IVnnsvIvania, and sought control of
the National nilmin in! rut inn. A« tlm \'.i-
tioiml patronage enlarged the endeavor to
divert it to mere partisan and personaljenda became more and more aggressive."until about fifty years ago the National"
sivil service was abandoned unreservedly
to the evil practice, and with the vast extensionof patronage since the civil war
the abase has developed into a serious pcIril.Tno greatest American statesman of
all parties, Adams,Clay, Calhoun,Webster,;'have solemnly warned the country, of the
inevitable consequences. The executive
has sometimes vainly endeavored to staythe current of dangerous tendency. JJnt
the public mind has been languid and in!ditl'erent, until at last, the accumulated
jand flagrant evidence of the perversion to
personal ends of the fundamental powerofthe Government, namely, the votes of the
people.-a. perversion accomplished* by the
corruption of patronage.has thoroughly
aroused the attention of all patriotic citizens.C*

Unable personally to know those whom
he must nominate to the'offices of whfch
the incumbents appoint thft vast body of
minor employes, tue President is compelled
to depend for information upon Senators
and Representatives,.upon wiiom also the
success of his administratiou.dependsi The
executive and legislative authority, al-.
though carefully separated hv the Ooristi-;tution, become hopelessly and dangerouslyconfused. Representatives. demand-the
patronage of their districts, and .Senators
politically usurp the power of nomination.
From the system of mutual executive andj
it'Kioiuiivc iruuiu iu-s places nrises 11 nugejoftico-holding heirarchj* ascending in rctcu-:
lar gradation from the lowest employes to
the highest officers, each'dependent uponthe other, and all united in a common.pur-i
nose to control general undilocaU politicsfor their personal advantnge. A political
class independent of the great body of the
people thus practically absorbs the author*,
ity of the j>eoplo. liy assessing the wagesof their subordinates the leaders of this
class levy a tax upon the public treasury for
the benefit of a party. lly mercenary
control of caucuses and conventions'theyhold tho gato to political preferment and:
public employment, and the condition df:
such preferment and employment-is implicitobedience to their will. Tho voters
of the party submit because tho only alternativeseems to be the success of tho opposition.Under the fatal spell of thffsystem;
party ceases to be an association to shapepublic policy and becomes, an agency.to,
promote private gam. roiuics become,
mere place-bunting. Sdf'tespectini; riion
withdraw more and more from participationin public affaire. Uonorable ambition
disappears.

of public employment. It multiplies enormouslyand unnecessarily places and sal-,aries; it stimulates reckless extravagance in!
public expenditure; it controls tbe.vastcontractsof the government; it transforms the
highest administrative officers,iufo brokers
of petty place?; it subsidizes the press,defiles
the American name and debauchestlie nationalcharacter until, under its ,degrading;
mastery, the power of the g'overrinient
passes Into the hands of a venal oligarchy,and a geueral election is no*.longer a contestof differing policies determined by the;freo argument before tlio "people, but aliercoand desperate struggle, fortho vast
emoluments of minor place.
This is a plain statement of familiar

facta. They aro not denied by intelligentand patriotic citizens, and they, slio\y that
the question of reform is a question fit}the
continued existence of freo institutions in
the country. But the spoils system,'fromwhich the evils spring, is defended as essential,to party government. On tho contrary,it destroys the essential significance
of party. A political party is a ,voluntaryassociation of citizens who( hold similar
views of the naturo of government and
who desire a certain policy of ndmiuistra1tiori. That policy is secured by the electionof legislative and executive > officers
who make and execute the laws, and in

Proper security of tenure is essenliaPtothe efficiency of any oflice, but what iacalled fixity of tenure, whether for long orfor short terms, is undesirable because the
power of prompt removal is indispensable ^
to the proper discipline and effectivenessof any service, public or private. Undoubt-
edly sueh'authority is liable to abuse. Butthe true remedy for abuse lies iu removintr
reasons for the illegitimate, exerciso of the
authority. AVith the power of removal
thus protected iron1 abuse, no harmful life
tenure could be established, because, as in
private bnsiuess, dishonesty, inefficiencyand- negligence would lend to summarydismissal. There need be no fear, undersuch a system, of an oflice-holding aristocracy,because an aristocracy is a privilegedclass. lint no privilege would be conferred
by a competition open to all citizens to obtainan employment which bestows no
right except that of doing a prescribedduty, and from which prompt removalwould follow dishonesty or incompetency.Such employes would constitute only such
an aristocracy as already exists in* everywell-regulated private business in theUnited Stales. Equally groundless is thealleged tear of fanciful examinations and
of a civil"eervfee"of pedants. Viirnl appointmentwould notdepend upon examinationbut upon probation or. a' term of
actual discharge of the duties required;andif by pedants and' "broken-down ^schoolmasters".be meant educated men who
are also untit and incompetentofficers, the service would not be filled with
them because they could not enter it.But there is no reason to suppose that educationbreeds incompetency. Young
men from the public schools are quito as
likely to make good public servants as the"rndriers" for'politicians. Sixty per cent
of the successful applicants who have been
appointed under the reform system at the

iuiiv vuflitmi iiuuac were euueated tin tiie public schools, and six aiuL one-half
per cent in colleges; It will not bo the t
least o( the good results of reform that it twill promote that education in the free 1schools, which is the great bulwark of lie* 1publican liberty. ^There is no question before the countryof, more commanding importance than thatbftlfe reform of the civil service, becauseit toucheffthc very fundamental principle jof the government, freedom of the suffrage. '
