village. The village destroyed was located
at llochinos on the Alaskan const. The]tribo had seized ami held two white men,
and the steamer's launch, which had been
seut out with a tug to catch a whale. The
launch was* provided with bombs, when
an explosion occurred and theIndian chit f, who 'was sitting
on board the launch was killed. The tribe
surrounded and captured the launch with
two white men, ami nearly succeeded in
getting possession of the tug, the latter,
However, got away and steamed to Sitka.
The Oorwiu, with *ixty sailors and marines,
was dispatched to llochinos. CaptainMerriaui demanded the surrender ot the
launch and prisoners, which the Indians
refused to do. The next morning a Hailing
gun was placed on an Indian canoe
on the beach. The forco was afterwards
landed and destroyed all the canoes.
The Indians lied to the woods. The
\ uiago was aneneu ami tlie huts that remainedstanding alter the shelling were
looted and burnt. .Several warriors who
ventured out ol the shelter of the woods
were killed. The severe lesson was re|quired, as the tribe has b,een guilty of manyacts of cruelty toward tho whites. Hearingthat the Intfians had taken possession ot
one ot the American fur trading companv'sstations and held all the employes
as prisouercv Commander llealy went totheir relief mid the Indians vere very hostile.He shelled the village and released
all the men held prisoners.
