raids have prevented stocking them,  We
are on  faverite tril, o roule always taken
by old Victorio when on the wir path.
Hal Victorio bas been sent to the hnpuy
bunting grounds. Noana, bis SHCCEHEON,
soon followed, and the fierce Apaches
Lve been so reduced in number that the
ridy arw sapposed to he at in end,

A few years sinee tiers wereover 230,000
glieep on these plaine and valleys bt they
were destroyed wnd the Mexicay herders
killed by Lndinus, . They drove tlocks bi-
fore_tham frequently shooting o sheep ani
lerving it to- die: pretty lumbs were hung
in the forks of trees 1o die by degrocs, hun-
dreds were fostened in their. eorruls and
1eit to sturve, all vorts of tortures wera di-
vised, Theruins of theyecorrnls—branchen
of trees forming cirenlur or equare sheep
folds—ure seen on all sides, and every-
where are found bones and htunan skulls,
0, the blenching skelelons reattersd ali
over thess leautiful plains—loo beantital
for sueh awinl death,

timber, one afternoon when all the gentle-
men were out but two, one ol these enme
hurriedly foto the room  where wo
were sealed and grasped big gun simply
saying  “Foor henrs!” W all fol-
lowed him to the ‘Western portal and
not  fur  dlstant wos  an o immense
old bear and three cubs nearly prow,
They were walking in a cirele and ;Euyiu;;

dral, Onone of the rocks whers Lhers
was stareely a handful of seil, nnd just
over nnarch through which we could walk,
alree wis growing.  On tle south the
mounliing were snow covered, on the
north where Ui warm san fell, the gronnd
was bure, sl it was bolmy saminer,

row canon, - The snow was deep lhere and
up nbove ua wore rocky caves and all sorla
of hiding pluces for animnls.

What ravenous
appetites those , exeurgions give, and Lhow
exhilerntimg is the pure dry olr.
