of Modern Waya of Dolnx BbiIbmi.1 Blow

at the Prln Blag.A Lively Execitht
Sculoa of the Neaatc Yriterday.

The executive session of the Senate yesteV
day waa abort, bat lively. The proceedings,
of course, were "private and strictly confiden-
tlal," the Senators and officials whose duties
require tbeir presence in tlie Senate chamber
being sworn not to divulge any of tbe mat¬
ters touched in such tensions.
Tbe executive communication transmitted

by tbe Governor was tbe appointment of suc¬
cessors to tbe Board of Directors of tbe 8tate
Hospital for the Insane, at Weston. The ap¬
pointments were not acted upon, some objec
lion being made to tbe law governing
tbeir selection aad tlxing tbeir terms of
office. The statute provider that tbe
Directors shall bold tbeir positions
for the term of six years. 11 was objected to
this tbat it placed It in the power of a Gov¬
ernor to fasten a Board upon bis successor
for the full term, and upou the next succeed¬
ing Governor for half of hia lease of official
life. Tbe debate upon the wisdom of such a
law was animated and general, and what
might be called in unparliamentary language
"a picnic" was enjoyed by tbe Senators. Tne
matter was deferred with a view to propos¬
ing un amendment to the law. It wi« tlie opin¬
ion of the majority, though not of all, that
it was scarcely tbe lair thing to hold a Gov¬
ernor responsible for the administration of a
Board of Directors eaddled upon him by a

predecessor, possibly not in harmony with
him politically or otherwise.

Two bills Introduced by Hon. George W.

McCord, of Wellsburg, in tbo House of Dele¬
gates yesterday, are iutended to prevent
"corncro" and prpbibit dealing in "futures"
and "options" under pretty hp/vvy penalties.
The first of these bills makes it unlawful fo»
persons, firms or corporations to enter into
combinations for tke purpose of controlling
tbe market price of commodities.

It enacts that no persons, firms or corpora¬
tions, shall enter into any combination,
agreement or understanding with each other
to 11* a market or soiling value on any pro¬
duct, commodity orothpr personal chattel
not jointly owned by such persons, firms or
corporations, for tbe purpose of increasing
the market value of such commodity, nor
shall any person?, firms or corporations enter
into any combination, agreement or under¬
standing with each other to suspeud any
pursuit or vocation, in which they or any of
them mav he engaged, for the purpose of
maintaining or increasing the market value
of any product or commodity not jointly
owntd by such persons, firms or corporat ons.
Any person, firm or corporation violating
any of the provisions of This act shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor, and on ponviction
thereof shall be fined nop less than one hun¬
dred nor more than a thousand dollars.
The other bill is to tbe effect that no per¬

son, firm or corporation shall sell, buy or oth¬
erwise deal in aujffcommodity, goods, wares,
merchandise or other personal chattel not in
the possession or miliar the control of the
person, firm or corporation selling suoh ar¬
ticle and enacts [hat any person, firm, or
corporation violating any of the provisions
of this act. shall, on conviction, be fined not
lew than $100 nor more than $1,000.

ft is provided that the act shall not apply
ic Rontracta mads by persons, firms or cor¬

porations engaged in r.roduoing or manufac¬
turing any commodity, goods, wares, mer¬
chandise or other personal chattel, for the
sale of such commodity, goods, wares, mer¬
chandise or other personal chattel when pro*
duced or manufactured.

Senator Donehoo's bill to prohibit prize
fights passed the 8enate yesterday. It enacts
that if any person fight a prize fight in this
8tate, or act as second, trainer, time-keeper,referee or umpire, to auy person so fighting,
or if any person assist or in any way aid or
abet another to fight a price fight in this
State, ho shall be deemed guilty of a felony,
and upon couviclion shall he confined in the
penitentiary not less than two nor more than
ten yearas.

If any person come into this State for the
purpose of fighting, or intending to fight a

prize fight therein, or for the purpose of act¬
ing as second to, or of training, aasisting or
in auy way aiding or abetting another to
Agist a prise fight, he shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor, and, upon conviction
thereof, fiued not more than five hundred
dollars, or shall be confined in tbe county
jail uot exceeding one year, or botb, at the
discretion of the cqjart
UponafHdavit made before any justice or

notary tbat nlliant baa knowledge or inform¬
ation, and believes tbat any person ia about
to come into this state for any purpose men¬
tioned in the last preceding section, such
justice or notary shall issue his warrant, di¬
rected to the sheriff or any constable of his
county, requiring him to arrant and bring
aoob person before any justice of the county,
