An Old Klockiuic Rtiunvr

New York for Bremen on October UO with
a cargo of refined petroleum and has not
been heard from since. Tho owners of the
craft have given her up as lost Sho was
commanded by Joseph M. Fickett, of Port¬
land, Me. The Star of the West was built
in Greenpoint in 1858 for the New York
and Savannah trade and was constructed
with exceedingly One lines and possessed
the then modorn improvements, including
steam steering gear. She was at one time
the fastest vessel afloat, In 18U1 the Gov¬
ernment purchased her for $155,000 and
she was supplied with twelve giius to do
duty in the West Gulf Squadron. A
number of blockade runuera were over¬

hauled by the Star of the West, ,and her
oflicers and seamen reaped large sums of
prize money. At tho close of tho war she
was purchased by Kussell Sturgessaud was
used in the New York and New Orleans
trade. In 1807 the craft was sold to be
used as a privateer by the Pefuvians
against Spain. The United States author¬
ities libelled her as soon aa it became
known that sho was to be used as a priva¬
teer. In 1874 the vessel was rebuilt bv a
firm in Boston and was engaged as a fast
freight transport.
