TIIE LEGISLATURE.
The House continued its night session

last evening. The Legislative appropria¬
tion bill was passed by the lower brauch
and the General appropriation bill advanc¬
ed ono stage in the'Senate. The dog tax-
law was taken up a little while in the
Mouse, and the mining bills pending in
both houses were passed. Mr. Evans pre¬
sented a resolution giving a succinct re¬

view of the State's present financial status
in convenient form for reference. A bill
for water furnished by the city and a list
of pardons issued in the last eleven
months were communicated to the Senate
by the Governor. Several bills were

passed in each house, and altogether the
dav was an unusually busy one.

The.General Appropriation bill was taken
up, the vote by which it was made the
special order for to day at 11a.m. being
reconsidered. Mr. Smith, of Tyler, moved
to lay the bill on the table, and after some
talk the motion prevailed. Subsequently,
on Motion of Mr. Scott, the bill was taken
from the table and placed on the calendar,
and on the further motion of Mr. Floyd it
was taken up out of its order for considera¬
tion.
The aalary of the Clerk of the Peniten¬

tiary was, on motion of Mr. Vanmeter,
tlxed at $1,000 instead of $1,100. Mr. Me-
Grew wanted to uiako the University con¬

tingent fund $4,000 instead of $3,500, but
the Senate refused. A motion by Mr.
Price to add $1,500 to the appropriation for
the Deaf, Dumb and Blind Asylum was
also rejected. The bill was liually made
the special ordi-r for Monday next at 11
o'clock A M.
The Governor reported that the city had

presented a bill fflt water furnished the
State House from April 1, 1875, to March
31,1882, Beven years, amouuting to $1,750,
and semi-annual bills since amounting to
$250, making an aggregate Qf $2,000. He
also mentioned that tiie buildiug was uot
serviceable without the water supply,
though he could not eay whether the con¬
tract of the city to furnish accommoda¬
tions for the State Government while the
Capitol remained at Wheeling included
the furnishing of water or not. No appro¬
priation having been made to pay these
bills, the Governor referred them to the
legislature to take such action as they
might deem proper. The communication
was referred to the Finance Committee.
Senate bill No. GO, authorizing corpora¬

tions to purchase the stock and securities
of railroad companies, to guarantee their
debts, and lease its railroad, was passed.
Senate bill No. 77, enacting that the

term of confinement in the penitentiary or

jail in the case of a conviction for felony
where that puuishmentis prescribed shall
bo ascertained by the jury, was also pafsud.
Mr. G'oburn presented a new bill con¬

cerning County courts, and Mr. Smith, of
Marion, one to create boards to revise aud
equalize the returns of the assessors under
tbe revaluation act of 18S2.
The Governor communicated a list of

pardons granted by him since the date of
bis last report.
The substitute for Senator Fontaine

Smith's mining bill, providing for a com¬
mission to examino tho mines of the State
and report to the next Legislature what
legislation is neceesarv.
Senate bill No. 71, concerning the taxa¬

tion of railroad compani<6; Senate bill No.
04, to amend and re-enact section 7 of
chapter 130 of tho Code of West Virginia,
concerning enforcement of decrees ami
orders; docketing judgments and ot other
liens of the like nature, tho effect of such
liens, and the limiting of proceedimrs or

judgments, as amended anu re-enacted by
chapter li!0 of the Acts of 1882, were also
passed.
Senate Bill No. 75, to amend and re-

enact Section 45 of Chapter 45 of the Code
of West Virginia, concerning education as

revised, amended and re enacted by Chap¬
ter 15 of tho Acts of 1881, was also passed.
Sennte Bill .No 83, to amend aud re

enact an act passed February 25, 18S2, en¬
titled "An act to amend and re-enact sec¬
tion 1 of chapter 130 of the acts of 1800,
entitled an act creating an independent
school district within the town of Phil-
lippi."

After a large amount of routine work
the Senate adj turned.
