ohl Mexican town of I'aeo del Norte. E
1**50 is twovearsold; Paso del Norte, tJirw
hundred and more,.liow much more no

body knows.
A sharper antithesis could not be found

in tbo world thin these two towns afford,
and the thorn in the flesh that El Paso ii
to Paso del Norte, only Paso del Norte
l>eo|)le could describe. But they will not.
They aru as mute and gentle to-day as they
they were centuries ago, and submit to this
second great -conquest oI their country
even more silentlv than they did to the
Urst. The steam-eugiue is greater than
Cortex. Their doom was sealed before; it
will be accomplished now. Walking
through thcstrretsof l'aso del Norte, seeing
the pt .ueval simplicity and poverty of the
inhabitants, nue wonders that they should
not nuvu welcomed the coming of u rail¬
road, the bringing in of supplies, the open*
ing of a market. lJut they did not. All
they asked won to be let alone.
The town claims to number ten thousand

inhabitants. This seems incredible. Still,
it stretches for miles along the banks of
the Uio Grande, an almost unbroken line
of mud liouhett, mud-walled viueyards and
orchard*: and similar Hue of mud houses
and mud walla, with mudily ditches added,
run oir at right angles to the river, for a

long distance. Every doorway swarms
with women aud babies; every shaded
ditch bank swarms with children;and the
little plaza, of a Sunday, swarms with men.
l'erhu|>s tnere are ten thousaud alter all;
but that tun thousaud people could be
living in a town, and the town remain
ono month what l'aso del Norte is, is
a maivel, and would bo an impossibil¬
ity to any other race In the world;
only the Mexicans could accomplish
such inertia, or endure such discomfort.

A SUNDAY SCKNK.

Considered as a spectacle, as a picture,
tbo town is perfect; all that heart could
ask. To be thcro on a Sunday is to escajw
from America and the uinutecuth century
as from lime aud place forgotten.
The church is a long, low ado'no build-

ing, with a good bell tower, of Moorish de¬
sign. It is in all probability nearly time
hundred years old. The church stands ou
a sandy eminence, looking southward
down on the sandy little plnxa. Two
sandy streets lead up to it; more thau
sandy they are.anklo deep in sand, except
here and there a rod or two of scattered
pavement; prehistoric, ap|>arentiy, and ap¬
parently held in reverence by tho Mexi¬
cans, who seldom walk on it, choosing
rather to wade in tho sand.

A tew have brought
guy rugs or blaukets to kneel on; but the
most kneel humbly ou the bare tloor
Upou all the faces is an expression of
Mleiun, almost *a-i devotion, which would
not have seemed inadequate even to Peter
Uomrz, who, two hundred yeuro ago, used
lo pieach from the queer little carved cask
hanging precariously high upouthuwall.

of the country unquestionably hayo widely
different effects in the production of cat¬
tle. Iu some rrgiuuH the ti^ndency of
overytbing is to grow coarser from genera-
tion to generation. In others a uniform
type and quality can be maintained for an
indefinite length of time. To illustrate the
first statement it is only necessary to refer
to many parts of the new West. Large
nqmborsof imported flno-bred cattle have
been Introduced out there, only to show,
insome districts, asbarlydeyuloped coarse¬

ness in a very few years. A steady infusion
of now blood ii essential to hold any
ground gained by the crossing of fine-bred
stock u)>on the natives. Tbe grasses are of
bucIi a nature that it requires but a com-

Dlively abort time for even puroly-bred
to develop s coarsening tepilenpy.

In other Western sections this tendency
is lets uisrkcd, and In still others is hardly
known. In ;the blue eratf regions of tbe
United Suites it is perhaps more easy to
establish and maintain a fixed type of cat¬
tle than in any others. Efforts to Improve
are apt to be successful in a higher degree,
because any gain mado can be held with
leas effort. The importance of fresh in¬
fusions of fine blood, even in these sections,
Bhould not be overlooked, but it Is less a
matter of constant necessity (ban in tbe
class of localities first mentioned. Another
matter wbioh tends largely to develop
coarseness is the roving lifo which much
tbe stock of that region leads. Tho average
stoer of the far West, which is shipped to
the Eastern markets, has tramped scores of
times the distance passed over by his East¬
ern competitor, and bsi thereby developed

a muscular frame and tough new of libit
which strongly counteract the vflecta ol
good blood. The coarseness of many
of tho Northwestorn range cattle in
due to this more tbuu to anything elae,
iuarmuch a* a Urge proportion ol them
have been driven largo distances to their
pastures. months often being consumed on

their trail.
