soon died, The bear’s clutch on Jacobs's
shonlders, lowever, was deep and severe,
for the Indian carries the scars to th
day. The strain on his leg and ankle ss
he hung over the ledge, he had not noticed
until after the excitemeat of the fight was
over. The she-bear had defeated the dog,
and muuhtnleitfl for herself and cubs in
flight. The Indian rewained two days jn
the dead bear's cave, subslsting on its
carcase, Then be was able to get abont.
After recovering his gon he started in
pursnit of the she-bear and her cabs, and
two days afterwards had all thelr eking.

therefore he brought a rod ol iron down
from the ceiling to withio a few inches of
the Leltng, the upper part of the iron rod
being connected with the gas or water
pipes by a wire.

As fast as the
electricity was formed most of it passed
through these knobe, und thus through the
iron rod,wire, and water pipes harmlessly to
the ground ; whatlittle did not do so, after
being transwitted through the machiney,

assed throngh the first mentioned wire,
Ehus. with two ground wi all the elec-
trivity was'gotten rid of, and the serions
difficulties it occasioned were obviated.
No patents wi'l be asked for on the discov-
ery, and it is expected all cotton and other
mills will soon take advantage of it.
